- City marks Children and Hospitals week

THURSDAY, MARCH 17, 1983

The Association for the Care of
Children’s. Health has declared March
21-28, 1983 as ‘‘Children and Hospitals
Week.”” This week is dedicated to increas-
ing public, parental and professional
knowledge ‘of the psychosocial needs of
children and families in the health care
system and to encourage health care in-
stitutions to meet these needs.

The Cambridge Hospital and Cambridge
Neighborhood Health Centers provide a
comprehensive network of health care ser-

- vices for children from birth through high

school. Prenatal care for women planning
to deliver their babies at Cambridge
Hospital is available through the Adult and
Family Practice Neighborhood Health
Centers, Cambridge Hospital Obstetrical
Clinics, and private obstetricians, depen-
ding on the family’s preference. Childbirth
Preparation Classes are offered free of
charge to all women who plan to give birth
at Cambridge Hospital. The father or sup-
portive companion is welcome to par-
ticipate in labor and delivery.

After birth, rooming-in arrangements

allow the mother to keep her baby with
her, if desired, during most of the day.
When babies are not with their mothers,
they are cared for in the nursery, by
specially trained nurses with pediatricians
available 24 hours a day. Although the vast
majority of newborns are perfectly
healthy, the nursery staff is alert to any
problems which may develop, and is
capable of providing many types of com-
plex care, without transferring the infant
to another facility.

There are three options of comprehen-
sive pediatric care available to parents via
the Cambridge Hospital system. Parents
may choose the Pediatric Neighborhood
Health Centers; the Family Practice
Neighborhood Health Centers; or Cam-
bridge Pediatrics, a hospital-based group
practice of private pediatricians. :

In addition to comprehensive routine
pediatric care, the Cambridge Hospital
system also provides specialty services for
children. A variety of Outpatient Pediatric
Subspecialty Clinics, including adolescent,
allergy, cardiac, dental, endocrine, ENT,

Pack 16 cubs tap cubmaster
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neurology, orthopedic, renal, surgical,
tuberculosis, and venereal disease, aré
available at Cambridge Hospital. These
clinics are staffed by pediatric specialists
in these areas from both the
Massachusetts General and Cambridge
Hospitals.

Other pediatric specialty services
available at Cambridge Hospital include
Emergency Room Services (pediatricians
available 24 hours per day), the WIC Pro-
gram (a supplemental food and nutrition
education program for women, infantsand
children), the Children’s Developmental
Center (offering diagnostic services for
children with developmental delays, learn-
ing disorders, and school and family
related problems), and the Child and
Adolescent Psychiatry Service (com-
prehensive mental health services for
children and adolescents through the
Department of Psychiatry and the Cam-
bridge Guidance Center).

The Cambridge Hospital Pediatric Unit
(5W) is a 17-bed inpatient facility capable
of handling of newborns and children up to
17 years of age who require hospitaliza-

tion. Parents are allowed to visit children
24 hours per day, with an option to room-in
with the child. Sibling visits are encourag-
ed, and a playroom is located on the unit.

Cambridge Hospital Pediatric Services
are closely allied with those of the
Massachusetts General Hospital. MGH
residents rotate throughout the entire
Pediatric Service. This affiliation between
the Cambridge and Massachusetts
General Hospitals results in high quality,
coordinated care for all children who enter
the Cambridge Hospital system. When a
child is in need of care which can be better
provided at MGH; the: cooperative ar-
rangements between Cambridge and MGH
facilitate a rapid and expert transfer. -

As part of the celebration of Children
and Hospitals Week, Cambridge Hospital
plans to participate in a student health fair
at Cambridge Rindge and Latin School on
March 30 and 31. Cambridge Hospital staff
members have been involved in planning
and organizing the fair and will staff a
variety of health screening and educa-
tional booths.

In amendment to an ordinance formerly entitled: ““The General Ordinances
of the City of Cambridge’’ as revised in 1972 and now designated as *The

Code of the City of Cambridge.”

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Cambridge as follows:
Chapter 5 entitled: “‘Buildings’ is hereby amended by adding at the end
thereof a new Article Il entitled: “/Inspectional Services Department,” which

shall read as follows:

Article Il. Inspectional Services Department.

Section 1. There shall be in the City an Inspectional Services Department
(the Department), which shall be under the charge of an officer known as the
Inspectional Services Commissioner (the Commissioner) appointed by the City
Manager. The Commissioner shall have the powers and perform the duties im-

posed upon him by law.

Section 2. The Commissioner shall also serve as Inspector of Buildings and
Building Commissioner for purposes of § §107 and 108 of the State Building

Code (780 CMR).

Section 3. All the powers and duties heretofore exercised by the Building
Commissioner shall be exercised by the Commissioner, who shall also exercise
such powers and duties as may be assigned to him pursuant to Section 4 of

this Chapter.

Section 4. The Commissioner of Health and Hospitals may assign to the
Department the enforcement of any statute, ordinance or regulation
heretofore enforced by said Commissioner. Said Commissioner or any other
board, officer, department or commission of the City may, subject to the ap-
proval of the City Council, assign fo the Department the enforcement of any
statute, ordinance or regulation for the enforcement of which he or it is
responsible. The Department may accept such assignment, and may exercise
any and all powers necessary or convenient fo carry out such assignment,
notice of which must be filed with the City Clerk.

Section 5. The Board of Zoning Appeal, the Board of Examiners and the -t

Board of Building Code Appeal are hereby transferred to the Department, but
none of them shall be under its supervision or control.

Section 6. The Commissioner may establish within the Department such ad-
ministrative units as may be necessary or convenient for its efficient and
economical administration, and, when necessary or convenient for such pur-
pose, he may abolish or merge any such units.

Section 7. The Building Department is hereby abolished, and all its powers,
doties and appropriations are hereby transferred to the Department created

by Section one of this ordinance.

Section 8. The Inspectional Services Commissioner shall have direct authori-
ty.and responsibility for the City. Hall complex at 795 Massachusetts Avenue.
The allotment of Public Works funds for cost centers of maintenance, sup-
plies, fuel and utilities to maintain City Hall will be transferred to a budget ac-
count within the Inspectional Services Department. Selection and supervision
of Public Works employees assigned to City Hall will be under the authority
and supervision of the Inspectional Services Commissioner.

severe change in repertoire, focusing
on more serious works (and dropping
the banjos and mandolins altogether).
Only five years later, the ensemble
made its first appearance with the
Boston Symphony Orchestra, declaring
itself a company to be reckoned with in
the musical community.

Since that time the chorus has made
several recordings with the BSO, one of
them, the performance of Berlioz’
“Damnation of Faust,” winning the
Grand Prix du Disque, in 1955. (More
recently the Glee Club and the Sym-
phony, Leonard Bernstein conducting,
were recorded in 1974, performing
Stravinsky’s eclectic ‘‘Oedipus Rex.”)

These periodic releases have affirm-
ed the Glee Club’s membership in the
American musical community, but are
not the only definitive indications to the
ensemble’s credit. Since 1921 the Glee
Club has made extensive tours of North
America, Europe and Asia, giving con-
certs and .demonstrating western
choral techniques. (Last Summer found
the chorus in Japan and China, compar-
ing the choral styles of the cities
visited, and even appearing on
Japanese television.)

These tours complement the group’s
annual Spring tour of the United States
with this year’s trip swinging through
the southeast.

If all of this makes club membership
sound like a bowl of appoggiaturas,
well...it isn’t. Enter, the Glee Club’s
conductor, Jameson Marvin. Marvin
received his Doctor of Musical Arts

degree in Choral Music from the
University of Illinois; has studied with
the likes of Helmut Rilling and Robert
Shaw; and has a list of credentials, ex-
perience and memberships that would
make a print office resume typesetter
shudder. First Tenor and Vice Presi-
dent of the Glee Club Mark Tecca sums
up Marvin’s expectations with a grin:
“Well, I guess you could say he is, uhm,
a little demanding!”’

And rightly so! But add to the fact
that practices are held three times a
week (at 90 minutes a session) and it
becomes apparent just how much extra
goes into this extra-curricular activity.
For a group with a special fondness for
Renaissance choral works (15 of them
on this season’s repertory list!) it is,
however, a necessary and worthwhile
extra. :

And that extra does come through in
the Harvard Glee Club’s finished pro-
duct: the performance. For a non-profit
organization, supported primarily by
private and public donations, the

ensemble takes an unusual amount of

care to assure a near-perfect rendering
of a piece; be it a definitive Stravinsky
opera-oratoria, or a Harvard football

Subﬁwt Request for City Funding of Park Improvements in the
East Cambridge Development Area

As you are aware, implementation of the East Cambridge Development

area 1is progressing well., To date, the City's efforts to redevelop

the area have leveraged $104 million of private investment in new
construction or rehab projects. Five additional development projects,
estimated at $101 million in investment are close to the construction
phase, though not yet financed. The remaining development potential

in the project area, including projects now in planning or development
- projected for construction, is estimated at $222 million. Thus, the
total private investment to be generated in the East Cambridge Develop-
ment area is estimated at $427 million.

The success of the City in redeveloping this area has been and continues
to be dependent on the strength of our commitment to implement the pro-
posed public improvements as planned and in a timely way. The City has
had tremendous success in applying for and receiving Federal and State
funding commitments to develop the public improvements. To date, the
City has received $28,683,400 in grants and other funding commitments.

In addition, the MBTA has issued a request for proposal for preliminary
design and engineering of the new Lechmere Transit Facility. The current
probability of new station construction is very high and would bring an
additional $19 million in public improvements to the development area.

Progress on the public improvements has been steady. Phase I of the
Lechmere Canal Park is complete, Attachment A details the costs and
funding sources for Phase I development. Due to the City's ability to
obtain federal and state funds for the project, City funding was not
required to implement Phase I. Phase II construction is currently in
final design and construction is scheduled for May 1983. In addition,
the City has recently received a preliminary funding commitment from
the State for the development of Front Park.

It has now become necessary to request City funding to finish the park
improvements in the Lechmere Development area. The other government
funding sources obtained for Phase II and Front'Park:=necéessitate that
the:City .commit-to-complete-.park ‘construéetion. It is important that
the City make this commitment now since without it we will lose some of
the grant dollars awarded (Self-Help and CDAG) and will be unable to
draw down others (UDAG).
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It is also very important for the City to continue its public improve-
ment program on schedule to demonstrate to the financial community

that although the Lechmere area may now be what they refer to as _
"pioneering," it is quickly and steadily changing. There is absolutely
no doubt that without the final park improvements most of the remaining
private development projects will be difficult to build, sell and lease.

In January 1983, the department presented a proposed budget to the City
Council for development of Phase II of the Lechmere Canal Park and
Front Park. That estimate has been updated and the final park budget,
including costs and funding sources, is detailed in Attachment B. I
herein request that the City Council approve a bond issue of $3,438,692
to complete the park improvements for the East Cambridge development
area.
