Summary

1. The staff report constitutes a major, unannounced, upzoning inasmuch asit legalizes townhouses in all extremely dense zoning districts throughoutthe city which allow residential uses without the limits in the present town-house zoning. I provide alternate language in case you wish to allow semi-detached in C-.75.

2. The staff report constitutes a major, unannounced upzoning inasmuch as itexpands the present Harvard Institutional District to include the blocks boun-ded by Banks, Mt.Auburn, DeWo1fe and Grant, not presently in the district, inviolation of written staff promises to the City Council. The wording is such
that failure to pass the downzoning would ratify this upzoning.

3. NO LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS ARE PROVIDED OF THE NEWLY PROPOSED AMENDED ZONING
DISTRICTS SO THE DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT DISTRICT MODIFICATIONS CANNOT BE
LEGALLY ACCOMPLISHED. This staff package constitutes a major submittal with»

'inadequate time for meaningful consideration. The neighborhood proposalshould be refiled or readvertised.

1. I"have reviewed the new Zoning Ordinance provisions recommended by thePlanning Board in its report on the above proposal. T am enclosing, for yourbenefit, copies of selected present ordinance provisions and alternatelanguage.

Your staff is recommending that semi-detached dwellings, town"houses with-out the townhouse provisions, be allowed in residence C-.75. This statedpurpOse is similar to the purpose of language which I, gave to Counci11or Wolf
in response to questions repeatedly raised by her concerning anti-townhouse
zoning.

I would anticipate that allowing semi-detached dwellings without theundesired bonuses in C-.75 will satisfy concerns such as those expressed byCounci11or Wolf. The staff proposal is not the way to do it, however. k

As usual, your staff does far more than they are telling. The problems
are with provisions 1.0 and 2.2 in section III.

By provision 2.2, your staff is proposing that semi-detached structuresbe allowed throughout the city wherever multi-family housing is allowed. ITAMENDS THE MULTI-FAMILY LINE IN THE TABLE OF USES TO ALLOW SEMI-DETACHED
STRUCTURES IN EACH AND EVERY DISTRICT UNDER THE SAME CONDITIONS AS MULTI-

FAMILY. While this is appropriate in C-.75 the base district is more restric-ive than townhouse provisions, it constitutes a major, unpublicized, upzoning
in the denser zoning districts.

Townhouse provisions are more generous than Residence B, C-.75 or C-l.They are MORE RESTRICTIVE than many more dense districts.
Please note, however, in the present definition of "Dwelling, Multi-Family" the following:

. . . However, any such building which consists of two or more semi-
detached dwellings shall be considered a townhouse development and shallbe subject to the requirements of Section 11.10.

Either this provision renders the purpose of C-.75 meaningless, i.e., town-house bonuses MUST be allowed for semi-detached structures, or the change inthe general use line combined with the change in the Townhouse definition,with its highly confused added language, renders the C-.75 limit against C-ltownhouse bonuses meaningless.

Clearly, the city-wide upzoning intended by the use line change must be
removed.

At the same time, the enclosed definition and use table changes will al-low semi-detached dwellings to be defined as Mu1ti-Family Dwellings unlessthey are located in a district which allows townhouses and they satisfy thetownhouse provisions. It is necessary to amend the Multi-Fami1y Dwellingdefinition because of its present prohibition against semi-detached dwellingsoutside of townhouse bonus situations.
These necessary changes render staff change III.2.1 (concerning multi-family special permits) unnecessary and probably confusing. Staff change

III.3 (definition of Principal Building) is appropriate and harmless althoughpoorly worded ("be" in second line should be "by". Language in this staffproposal concerning a "series of" semi-detached dwellings also exists in the
present Townhouse Development definition but not in the Multi-Family
definition. That difference would appear to be a truly technical error.That Ian guage is addressed in my proposed Mu1ti-Fami1y Dwelling definition,and should have no impact outside the C-.75 area.

I trust these changes will be adequate.

2. Enclosed is the City Manager's letter of December 22, 1986, transmittingMr. Rosenberg's memo saying that corrections sought in the published zoning
map by ROC were correct.

Also enclosed is a summary reminder, letter from ROC to the city councilwhich specifically stated, in item 1 that, in accordance with paragraphs

amendment passed on June 22, 1981, the Mt. Auburn/DeWolfe/ Grant/Banks blocks
were not in the Harvard Institutional district.

The staff proposal, page 6, item F, describes the blocks west of Banks
Street and south of Mount Auburn Street, as zoned "Residence C-3 and
Institutional Overlay". The report recommends the change to a districtwithout overlay.

IT SHOULD NOT DESCRIBE THIS AS A CHANGE FROM THE INSTITUTIONAL DISTRICT
BECAUSE SUCH STATES THAT A FAILURE TO MAKE THE CHANGE WILL LEAVE THE BLOCKS
INSTITUTIONAL. That is contrary to what the City Council passed on June 22,
1981, contrary to the City Manager's letter of December 22, 1986, contrary tobasic fair play, and typical.

3. I do believe, however, that SO MANY MAJOR CHANGES HAVE COME OUT SO VERY
LATE IN THE GAME THAT THE PACKAGE SHOULD BE READVERTISED. PASSAGE OF SUCH A
MAJOR PETITION WOULD BE INAPPROPRIATE WITH SUCH MAJOR LAST MINUTE SUBMITTALS.

NO LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS ARE PROVIDED OF THE NEWLY PROPOSED AMENDED ZONING
DISTRICTS SO THE DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT DISTRICT MODIFICATIONS CANNOT BE
LEGALLY ACCOMPLISHED.

There are technical corrections necessary in the base proposal, as well,
to correspond to the many changes in the Zoning Ordinance which have been
made during the neighborhood work on C-.75. These changes might be done most
simply if the City allows the petitioners to refile a slightly modified
proposal without paying a subsequent filing fee.

In June of this year, the Committee on Zoning of the Riverside Organizing Com-
munity wrote to you about errors we havefound intheZoning Map of the City of
Cambridge. We called for the correction of these errors. We enclosed copies
of the documents which created the zoning in question.

It is new five months later and we have not received a response. We must
therefore,once again, demand that the zoning map be corrected to read iri
accordance with the votes of the Cambridge City Council creating and amending
the zoning map, under General Laws, chapter 40A, section 5 (1984 ed.).
The following are the errors which we demand be corrected:

1. Errors associated with the Institutional Overlay District amendment passed
by vote of the Cambridge City Council on June 22, 1981 (City Council petition):

The metes and bounds established by the city council for the Harvard, Rad-
cliffe, Lesly District specifically excluded from inclusion that areabounded by Mount Auburn Street, Banks Street, Grant Street and DeWolfe
Street.

SUBjECT: Brooks Rezoning Petition, Riverside.
Recommendation

The Planning Board recommends adoption of the petition with some
important modifications to both the text and map as originally
proposed. The modifications recommended do not alter the basic
objectives of the petition and are intended to (I) correct
unintentional and undesirable consequences indentified by the
Board, (2) simplify the provisions of the new district such that
it would be of utility elsewhere in the city, (3) retain
provisions which the Board finds desirable in the district and
(4) with regard to the map changes, make minor changes where the
proposed rezoning is clearly inappropriate to the current
development character of the area or inappropriate to future
desirable development patterns.

Detailed Recommendations

THE NEW RESIDENCE C-.75 DISTRICT. The Planning Board supports
the creation of the new Residence C-.75 Zoning District, as
modified by the changes recommended by the Board. The new
district would be similiar in most aspects to the existing
Residence C-l District except that no bonus would be granted, in
height, FAR or relaxed setbacks, for townhouse developments. The
other principal divergences from the existing Residence C-l
district are that the new district would increase the open space
requirement from 15% to 25% and only one principal building would
be allowed on any single lot. The Board has consistently found
that in many circumstances the townhouses in Residence C-l
Districts have been the least successful developments under the
townhouse ordinance. The creation of this new Residence C-.75
district will provide another district option which would allow
the townhouse form of development wihtout granting special
bonuses for that type of development. The text changes contained
in Part I of the Addendum would create the new district within
the text of the Zoning Ordinance.

DELETIONS TO THE TEXT OF THE PETITION AS RECOMMENDED BY THE
PLANNING BOARD Those portions of the text of the original
petition which the Planning Board recommends for deletion are
detailed in Part II of the Addendum. Briefly, the reasons for
those recommended deletions follow:
Change 1.0. The deletion of this provision would eleminatC allreference'to special roof types for buildings in the district.
The Board finds the special roof provisions unnecessarily
restrictive of design options eind an unnecessary regulatory
complication. The simple 35 foot height restriction is
sufficient. The specific "Principal Building" definition

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proposed is deleted as it would prohibit the construction of the
townhouse form of housing. The Board recommends an alternate
definition. Changes 10.11, 10.3, 14.0,. are all provisions
related to the special roof requirements and are therefore
deleted as well.
Changes 5.2 and 6.4 These provisions would prohibit both artsand crafts studios in non-residential buildings and utilitysubstations, transformers, and pumping stations, all uses
currently allowed by special permit in the Residence C-l distrct.The Board recommends deletion of these provisions so that they
would be similarly allowed by special permit in the new district.The standards of the arts and crafts section of the ordianance
provide ample safeguards to prevent abuse. The special permit
provisions for the utility facilities allow the city to review
proposals and establish appropriate conditions for their siting.Prohibition would move the review of such sitings to state
regulatory agencies which have the authority to grant waivers
from local zoning ordinances for the siting of such necessarypublic utility facilities.
Chanqes 4.2 and 4.3. These provisions, which the Board
recommends for deletion, deal with alterations to non-conforming
buildings (dormers and small second story additions) which may be
allowed by the Superintendent of Buildings without a variance.
These provisions were adopted many years ago at the request of
the Board of Zoning Appeal to relieve that Board of some of itsheavy case loads of requests that would normally be granted
routinely. The Planning Board is aware that there are some
problems with the unlimited nature of the current provisions.
However, it would recommend corrective language to alter the them
city wide rather than completly eliminate the provisions for thissingle district. The Board would be happy to submit such
corrective language to the Council for its consideration afterconsultation with the Inspectional Services Department.

ADDITIONAL TEXT CHANGES RECOMMENDED BY THE PLANNING BOARD

These changes, which appear in Part III of the Addendum, would
correct a major oversight in the original petition. In
prohibiting Townhouse Developement in the new Residence C-.75
district the petition inadvertently prohibited the construction
of the townhouse from of construction even within the standard
dimensional limits of the new C-.75 district. The petitioners
intended, to prohibit the townhouse bonuses (extra height, extra
FAR, relaxed yard requirements) but not the semi-detached
dwelling (townhouse) form of construction which could meet allthe standard dimensional requirements of the new distrct. The
Planning Board's additional language would create semi-detached
dwellings as a new residential use category, regulated as
multi-family dwellings now are, separate from the Townhouse
Development residential use category now listed in the Zoning

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Ordinance's Table of Use Regulations. Townhouse Developments
would be prohibited as intended in the original petition while
semi-detached dwellings would be allowed.
CHANGES TO THE MAP AS PROPOSED IN THE PETITION, THAT ARE
RECOMMENDED BY THE PLANNING BOARD
The map changes as proposed in the petition are outlined in Part
IV (a) of the Addendum; generally the Planning Board supports
those recommended map changes. However, some changes arerecommended by the Planning Board and they are outlined in Part
IV (b) of the Addendum as well as further described below.

Area A The Planning Board recommends that this single lot be
deleted from the petition as it is surrounded by and most
logically belongs physically with the commercial development
allowed in the Office 3 District that currently applies to the
site.
Area C This large apartment building greatly exceeds the density
of the new Residence C-.75 district proposed in the petition.
The lot is clearly selected out of the Business B-l District forspecial treatment. The Board recommends that the area be deleted
from the petition.
Area D This block is nearly built out, principally as housing,
at 3.0 FAR or greater densities and utilizing some of the
provisions of the Harvard Square Overlay District (as for example
waiver of setback requirements). The Board recommends itsretention within the Overlay Distict and that the base zone be
designated Residence C-3 to limit further conversion to commerial
use in an area which is a logical extension of the residencial
neighborhood.

Area E The Board recommends the rezoning of the area to the
Office 1 designation recommended in the petition; that reduction
of the density is the most effective Means to protect the low
density, low scale nature of this grouping of small frame
structures. The Board, however, recommends that the area be
retained in the Harvard Square Overlay District which has a .

number of provision which could additionally facilitate the
preservation of the key strictures in the area.

Area G The Board finds these two blocks (Grower's Market sites)
suitable for more intense residential development than would be
permitted in the Residence C-.75 district proposed by the
petition. However, the Board is concerned that any future
development not overwhelm adjacent built up blocks recommend forrezoning to the new Residence C-.75 district. Therefore the
Board recommends a Residence C-2 distict designation for the
Grower's Market sites.

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Area L The Planning Board recommends deletion of this area to
permit the construction of a small, publically funded housing
development which has been designed utilizing the setback
provisions applicable to Townhouse Developments in the Residence
C-l distict that would remain if the area is excluded.

SUBjECT: Brooks Rezoning Petition, Riverside.

The Planning Board recommends adoption of the petition with some
important modifications to both the text and map as originally
proposed. The modifications recommended do not alter the basic
objectives of the petition and are intended to (I) correct
unintentional and undesirable consequences indentified by the
Board, (2) simplify the provisions of the new district such that
it would be of utility elsewhere in the city, (3) retain
provisions which the Board finds desiirable in the district and
(4) with regard to the map changes, make minor changes where the
proposed rezoning is clearly inappropriate to the current
development character of the area or inappropriate to future
desirable development patterns.
The petition is a very comlicated one. To facilitate the
Council's consideration of it, an Addendum is attached to this
recommendation, describing in detail the proposed petition and
the Planning Board recommended changes. The following discussion
is keyed to that material.

Detailed Recommendations

THE NEW RESIDENCE C-.75 DISTRICT. The Planning Board supports
the creation of the new Residence C-.75 Zoning District, as
modified by the changes recommended by the Board. The new
district would be similiar in most aspects to the existing .
Residence C-l District except that no bonus would be granted, in
height, FAR or relaxed setbacks, for townhouse developments. The
other principal divergences from the existing Residence C-l
district are that the new district would increase the open space
requirement from 15% to 25% and only one principal building would
be allowed on any single lot. The Board has consistently found
that in many circumstances the townhouses in Residence C-l
Districts have been the least successful developments under the
townhouse ordinance. The creation of this new Residence C-.75
district will provide another district option which would allow
the townhouse form of development wihtout granting special
bonuses for that type of development. The text changes contained
in Part I of the Addendum would create the new district within
the text of the Zoning Ordinance.

DELETIONS TO THE TEXT OF THE PETITION AS RECOMMENDED BY THE
PLANNING BOARD Those portions of the text of the original
petition which the Planning Board recommends for deletion aredetailed in Part II of the Addendum. Briefly, the reasons forthose recommended deletions follow:
change 1.0. The deletion of this provision would eleminate allreference to special roof types for buildings in the district.The Board finds the special roof provisions unnecessarily
restrictive of design options and an unnecessary regulatory
complication. The si'mple 35 foot height restriction is
sufficient. The specific "Principal Building" definition

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proposed is deleted as it would prohibit the construction of the
townhouse form of housing. The Board recommends an alternate
definition. Changes 10.11, 10.3, 14.0,. are all provisions
related to the special roof requirements and are therefore
deleted as well.
Chanqes 5.2 and 6.4 These provisions would prohibit both arts,and crafts studios in non-residential buildings and utilitysubstations, transformers, and pumping stations, all uses
currently allowed by special permit in the Residence C-l distrct.The Board recommends deletion of these provisions so that they
would be similarly allowed by special permit in the new district.The standards of the arts and crafts section of the ordianance
provide ample safeguards to prevent abuse. The special permit
provisions for the utility facilities allow the city to review
proposals and establish appropriate conditions for their siting.Prohibition would move the review of such sitings to state
regulatory agencies which have the authority to grant waivers
from local zoning ordinances for the siting of such necessarypublic utility facilities.
Changes 4.2 and 4.3. These provisions, which the Board
recommends for deletion, deal with alterations to non-conforming
buildings (dormers and small second story additions) which may be
allowed by the Superintendent of Buildings without a variance.
These provisions were adopte&"many years ago at the request of
the Board of Zoning Appeal to relieve that Board of some of itsheavy case loads of requests that would normally be granted
routinely. The Planning Board is aware that there are some
problems with the unlimited nature of the current provisions.
However, it would recommend corrective language to alter the them
city wide rather than completly eliminate the provisions for thissingle district. The Board would be happy to submit such
corrective language to the Council for its consideration afterconsultation with the Inspectional Services Department.

ADDITIONAL TEXT CHANGES RECOMMENDED BY THE PLANNING BOARD

These changes, which appear in Part III of the Addendum, would
correct a major oversight in the orig"ina1 petition. Inprohibiting Townhouse Developement in the new Residence C-.75
district the petition inadvertently prohibited the construction
of the townhouse from of construction even within the standard
dimensional limits of the new C-.75 district. The petitionersintended, to prohibit the townhouse bonuses (extra height, extra
FAR, relaxed yard requirements) but not the semi-detached
dwelling (townhouse) form of construction which could meet allthe standard dimensional requirements of the new distrct. The
Planning Board's additional language would create semi-detached
dwellings as a new residential use category, regulated as
multi-family dwellings now are, separate from the Townhouse
Development residential use category now listed in the Zoning

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Ordinance's Table of Use Regulations. Townhouse Developments
would be prohibited as intended in the original petition while
semi-detached dwellings would be allowed.
CHANGES TO THE MAP AS PROPOSED IN THE PETITION, THAT ARE
RECOMMENDED BY THE PLANNING BOARD
The map changes as proposed in the petition are outlined in part
IV (a) of the Addendum; generally the Planning Board supports
those recommended map changes. However, some changes are
recommended by the Planning Board and they are outlined in Part
IV (b) of the Addendum as well as further described below.

Area A The Planning Board recommends that this single lot be
deleted from the petition as it is surrounded by and most
logically belongs physically with the commercial development
allowed in the Office 3 District that currently applies to the
site.
Area C This large apartment building greatly exceeds"the density
of the new Residence C-.75 district proposed in the petition.
The lot is clearly selected out of the Business B-l District forspecial treatment. The Board recommends that the area be deleted
from the petition.
Area D This block is nearly built out, principally as housing,
at 3.0 FAR or greater densities and utilizing some of the
provisions of the Harvard Square overlay District (as for example
waiver of setback requirements). The Board recommends itsretention within the Overlay Distict and that the base zone be
designated Residence C-3 to limit further conversion to commerial
use in an area which is a logical extension of the residencial
neighborhood.

Area E The Board recommends the rezoning of the area to the
Office 1 designation recommended in the petition; that reduction
of the density is the most effective means to protect the low
density, low scale nature of this grouping of small frame
structures. The Board, however, recommends that the area be
retained in the Harvard Square Overlay District which has a
number of provision which could additionally facilitate the
preservation of the key stuctures in the area.

Area G The Board finds these two blocks (Grower's Market sites)
suitable for more intense residential development than would be
permitted in the Residence C-.75 district proposed by the
petition. However, the Board is concerned that any future
development not overwhelm adjacent built up blocks recommend forrezoning to the new Residence C-.75 district. Therefore the
Board recommends a Residence C-2 distict designation for the
Grower's Market sites.

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Area L The Planning Board recommends deletion of this area to
permit the construction of a small, publically funded housing
development which has been designed utilizing the setback
provisions applicable to Townhouse Developments in the Residence
C-l distict that would remain if the area is excluded.

Thcmk you to: ir,forir,ir,g i7ic of youi" views cc)I]c'e['j"lil"l9 a ban on
smoking on aircraft.

As someone who has occasion to fly quite often between
Boston and Washington, I can testify first hand to the
inadequacies of separating smokers from non-smokers. However,
what is more important is the negative effects of passive smoke
on non-smokers and espe::ially on children, the elderly, people
with allergies and hearing conditions.

In a Surgeon General report released last December titledThe Health Consequences of Involuntary Smoking, Dr. Koop
concluded that I) involuntary smoking is a cause of disease,
including lung cancer, in healthy non-smokers; 2) cigarette smoke
puts children at increased risk of lung infections, and may
permanently injury their lungs, and 3) simple separation of
smokers from non-smokers does not eliminate the problem.

Indeed there is clearly a need to address the issue of
smoking on domestic flights. The atmosphere in an airplane is
artificial, and perfect ventilation is impossible. Currently,
people, and particularly flight attendants, are being subjetted
to recycled bad air which is damaaina to ones hmalt-h. tJpersonally support prohibiting smoking on all domestic flightsand am currently reviewing other legislation which would impose
smoking restraints on all other public conveyances.
