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SCES ANSWERS FOR ELDERS

Budget cuts boost need for volunteers

With budget cuts limiting the way
elder service agencies can help
older people and their families,
volunteers are playing a more im-
portant role than ever in bringing
elders the support they need.

Somerville-Cambridge Elder Ser-
vices is currently in need of new
volunteers to help with a number of
special programs serving older men
and women in the two cities.
Volunteers who contribute as little
as a few hours a week can help
make a difference in older people’s
lives. They receive all necessary
training and support from the Elder
Services staff.

Among the positions for which
help is needed are:

*Grocery'shopping — This is a
hew service recently introduced by
Elder Services to help seniors who
are unable to get to the super-
market on their own. Volunteers do
the grocery shopping for elders once
a week at the supermarket nearest
to the elder’s home. They receive a
$5 stripend per trip, plus a mileage
allowance. A car is necessary.

Advocacy/outreach — The ad-
vocacy/outreach aide will be a
volunteer who would like to help
spread important information to
area elders and others whose sup-
port is needed if elders are to get
the services they need. The position
includes making telephone calls,
stuffing envelopes and copying and

filing, with more complex work
available if the volunteer is in-
terested. The volunteer will general-
ly be needed for four hours every
other week, and hours can be ar-
ranged to the mutual convenience of
the agency and the volunteer.
Nursing home ombudsmen — Om-
budsmen work with residents of
area nursing homes to improve the
quality of their lives, care and en-
vironment and to advocate for pro-
tection of their rights. Ombudsmen
make weekly visits to the homes,
giving residents an opportunity to'
meet with them and discuss any
problems or concerns. A five-day
training and certification course for
ombudsmen is offered by the state
executive office of elder affairs.

Hours are one
afternoon (three to four hours) per
week, with a flexible schedule
possible.

Trihalomethane compounds are a_groul
chemicals that are formed as disinfection|

products through the reaction of chiorine with cer-
tain naturally occurring organic materials found in
the tributary watershed of water supply reservoirs.
These organic materials in the watershed come
irom the soils and decaying vegetation, particularly
deciduous trees. The Water Department s required
by DEP reguiation (310 CMR 22.19-3) to add
chiorine to its treated water as a disinfection agent
10 safeguard consumers from conventional water-
bore diseases such as typhoid, cholera and
dysentery. The Water Department is also required
to_maintain a free chlorine residual of 0.25
millgrams per fiter in the water distribution system
to destroy pathogenic organisms.

Based on the results of studies which found that
high doses of trihalomethanes can be carcinogenic
{cancer causing) to laboratory animas, the United
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
considers trinalomethanes_potential human_ car-
cinogens requiring regulation under the Federal
Safe Drinking Water Act. The EPA consequently
established 100 ppb as the MCL for TTHM com-
pounds. This figure was established in 1979 as a
technically feasible conceniration that will allow for
proper disinfection practices and an _adequate
margin of safety for any possible health related pro-
blems that be associated with
trinalomethanes.

As stated above, the Cambridge Water Depart-
ment has sampled and tested its drinking water for
TTHM concentration since 1979. The average test
results have consistently ranged from 60 to 90
ppb. The twelve month running average TTHM
concentration for the one year period ending
December 31, 1989 was 196 ppb. This elevated
average congentration i attributed to seasonal low
water levels in the supply reservoirs and the higher
water temperatures experienced during the sum-
mer months. Chiorine is less effective as a disinfec-
tant at higher water temperatures; and consequent-
y more chiorine must be added to the water to
disinfect it and keep it bacteria free within the
distribution system.

The Cambridge Water Board wishes to em-
phasize that this situation does not present an i-
mediate shortterm public health risk. The EPA is
currently reviewing the present total
trinalomethane maximum contaminant level (MCL)
concentration of 100 ppb because of the limited in:
formation available on possible human health risks
associated with these compounds. In order to
minimize the formation of trinalomethianes in the
water system, the Water Department is evaluating
altenative disinfection methods, and it will imple-
ment watershed management _practices 1o
minimize the natural organic matter entering the
reservoir system. In addition, the Water Depart-
ment has recently started construction of the
Payson Park Reservoir Cover Project that will
enclose the finished-water _distribution/storage
reservoir to protect the treated water from air-
bore contaminants. This project wil also reduce
chlorine demand on the treated water, thereby
reducing the potential of trihalomethane formation

MBTA apologizes to
musicians

Subway musicians and MBTA
officials are hoping to negotiate an
agreement to avoid a replay of last
month’s dispute over recorded holi-
day music that was played over
sound systems in T stations,

MBTA General Manager Thomas
P. Glynn, in a letter to the
Cambridge-based Street Artists’
Guild, has apologized for the broad-
casts and has assigned a represen-
tative to meet with the musicians.

Musicians said the recorded
music began in some stations after
Thanksgiving. They complained to
the MBTA that it was keeping them
from earning a living during their
busiest season. The music was
removed the week before Christmas

At a meeting of the artists’ guild
Tuesday, Jan. 9, at Old Cambridge
Baptist Church, the musicians
decided to seek a meeting with
Howard Waddell, director of
marketing and ridership for the
MBTA. They also agreed to have
their lawyer draft a letter to Glynn
before the meeting and vowed to
seek a written agreement on sub-
way performances with the MBTA.
Previously, they have had only ver-
bal agreements, said Stephen Baird,
a spokesperson for the artists’ guild

Baird said he has heard that the
MBTA’s introduction of recorded
music was inspired by a program in
Montreal, where an underground
mall is part of the subway system.
But he said it is inappropriate in the
Boston area.

““This is not Montreal, this is the
Athens of America, where live
music is important,” he said.

Also at Tuesday’s meeting, the ar-
tists’ guild discussed plans to push
for approval of a new city ordinance
concerning street performances.
Baird said the existing ordinance is
outdated and probably unconstitu-
tional and needs to be replaced.
Dianna R. Stallone, the guild’s
lawyer, said she hopes the or-
dinance can come before the city
council within a month.

MBTA apologizes to
musicians

Subway musicians and MBTA
officials are hoping to negotiate an
agreement to avoid a replay of last
month’s dispute over recorded holi-
day music that was played over
sound systems in T stations.

MBTA General Manager Thomas
P. Glynn, in a letter to the
Cambridge-based Street Artists’
Guild, has apologized for the broad-
casts and has assigned a represen-
tative to meet with the musicians.

Musicians said the recorded
music began in some stations after
Thanksgiving. They complained to
the MBTA that it was keeping them
from earning a living during their
busiest season. The music was
removed the week before Christmas

At a meeting of the artists’ guild
Tuesday, Jan. 9, at Old Cambridge
Baptist Church, the musicians
decided to seek a meeting with
Howard Waddell, director of
marketing and ridership for the
MBTA. They also agreed to have
their lawyer draft a letter to Glynn
before the meeting and vowed to
seek a written agreement on sub-
way performances with the MBTA.
Previously, they have had only ver-
bal agreements, said Stephen Baird,
a spokesperson for the artists’ guild

Baird said he has heard that the
MBTA’s introduction of recorded
music was inspired by a program in
Montreal, where an underground
mall is part of the subway system.
But he said it is inappropriate in the
Boston area.

““This is not Montreal, this is the
Athens of America, where live
music is important,” he said.

Also at Tuesday’s meeting, the ar-
tists’ guild discussed plans to push
for approval of a new city ordinance
concerning street performances.
Baird said the existing ordinance is
outdated and probably unconstitu-
tional and needs to be replaced.
Dianna R. Stallone, the guild’s
lawyer, said she hopes the or-
dinance can come before the city
council within a month.

The times have finally caught up to
HRB.

As the 1980s — the age of excess —
pass ignominiously into history, it
should be noted that conspicuous con-
sumption started 40 years ago at Har-
vard’s student radio station with the
“orgies.”

Next to Donald Trump and Leona
Helmsley, the WHRB orgies may not
seem like wild, unrestrained in-
dulgence.

The orgies take place at exam time
every January and May. During
those months the station scraps its
regular programming to dedicate
huge blocks of time to favorite artists
and composers, from classical giants
to obscure punk bands.

~Orgies can go anywhere from a few

hours (like the 6-hour “Tall Dwarfs”
orgy Jan. 24, featuring this New
Zealand rock band) to several days.
The John Coltrane orgy, headlining
this January’s program, is 90 hours
of the jazz saxophonist straight
beginning Jan. 16 at 6 a.m.

“We have professors complaining
that it wrecks their lives,” said Irene
Wu, president of the station.

Charlie Gilman, WHRB’s jazz
director, helped put together the Col-
trane orgy and will be at the station
for most of it, either as a disc jockey
or just listening. Although it cuts into
their study time, the students aren’t

Money isn't the only reason doctors
refuse to treat injured workers.

“A lot of doctors say 'the hell with it'
because it's a lot harder to handle these
patients,” says Wyman. “Employers, the
state, insurers, lawyers, unions all are
involved with the care.”

Union officials says members would be
off compensation and back to work sooner
if they could get doctors to treat them.

‘Wyman says injured workers who find
an orthopedist to treat them may wait six
or seven weeks for an appointment and up
to four months for surgery.

Representative Marilyn Travinski, chair-
‘woman of the Commerce and Labor Com-
mittee, says increasing doctors' rates will
not guarantee better access to care.

Joseph DiGiovanni, vice president of the
American Insurance Association, suggests
the state implement a managed care pro-
gram, similar to health maintenance orga-
nizations. New Hampshire recently
launched such a plan.

In the meantime, unable to work, Chris

one tablespoon water; lower the heat,
cover and cook until the peppers are
tender.

3 cups unbleached flour

1 1/2 teaspoons salt

3/4 cup iced water

4 1/2 teaspoons vinegar

2 small egg yolks

1 cup lard, softened (or vegetable shorten-
ing)

Mix the flour in a large bowl with the
salt, then incorporate the water, vinegar
and egg yolks. Work with the hands until
the dough forms a smooth ball. Let rest for
30 minutes, covered with plastic wrap.
Roll the dough into a 10- by 15-inch rect-
angle. With a rubber spatula, spread 1/3
cup of the lard or shortening over the
dough. Using a knife, fold one side over the
top, then fuld over the other side — busi-

pared turnips

1 large carrot, pared and chopped

1/4 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper

Combine flour and one teaspoon salt in
large bowl. Cut in lard and butter with
pastry blender, until mixture resembles
coarse crumbs. Sprinkle 3/4 to one cup
iced water over flour mixture, mixing light-
ly with fork until dough just sticks togeth-
er. Divide dough into three equal portions
and shape each into a ball. Wrap in plastic
‘wrap and refrigerate one hour. Freeze
meat 30 to 45 minutes. Chop fine, then
cover.
