NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises
and undertakings of the_parties hereto, it is understood and

ARTICLE I. CITY, at its sole cost and expense shall
prepare plans and specifications for the construction and

In conversation he
talks about Ireland’s patron saint
as if he were a close friend, refering
to him variously as ‘‘Pat,”’
“Paddy,” and ‘‘St. Pat.”

“He was there alright,” O’Reilly
says with unshakeable certainty.
‘“He was there.”

According to stories passed down
from generation to generation, St.
Patrick’s greatest feat was driving
the serpents from the Emerald Isle,
am act wiich reportedly ledl tfre way
to the conversion of most of the
island’s population to Catholicism.

“That was away back before the
1800s, maybe around 3 AD.,”’ says
O’Reilly.

‘1 think he ordered the snakes in-
to the sea with some sort of power
he had,” says Corcoran, drawing
upon memories of stories told him
as a child: “I thought it was
magnificent.”’ ;

Neither O’Reilly nor Corcoran
remembers hearing precisely how
it happened that Ireland had
become infested with serpents.

“All I know is ’twas a dangerous
place at one time,” says O’Reilly.

Of St. Patrick himself O’Reilly
says: “He was a very religious
man, very religious. He come from
Scotland they say, but I don’t know
whether that’s true or false. And he
was higher than a priest, very high
up in the Catholic religion. He
must’ve been an archbishop or
whatever they called ’em at that
time.”

The precise facts of St. Patrick’s
life notwithstanding, the Irish peo-
ple, both in the states and Ireland,
have celebrated his feast day with
great fervor. But there are dif-
ferences in the way the day is
celebrated here and in Ireland.

““St. Patrick’s Day was very im-
portant because it was more of a
religious holiday in Ireland
was a holiday that

sell 'em as shamrocks.™
According to the man who spent a

quarter of a century among the

green mosses, grasses and

shamrocks of Ireland, ""The only
place they grow is in Ireland.”

Having pinned on their
shamrocks, sung St. Paddy’s
praises at church, and returned
home for a “Sunday’’ meal of ‘corn-
ed beef and cabbage, the Irish
would continue the celebration,
says Corcoran.

“There’d always be some kind of
party, and when there was a party,
there would be Irish music,” he
says with a big pink-cheeked smile.
“There’d be somebody who could
play the accordian and somebody
who could play the fiddle and
everybody would sing the old Irish
songs.”

“Where I come from there was a
famous song called ““‘Cork City,” he
says. And of course there was ‘“The
Stone Outside Dan Murphy’s
Door.”

<“All beautiful songs sung by
beautiful singers,” he says wistful-
ly. !
But, if the Irish were noted for
their silver throats, they also knew
how to dance, according to O’Reilly
whose mood visibly brightens when
he recalls “the jigs and four-handed
reels and lancers and step dances”’
he and his compatriots used to
engage in at parties.

It was at such a dance, he says,
that ‘I met my darlin’ wife.” '

“‘She was glad to meet somebody
from the Old Sod like herself, and so
was 1,” he says, adding that he
never trusted American-born
women.

But, as important as dancing and
singing were to a good Irish party, a
good round of story-telling was
what held them all together.

“] remember the older people
would always get together and talk
about the old times,” says Cor-

" coran. “Each one would try to outdo

the other with a funny story about
being an immigrant and not know-
ing the culture or the customs in the
new country.” -

Subject Background Information on the Fort Washington Improvement
Project: On-Grade Crossing of the Railroad Tracks

The Community Development Department is requesting
-City Council to petition for a hearing before the
County Commissioners to enable the City to move ahead
with design and construction of an on-grade pedestrian
crossing of the railroad tracks. At the February 25th
City Council meeting, there seems to have been some
confusion about the project and the need for City
Council to hold a hearing. The crossing is one part
of an overall public improvements project that was
approved by City Council and is in construction,

as described below. We need to move ahead gs quickly
as possible so that we do not face a loss of funding.
We therefore request that City Council cancel the
public hearing scheduled for March 18, and approve

the petition for a County hearing.

In April 1983, the City of Cambridge was awarded a
Public Works Economic Development grant of $407,779

for public improvements in the Cambridgeport industrial
area in the vicinity of historic Fort Washington.

. Plan I shows the overall project area. The grant -
from the Massachusetts Executive Office of Transportation
and Construction, Department of Public Works - was
leveraged by recent. private investment of more than
$15 million. The company primarily responsible for
this investment of both money and jobs is American
Science and Engineering (AS&E), located on Waverly
Street across from Fort Washington.

- The first phase of the project included reconstruction
of portions of Erie Street and Waverly Street: paving,
sidewalks and granite curbing, street trees, and
lighting. Design work was done by the City's Department
of Public Works under the direction of the City Engineer.
Construction of this phase is substantially complete
as of December, 1984.

The second phase of the project consists of a pedestrian
on-grade crossing of the Conrail tracks between Vassar
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Street and Waverly Street, providing a direct connection
between the Cambridgeport neighborhood and the riverfront.
The Cambridgeport businesses have strongly supported

the crossing and were influential in gaining acceptance
from Conrail for the crossing. The City has contracted
with Storch Associates for design of the crossing.

The company was selected because of its proven record

in design and construction of railroad crossing and
because of its ability to work with Conrail.

The procedures for construction of a public crossing
of the railroad tracks include State regulations as
well as railroad rules. The first step, in accordance
with the attached portion of the Massachusetts General
Laws, Chapter 160, Section 104, requires a public
hearing before the County Commissioners. The County
Commissioners will hold such a hearing at the request
of City Council. A public way will be laid out across
an existing railroad if the County Commlss1oners
adjudge that public necessi

require and if the Public Utilities Commission consents

thereto in wrjiting.

The need for such a crossing is clearly established

in _the attached memo from Lionel Rodgers, the railroad
engineer from Storch Assocjates. In looking at the
map you will note that there is no safe crossing of

the tracks unless ,
Ayenue or down to the B,U, Bridge, People are unwilling

to make such a detour and throughout the day you
can see people crossing the tracks. The number of
trains using this track is small, usually freight
cars travelling at slow speed, more likely at night
than during the day.

We urge your support of the process as outlined above
that City Council cancel the Mg;gn_lﬁ_puhllg_hgax;ng

and approve a petition for a Countv hearing. Thank
you.

§ 104. Proceedings to lay out public way across railroad

* A public way may be laid out across a railroad previously con-
structed, if the county commissioners, or the department of public
works in the case of a state highway, adjudge that public necessity
and convenience so require ; and in such case, after notice to the rail-
road corporation and a hearing of all parties interested, said commis.
sioners or department, or a city or town by authority of the county
commissioners granted upon petition of its board of aldermen or se-
lectmen, may thus lay out a way across a railroad, in such manner as
not to injure or obstruct the railroad, and otherwise in conformity
with sections ninety-seven and ninety-eight. A public way shall not
be permitted to cross at a level with the railroad unless it is deter-
mined by the department of public works, in the case of a state high-
way, or the county commissioners, in the case of any other public
way, after notice to all persons interested and a hearing, that public
necessity so requires, and the department of public utilities consents
thereto in writing. If it is necessary in the laying out, construction
or alteration of a state highway across a railroad to alter or relocate
the railroad, the department of public works may take by eminent
domain under chapter seventy-nine, on behalf of the railroad corpora-
tion, land or rights in land necessary for such alteration or relocation
with the written approval of the department of public utilities.
Charges and expenses for such alteration or relocation shall be paid
by the department of public works. A copy of the proceedings of the
department of public works in laying out a state highway under this
section, including a copy of the plan of so much of said way as lies
within the location of the railroad, shall be filed in the office of the
county commissioners of the county where such way is located.

Subject: Need for Pedestrian Crossing Over Conrail Grand Junction Tracks

Copy To:

A pedestrian crossing of the Conrail Grand Junction secondary tracks
in the vicinity of Fort Washington Park is proposed by the City of
Cambridge.

At the present time, a legal route for a pedestrian to travel the
hundred feet from the Fort Washington Park area to the south side of the
Conrail Grand Junction tracks requires a detour of almost a mile or more.
If the pedestrian elects to go east on Albany Street to Massachusetts
Avenue and then down Vassar Street, the distance is approximately 5,600
feet. If the pedestrian elects to go west on Albany Street to Erie Street,
along Erie Street to Waverly Street and Henry Street to Brookline Street
and then along Brookline Street to Memorial Drive and back east to Vassar
Street and along Vassar Street to a point opposite the park, the distance
is approximately 4,600 feet.

Needless to say, people desiring to cross a railroad track to reach a
destination a few hundred feet away do not take a one mile walk - they
tresspass and cross unsafely and such tresspassing can presently be
observed throughout the day.

The changing nature of the Cambridgeport area neighborhood is
increasing further the need for a safe pedestrian crossing. The area
immediately west of the Conrail line has long been primarily warehouses,
trucking terminals and other industrial and commercial uses, much of it
vacant during recent years. |t has previously generated little pedestrian
traffic. The development of "high tech" in the former trucking terminal is
greatly increasing the daytime population with employees who will want to
reach the Charles River Esplanade, or in the case of M.I.T. students
employed part-time by "High Tech" employers, to travel to and from their
apartments on the east side of the Conrail line. The revitalization plans
for this area are well set forth in the booklet "Cambridgeport -
Revitalization" published in 1983 by the City of Cambridge Community
Development Department. This plan envisions the conversion of the 100
acres of presently underutilized land into an attractive business,
industrial and residential area with coordinated design and a visual
coherence between the various usage areas utilizing landscaping, parks and
other techniques.

A vital element in the proposed Cambridgeport development plan will be
elimination of the present mile long unbroken barrier between the two sides
of the Grand Junction secondary track through the opening of a crossing
near the midpoint if this barrier.

The City of Cambridge has expressed willingness to finance the cost of
full railroad crossing warning devices to protect the proposed crossing
including both flashing lights, and if deemed necessary, automatic gates.
Railroad traffic on this section of the Grand Junction is limited to a very
few movements in any 24 hour period and many of these movements occur at
night and speed is very limited.

We believe the need for this crossing is clearly established, and that
such a crossing will provide well protected and safe passage in place of
the present unguarded situation.
