Dear Ms. Drury,

Harvard University opposes the above referenced petition to amend the
Cambridge Zoning Ordinance. This petition vvould require that all above=

grade parking structures and portions of structures used for parking
automobiles be included in the calculation of gross floor area.

Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 40A, Section 5, states that no zoning
ordinance can be adopted except by vote of tvvo-thirds of the City Council.
For Cambridge, this would mean six councilors. The statute 'orovides that,

prior to final approval of the change to the ordinance, if' there is a vn."itten
protest stating the reasons for the protest, signed by "the o'cvnei°s of Uventy
percent of the area of land inlmediately adjacent extending three hundred
feet therefrom," then a three-fourths vote (7 councilors) is necessary' t,c'

enact the proposed change to the ordinance. Harvard ovins real estate
which vvi11 be affected by the proposed change and novi files such a protest.

The changes proposed in the McManus petition are unreasonable and
negatively impact construction in Cambridge by indirectly downzoning all
areas of the (Jity and by causing undue financial hardship in those areas of
the City rvhere underground parking may be prohibitively expensive.
Further, the inclusion of structured above-grade parking garages in the
definition of gross floor area provides an unvvanted incentive for developers
to utilize surface parking, which is antithetical to the enhancement of
Cambridge's urban landscape. Surface parking is a grossly inefficient
land use in urban areas such as Cambridge vvhere landscaped property
and open space are limited and are valuable amenities vvhich should be
preserved as much as possible.

The Cambridge Chamber of Commerce is opposed to the zoning
petition submitted to the City Council by Debra McManus et al,relative to including parking garages, or portions of structures
devoted to parking automobiles, in the calculation of floor area
ratio (FAR) computations.

This petition, if adopted, would effectively downzone allnon-residential uses over the entire City. Including above-grade
structures devoted to parking in the FAR calculation, without
adjusting the allowable FAR to accommodate its inclusion, would
result in less floor area available for building space. This would
have a negative impact on employers and individual property owner's
plans for future growth and development, and would expand the
number of non-conforming properties. In addition, adoption of this
amendment would result in an immediate reduction in the value of
undeveloped or underdeveloped property, would negatively impact the
value of the non-residential sector of the tax base, and would
ultimately affect the City's ability to meet the increasing costs
of municipal service delivery.

We are writing in response to the petition by Debra McManus et al,
' to amend the City's zoning ordinance to include above grade parking

garages in the calculation of floor area ratio. The expressed intent of this
proposed change is to reduce overall development on non-residential
sites, and, in so doing, to reduce the bulk of structures throughout the
City. However, the proposed changes would have several other effects as
well. It would have serious implications for the design of structures, land
uses, and property values which in our opinion would not be positive for
the city. MIT is therefore opposed to the proposed amendment.

In general, the notion of constructing underground parking garages
in the city is constrained by cost and water table considerations. Where
either economics or geotechnical conditions preclude the construction of
underground garages, the alternative is to use more land for at grade
parking and to build taller buildings with smaller footj:'-'"im-s to make that
land area for parking available.

At MIT, a technical but important question also arises in regard to
how existing garages on the campus will be treated in the calculation of
FAR since our parking spaces are not assigned discretely to buildings.

Earlier this year, MIT, in conjunction with our residential and
commercial neighbors, completed a multi-year rezoning effort for
Cambridgeport in which issues of design, density and parking were
thoroughly investigated. That zoning effort seeks to accomplish many
objectives, but among them is a determined effort to seek light industrial
uses. It is worth noting that industrial uses are not capable of
sustaining the cost of underground parking, and that the land cost for
extensive parking at grade may not be justifiable either. If the City wants

to continue to attract a wide range of employment opportunities this
ordinance may be an obstacle to that effort.

The zoning effort mentioned above is only one of many that the City
has completed over the past several years. Most of those efforts resulted
in downzoningalready. This additional city-wide downzoningwould be

an unfair and undue burden on owners who have already conceded up to
75% of their previous F.A.R. Perhaps a more effective approach than the
one proposed is to engage in a urban design study of the dimensional
requirements associated with parking garages and address the problem
directly.

Tlie Cambridge Chamber of commerce is opposed to the zoning
petition submitted to the City Council by Debra McManus et al,relative to including parking'garages, or portions of structures
devoted to parking automobiles, in the calculation of floor area
ratio '(FAR) computations.

This petition, if adopted, would effectively downzone allnon-residential uses over the entire City. Including above-grade
structures devoted to parking in the FAR calculation, without
adjusting the allowable FAR to accommodate its inclusion, would
result'in less floor area available for building space. This would
have a negative impact on employers and individual property owner's
plans for future growth and development, and would expand the
number of non-conforming properties. In addition, adoption of this
amendment would result in an immediate reduction in the value of
undeveloped or underdeveloped property, wouldnegatively impact the
value of the non-residential sector of the tax base, and would
ultimately affect the City's ability to meet the increasing costs
of municipal service delivery.

The inclusion of parking in FAR computations could also
represent a disincentive for both expansion of existing business
and attracting new enterprises into cambridge. Such a disincentive
would come at a time when our regional economy is in the midst of
a receSsion. This proposal could put Cambridge at an even greater
disadvantage with other municipalities in Eastern Massachusetts in
competing for the limited'number of development projects.

In many areas of the city, employers and property owners have
participated in neighborhood planning and rezoning processes in
good faith. In return, they expect stability in their zoning
parameters for a reasonable period of time. This concern has been

vote (seven (7) councillors) would be necessary for the ordinance to be enacted. As
landowners of real estate, which will be affected by the proposed changes, we now so file
such a protest.

We oppose the proposed amendment to the Cambridge Zoning Ordinance because it does
not serve the best interests of the City of Cambridge or the people who live and work here.
We believe that the current regulation is sufficient and that the proposed regulation will only
decrease the value of our property.

Harvard University opposes the above referenced petition. This petition,
which proposes to amend the Cambridge Zoning Ordinance (CZO) to
include parking structures and garages in the floor area ratio (FAR), will
not only unilaterally reduce development potential across the City but will
encourage the building of parking spaces on site, at grade.

While Harvard supports what we presume is the petition's goal of
encouraging the building of underground parking by exempting it from the
FAR calculation, we believe that this intent will not be achieved. The
expense of building underground parking is often prohibitive and therefore
maybe an unworkable solution for meeting parking requirements. As a
result, we believe that the petition will instead encourage the building of
parking spaces on site, at grade which is antithetical to the enhancement of
Cambridge's urban landscape.

Currentlv the CZO requires additional parking fer each project. We
question whether this requirement for new parking makes sense, as it
implicitly promotes additional ear traffic with its promise of parking spaces
at the new destination. If the goal is to limit development, it seems
inappropriate to attempt to do so through parking requirements. We would
welcome the opportunity to work with the City Council, the Planning Board
and others to identify ways that effectively mitigate traffic congestion
associated with appropriate development .

We urge the rejection of this petition. We believe the petition's unilateral
downzoning neither results in the enhancement of our urban environment
nor recognizes the need for less reliance on automobiles as the
transportation solution for the future.
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We appreciate having the opportunity to comment on this legislation.

We are writing in response to the petition by Debra McManus et al,
to amend the City's zoning ordinance to include above grade parking
garages in the calculation of floor area ratio. The expressed intent of this
proposed change is to reduce overall development on non-residential
sites, and, in so doing, to reduce the bulk of structures throughout the
City. However, the proposed changes would have several other effects as
well. It would have serious implications for the design of structures, land
uses, and property values which in our opinion would not be positive for
the city. MIT is therefore opposed to the proposed amendment.

In general, the notion of constructing underground parking garages
in the city is constrained by cost and water table considerations. Where
either economics or geotechnical conditions preclude the construction of
underground garages, the alternative is to use more land for at grade
parking and to build taller buildings with smaller footprints to make that
land area for parking available.

At MIT, a technical but important question also arises in regard to
how existing garages on the campus will be treated in the calculation of
FAR since our parking spaces are not assigned discretely to buildings.

Earlier this year, MIT, in conjunction with our residential and
commercial neighbors, completed a multi-year rezoning effort for
Cambridgeport in which issues of design, density and parking were
thoroughly investigated. That zoning effort seeks to accomplish many
objectives, but among them is a determined effort to seek light industrial
uses. It is worth noting that industrial uses are not capable of
sustaining the cost of underground parking, and that the land cost for
extensive parking at grade may not be justifiable either. If the City wants
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to continue to attract a wide range of employment opportunities this
ordinance may be an obstacle to that effort.

The zoning effort mentioned above is only one of many that the City
has completed over the past several years. Most of those efforts resulted
in downzoning already. This additional city-wide downzoningwould be
an unfair and undue burden on owners who have already conceded up to
75% of their previous F.A.R. Perhaps a more effective approach than the
one proposed is to engage in a urban design study of the dimensional
requirements associated with parking garages and address the problem
directly.

As a Mid-Cambridge resident and Central Square business person, who has
served on many civic and neighborhood committees, I am opposed to the
prQpc)sed zoning revision to include non-resi.dental parking structures in
FAR computations. This proposal, while on the surface perhaps
well-intentioned, would cause particular damage to Cambridge's competitive
business and economic climate.

The effect of this measure would be to make Cambridge a significantly less
attractive location for new and expanding business. As drafted it is a

patently anti-business proposal.

The revision would exempt, and therefore in effect encourage, on-grade,
uncovered and unenclosed parking. In fact, we should discourage such land
use and encourage below grade or covered parking.

0

The revision would exempt residental parking. In fact with our overparked
residential areas, we should encourage the development of new business in
the City to create more local jobs for which Cambridge residents would not
need cars to comnute. If this were done, perhaps in the future we would be
able to reduce parking reqyirements.

If the intent of the Ordinance is to reduce automobile use by discouraging
parking lots, the measure misses the mark. The actual effect would be to
reduce parking only by downzoning development. A more direct and less
destructive approach would be to reduce the parking requirement, without
regard to FAR, and develop incentives to encourage use of alternative
transportation: for example, the reduction of parking reqµirements within
500 feet of T stations.

Finally, inspite of its problems, the Zoning Ordinance as a whole is an
integrated planning tool. It would be irresponsible to enact such a
significant modification without a thorough review and revision to maintain
a balanced ordinance.

This petition, if adopted, would effectively downzone allnon-residential uses over the entire City. Including above-grade
structures devoted to parking in the FAR calculation, without
adjusting the allowable FAR to accommodate its inclusion, would
result in less floor area available for building space. This would
have a negative impact on employers and individual property owner's
plans for future growth and development, and would expand the
number of non-conforming properties. In addition, adoption of thisamendment would result in an immediate reduction in the value ofundeveloped or underdeveloped property, would negatively impact the
value of the non-residential sector of the tax base, and would
ultimately affect the City's ability to meet the increasing costs
of municipal service delivery.

The inclusion of parking in FAR computations could also
represent a disincentive for both expansion of existing business
and attracting new enterprises into Cambridge. Such a disincentive
would come at a time when our regional economy is in the midst of
a recession. This proposal could put Cambridge at an even greaterdisadvantage with other municipalities in Eastern Massachusetts in
competing for the limited number of development projects.

In many areas of the City, employers and property owners have
participated in neighborhood planning and rezoning processes in
good faith. In return, they expect stability in their zoning
parameters for a reasonable period of time. This concern has been
clearly expressed in the ongoing Growth Policy Initiativeworkshops. Adoption of the Parking in FAR petition would run
counter to these participatory planning activities in that itattempts to prescribe new growth constraints on the city as a
whole, even further downzoning sections of the city which may have
recently been downzoned.
