SUBJECT: Doerr Rezoning Petition

The Petition

The Petition proposes to redesignate four lots, .containing four
structures, totaling approximately 15,000 square feet of land,
from Residence B to Industry A-1.

Recommendation

The Planning Board recommends the adoption of the petition as
filed. In October 1984 the Planning Board recommended an earlier
version of the Doerr rezoning petition which proposed the
redesignation of six adjacent lots. The Planning Board suggests
that it would be better planning policy to include the two
adjacent sites: perhaps their rezoning might be considered at

a later date.

Findings

1. As the enclosed map illustrates the 15,000 square foot
area subject to the petition is surrounded by an Industry A-1
zoning district which is itself almost totally committed to
industrial and commercial uses. Two adjacent lots contain

a large two-family residence.

2. Of the four lots and four structures subject to the petition,
three lots and three structures are now used for non-conforming
retail(restaurant) and office use. These uses existed as
conforming uses in the district before its redesignation to
Residence B.

3. Until the rezoning in Alewife in 1980 this district was
zoned in the same manner as the surrounding blocks(then
Industry A ).

4, The district is now completely detached from the nearest

residentially zoned and used district (with the exception of

the two adjacent lots) a block away up Concord Avenue. While
the land across the street is similarly zoned Residence B

it is in fact used as the site of a state armory.

5. The intensive commercial and industrial uses which dominate
the area would seem to have established its permanent character.
Residential uses do not seem likely to be the long term future
uses for this portion of Concord Avenue.

6. The rezoning as proposed, to Industry A-1, would not make
the existing residential building non-conforming as residential
uses are permitted as of right in the district. The Industry
A-1 District would allow the existing commercial uses to
operate in a conforming manner.

PUBLIC HEARING

A public hearing was held by the Planning Board on Tuesday,
February 19,1985 at 8:45 pm. at the Community Development -
Department Conference Room at 57 Inman Street, Cambridge, Ma.
Mr. Paul Counihan, attorney representing Mr. Chen, a property
owner in the district, indicated that the City Council had not
acted on a petition filed in October 1984 to rezone the area
from Industry A-1 to Residence B. He felt that this inaction
was due to the request of one 1land owner to allow the area

to remain residential. Mr. Counihan stated that prior to

1980 the area in question was Industry A-1 but was zoned to
Residence B in the Alewife rezoning. He stated his client, Mr.
Chen, owns three of the four structures included in the
proposed petition. Two of these structures are offices while the
third is a restaurant, the Little Osaka. With the approval of
the petition Mr. Chen would like to construct a small office
building. '

Mr. and Mrs. Stevens, owners of the two-family residence
at 479-481 Concord Avenue, stated that they were opposed to the
rezoning. Their property was included in the October 1984
petition and they stated that they would not be rezoned to
Industry A-1 against their will. Mr. Stevens questioned
whether it would be spot zoning if his property remained the
only two Residence B parcels on the block. His property would
be surrounded by Industry A-1 =zoned property.

Paul Doerr, the petitioner and owner of a single family
residence at 477 Concord Avenue, stated that his house has been
in the family for over 50 years. He stated that he would like
to eventually move as the area around him does not have a resi-
dential character and he would like to raise his family in a
quieter, more residential area. Currently his house is sur-
rounded by commercial and industrial uses, with exception of the
Stevens' residence. He stated that the restaurant, a non-con-
forming use adjacent to his house, had been in existance for
over five years.

Mrs. Stevens stated that Mr. Chen knew he could not
build an office building when he bought his properties.
She said that she did not want to see any more commercial or
industrial uses around her home. She also felt that it was
foolish to leave just her residence as Residence B district
with the surrounding area being Industry A-1 and questioned
whether this would be spot zoning.

Mr. Stevens questioned whether spot zoning was legal and
whether the Planning Board could recommend the petition as
filed. Mr. Stevens stated that he , too, did not want to be
surrounded by industrial uses. He stated that although there
were several residential structures on the block most had been
converted to business uses and only four families lived on the
whole block. Stevens said that he thought that City Council
wanted to preserve neighborhoods anc¢ this was the reason why
the area was rezoned from Industry A-1 to Residence B in 1980.
He stated that, other than personal financial gain, he could not
understand why there was any reason to zone the area back to
Industry A-1. '

Mr. Doerr stated that he had a small house and did not have
many options in enlarging his house. He felt that he was not
being avoracious about wanting what was previously zoned and
felt that he wanted to keep the valus in his home. He also men-
tioned that he received no notification when his property was
rezoned from Industry A-1 to Residence B in the Alewife rezoning
in 1980.

Attorney Counihan stated that the proposed petition, as
filed, was in response to City Council's reaction to the October
1984 Doerr petition which was not acted upon.
