Budget cuts
ordered in
wake of 27

Because of Proposition 2%, Cam-
bridge city department heads have
been ordered to cut their budgets by
25 percent next year, and wide-

- spread municipal layoffs appeared a
certainty.

Deputy City Manager Robert
Healy said yesterday the reductions
were ordered by City Manager
James L. Sullivan to help provide
funds to pay $32.7 million in fixed
costs in the $80 million budget sup-
ported by property taxes.

The fixed costs include debt
service, pensions, health insurance
and the city’s MBTA assessment.

“There is no way we can_avoid
personnel layoffs and they will hit
every department,” Healy said.

In the current budget, the total
police budget was $7.9 million and
all but $700,000 was for manpower,
he said. Similarly, in Fire Chief
Daniel Reagan’s fiscal 1980-81

budget, $6.6 million of a total appro-
_ priation of $7.1 million was for per-

sonnel.

“I can’t see any way that the de-
partments could reduce their budg-
ets by the amount the manager has
ordered and not lay off people,”
Healy said.

“Mathematically, the budget re-
duetions would result in the loss of
980 of the city’s 2,400 employees.
We are hoping to reduce that num-
ber.”

Another 1,600 are School Depart-
ment workers. | ’

Because the reduction in au-
tomobile excise taxes mandated by
Proposition 2%, healy said there
would be no way to finance supple-
mental budgets for the current fis-
cal year.

“Because of this, we've actually
got to start cutting back before the
beginning of the next fiscal year
July 1,” he said.

Sullivan said earlier that the city

must reduce its new budget by $14.7

million to offset the loss of $12 mil-
lion from property taxes under Prop
2% and of $2.7 million from reduced
automobile excise taxes.

The School Department must re-
duce its budget for the next fiscal
year by $6 million. :

Although most of the provisions
of Prop 2% will become effective
with the new year, the excise tax
provision goes into force Dec. 4.

In his annual budget message to
his heads of department Sullivan
said: ;

“We must prepare the budget on
the premise that the law (Proposi-
tion 2'% will not be amended. Nor
can we assume there will be any ad-
ditional state aid.”

Bomb called anti-nuclear issue

Atomic bombs and not atomic
power plants are the greatest threat
to human life, and the public needs
to understand that issue, according
to a group of disarmament special-
ists at Massachusetts Institute of
Technology.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

We represent GTE Laboratories, Inc. which presently
has its corporate headquarters on West and Winter
Streets, Waltham near the City of Cambridge reservoir.

Adjoining the company's Waltham facility is a tract
of vacant land belonging to the Casella family which
is presently being operated as a large pig farm. In
order to provide an area in which to expand its
laboratory activities, the Company has entered &
purchase and sale agreement with the Casella family
to buy this adjacent tract. Under the terms of the
agreement, the Company's obligation to purchase is
subject to several conditions, one of which is that
the Company succeed in obtaining from the City cf
Cambridge a grant of right of way 70 feet in wicth
extending from Winter Street in a southerly direction
to the Casella land, this easement to serve as the
principal access to the property.

If the Company is able to satisfy this condition and
goes forward with the acquisition of the land, the
Company anticipates spending many millions of dollars
fowards the development of a campus-type facility

at which it will carry on its research and development
activities. The construction of these laboratories
will lead to the creation of an estimated 1,000 new
high-technology Jjobs in addition to providing employ-
ment for numerous support personnel.

Because the land has been used intensively for the
raising of pigs, the land is presently in a condition
which will require very substantial and costly site
work in order to be useable for the Company's purposes.
This work will involve the removal of thousands of
yards of decayed garbage and manure. Because of the
proximity of this land to the Cambridge Reservoir and
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June 20, 1980

the Hobbs Brook water course, all of which comprise
part of the Cambridge water supply system, it is '
believed that the work to be done by the Company
will be a major step in cleaning up the environment
in the area.

Representatives of the Company have met with the
Cambridge Water Board on four separate occasions and
have made detziled presentations of the Company's
proposal for the long-range development and use of
the Casella land. These discussions have resulted
in a number of adjustments to tlie Company's plan in
order to accommodate certain wishes of the Water
Board. We believe that we now have the informal
approval of the Cambridge Water Board and we accord-
ingly request that the matter be placed before the
City Council for action at the next meeting to be
held on Monday, June 30, 1980.

We will be most grateful if the Council would take

up this matter at that time and adopt an order
authorizing the granting of the required easement

to GTE Laboratories, Inc. subject, of course, to

such reasonable conditions as may be stipulated by

the Water Board and also in compliance with all appli-
cable state and municipal laws and ordinances.

We represent GTE Laboratories, Inc. which preseatly
has its corporate headquarters on West and Winter
Streets, Waltham near the City of Cambridge reservoir.

Adjoining the company's Waltham facility is a tract
of vacant land belonging to the Casella family which
is presenzly being operated as a large pig farm. In
order to >rovide an area in which to expand 1its
laboratory activities, the Company has entered a
purchase and sale agreement with the Casella family
to buy this adjacent tract. Under the terms of the
agreement, the Company's obligation to purchase 1s
subject to several conditions, one of which is that
the Company succeed in obtaining from the City of
Cambridge a grant of right of way 70 feet in width
extending from Winter Street in a southerly direction
to the Casella land, this easement to serve as the
principal access to the property.

We are in the process of preparing a full report on the above; at
this time, however, we wish to submit the following information.

Fair market value of the subject property should be based on
similar commercial land sales. It will be used as an important part of
the GTE development giving them access to their site and also providing
utilities to the site. 2Zoning for land is limited commercial. This value
in use is calculated at $75,000 for the 25,079 sf land area.

This type of land is purchased on the basis of potential gross
building area. In this limited commercial zone, the floor area ratio is
.5, thereby allowing for 12,500 sf gross building area on the 25,079 sf
site. In the general area, prices paid are around $6.00 psf of allowed

building area or:
12,500 sf @ $6.00 = §$75,000

We feel that an annual payment of 2-4% below prime may be appro-
priate:

75,000 x .10 = $7,500

to be reviewed at 3-5 year intervals.

Let me mention again how much the people from GTE, not
te mention myself, appreciate the time and constructive help
‘which you have given to our czasement matter.

A= I mentioned on the phone, I have given further reflec-
tion to the rossible applicability of Cambridge Ordinance Nc.

733 to this propesal by CTE. My careful reading of the ordinance
continues to affirm my initial opinion that this ordinance was
never intended to apply to a situation such as the cne we have
in this case; that is to say, that the sponsors of the ordinance
I am sure did nct contemplate the sale of an interest in City
land lying outside the territorizl limits of Cambridge and under
the vigilant protection cof the Cambridge Water Board. Neverthe-
less, as an ocoverly-cautious lawyer, I have to ccnclude that the
issue 1s not entirely free of doubt. Consequently, the company
and I have determined that it is the better part of prudence %o
deal with the matter at this.time.

I am therefore proposing to present the issue tc the Cambridge
Flanning Board as soon as possible in the hepe that they will re-
port on the question to the Council prior to a Council meeting in
late November or early December. At that .time the order will be
reccnsidered and presumably adopted withcut debate.

I have just had a very helpful conversation with Mr. David
Vickery in the City Planning Department. He has suggested that
I bring the matter to the Planning Board at their regular meeting
on November 18, following which they will render an appropriate
report to the Council. Mr. Vickery's suggestion seemed sensible
and I am most appreciative of his cooperation.

Under the terms of Ordinance No. 733, it is apparently
necessary for the Council to receive a form of offer from GTE
Labs presumably setting forth the consideration and other terms
of the purchase. The draft form of order which ig already in
your hands would seem to cover this roint, but if you feel that
a more formal statement from the company is in order, please
let me know. Otherwise, I think that this letter and the en-
closed copy of the draft order czn be regarded as the company's
offer which can be conveyed by ycu to the Council.

It .seems tc me that the only mechanical details which must
be attended to are these relating tc notice of the hearing.
According to the ordinance, pcsting publication and the sending
of notice to abutters must take place at least ten days before
the hearing. I assume, of course, that any regular meeting of
the Council can also be designated as a hearing for purposes cof
the ordinance. On the assumption that these matters are taken
care of by the City Clerk, I am sendinz a copy of this letter

‘o him and will subsequently be in touch with his office by
telephone.

On the subject of the annual payments which GTE will be
making tc the City for the use of the right-of-way, I would like
to suggest that the calculation on these payments be based on
two components. The first would bte a determination of the value
of the easement based on the fair market value of the land under
the right-of-way but taking into account (a) that the City retains
title to the land; (b) has a right to use the way in common with
GTE; and (c) the transfer will not give rise toc any obligation
on the City to provide municipzl services. I think we both under-
stand that this valuation figure, whatever it turns out to be,

. must be permitted to "float" so that 2s circumstances change cver
the years either party would be in a pcosition to seek a periodic
adjustment as might then be indicated. If either party should
seek an adjustment in valuation, and agreement cannot be reached
within a stated period of time, ar appreaisal process can te provided
for which will expeditiously settle the issue.

The second component of the formula will, of course, be
the rate factor to be applied to the valuation figure. In my
opinion the fairest approach would be to 1link this factor to
the Cambridge tax rate so that the City wculd be receiving its
return on substantially the same basis and in the same manner

as 1t does from taxable real estate lying within its territorial
limits. '

I wish you would give these suggestions some thought and
let me know if it is appropriate for me to submit tc you a
draft agreement between the City and GTE on the basis of this
formula. Such an agreement would, of course, cover all cther
