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Onthe arts scene
Glass and Co. get close to the truth

The incongruity was, in itself, worthy of
note. Here, after all, was a stunning exam-
ple of new wave (for lack of a better term),
multi-media theatre, detailing pivotal in-
cidents in the life and career of Victorian-
era photographer Eadweard Muybridge,
employing the singularly modern music of
composer Philip Glass, staged amid the
crumbling opulence of the Boston Opera

House. Yet, the fact that ‘“The
Photographer/Far From the Truth” was

given its one Boston staging in the former
Tremont street movie palace only added to
the many wondrous and provocative
ironies of the production itself.

In large part because Glass and com-
pany have journeyed into such otherwise
uncharted artistic waters, it is almost
easier to say what ‘“The Photographer’
isn’t than to say what it is. So far, there are
no convenient single-word definitions that
seem right for what Glass does, either with
““The Photographer” or with previous pro-
ductions like'the acclaimed ‘‘Einstein on
the Beach.” ‘“The Photographer” is cer-
tainly not modern opera, even in the
broadest definition, although part of the
production advances its ideas through
music. Generally, the three-part format of
““The Photographer” employs drama;
music, dance, live action film and still
photography to work its magic. In the long
run, what is important is not to find a jour-
nalistically convenient label for ‘“The

‘What makes “The Photographer’’ a suc-
cess is the inherent unity of its form and
theme — or, more correctly, its many
forms and themes. The nominal subject of

During the early years
of photography, its practitioners were
often influenced more by reality as
distorted through painting than by reality
itself. Muybridge was not the first
photographer to see the nascent artform’s
potential to offer a more precise image of
truth, but he was obsessively devoted to
that potenial. Accepting the basic fact that
all art is illusion, Muybridge set out to
push the photographic illusion to convey
truth with pioneering accuracy.

Robert Coe, author of ‘‘The
Photographer’s” book, focuses not on
Muybridge’s career, but, rather, on a
somewhat sleazy incident in his personal
life to add dramatic dimension to the
show’s thematic concentration on truth
and illusion. In 1874, after returning home
from photographing the Modoc Indian
‘War, Muybridge found that his wife, Flora,
had given birth to a son who was conceived
by another man, Harry Larkyns.
Muybridge subsequently killed Larkyns
with a single pistol shot and was put on
trial for first degree murder.

After a sensational trial, the jury found
the murder justifiable and Muybridge set
off for Mexico and Central America where
he compiled a portfolio of photographs of
coffee cultivation.

During World War II. he served as
trainer for the Northeastern University
Huskies football team. Then. when Nor-
theastern hockey coach Herb Gallagher
joined the service, Mr. Linskey replaced
him for the 1942-43 season and guided the
team to win the Donald Sands Trophy,
forerunner of the ECAC hockey crown.

Later, Mr. Linskey served as a
rehabilitation and physical therapy
specialist with the Army Medical Corps in
Europe during the final years of the war.

In 1946, Walter Brown offered Mr. Lin-
skey the position of trainer for the newly
formed Boston Celtics, but Mr. Linskey
turned it down and joined the Cambridge
school system instead. O'Neill, who was a
‘member of the Cambridge School Commit-
tee at that time, sponsored him for the job.

Mr. Linskey also served as a trainer on
the US teams in the Pan-American games
and represented the State Department on
an international tour.

Mr. Linskey's long career afforded him
the opportunity of working with a number
of distinguished athletes, including former
Rindge Tech athlete John Thomas, who
won high jump medals in the 1960 and 1964
Olympics. In the 1977 “‘Chronicle” inter-
view, Mr. Linskey said the four best
athletes he worked with were: Charlie
Jenkins of Rindge, who won two Olympic
gold medals; Earl Daurie, a five-letter
man; Tommy Munro, a CHLS football
star; and Thomas.

In addition to his skills as an athletic
trainer, Mr. Linskey was a gifted wit and
served as toastmaster at hundreds of func-
tions throughout the area. He once told an
audience that, when he first became a
trainer in Cambridge, he asked then-City
Manager Jack Atkinson for a heat lamp

and was given, instead. an oil stove. *"John
Curry, the next city manager. promised to
do better,” Mr. Linskey recalled. “‘He
gave me two candles and a piece of tinfoil
to reflect the heat.”

In recent years, “Doc™ suffered from
what is commonly known as Lou Gehrig's
Disease and technically known as
Amyotropohgic lateral sclerosis. Still, his
spirit never flagged. Only last October, he
proudly posed with John Allen of the East
Cambridge Savings Bank and Cambridge
Police Office Ed Witham who visited
“Doc” at the hospital to present him with a
check for the “Doc” Linskey Scholarship
Fund at Northeastern. The check
represented proceeds from the first annual
“Doc” Linskey Road Race and plans are
now being made for a second race this
year. The scholarship fund gives priority
to Cambridge students.

In 1977, Mr. Linskey was asked by the
“Chronicle’s” Eliot Spalding for his secret
of happiness.

“It’s no secret,” he said. “It has to be
my wife, Emma. Nobody could e unhap-
py who has such a happy life at home.”

“Doc” and the former Emma Daley,
whom he met at Cambridge (now Donnel-
ly) Field and whom he married when he
was 21, would have celebrated their 50th
wedding anniversary in November.

In addition to his wife, Mr. Linskey is
survived by two brothers, Joseph R. of
Marshfield and Charles R. Linskey of Arl-
ington; and four sisters, Edna Gately of
Manchester, NH, Agnes C. Laverty of Arl-
ington, Mary R. Francis of Arlington and
Ann R. Naughton of Needham.

their performing schedule to one or two
nights a week out-of-town or at colleges,
working on new material and putting
the finishing touches on their tape for
radio stations and interested record
companies.

However, the trio has been playing at
Jeast three nights a week, touring all
over New England and as far afield as
Ohio and Virginia.

label had been seriously approached by
the group. Recently they switched to a
New York-based manager, and are
hopeful about their future. After four
years, however, the trio has had little to
show for their efforts but fatigue.

“The worst part about playing a lot is
it's hard to work on new material,” ex-
plains keyboard and synthesizer
player, Steve Thurber.

“Tt cuts into your rehearsal and
writing time,” agrees his younger
brother, Matt.

So, seeking what Steve calls “a
regenerated outlook,” the band has
been resting, avoiding the area’s big
name clubs, working on new songs and
reevaluating its sound.

“At one point we were tagged as an
electronic band,” Steve says. *‘We were
using a rhythm machine and
synthesizers before other bands, but not
instead of a drummer.” The common
practice of replacing a live percus-
sionist with a machine he finds “pretty
cold.” So one defense against a col-
orless techno-pop sound is a human
drummer.

What's it like to play along with a pre-
programmed rhythm machine? “Not
bad at all,” Matt says. “I play a little
simpler; it’s playing one-half the stuff
T'd normally play.... The whole sound of
it is terrific: they have sounds that
aren’t anything like real drums. It
becomes a machine with sounds of its
own.”

“Tve played a lot of different styles,”
he talks about his own playing. “I don’t
like mocking styles, but T'll borrow on
one if it happens to be appropriate to
the song.” After his last band, the
Rings, broke up two years ago he spent
some time experimenting with percus-
sion’s possibilities before joining the
New Models last May.

Casey’s acidic guitar also cuts
through the smooth synthesizer
stereotype. “I came from a heavy
metal school, but I threw myself into
new music. I like funk,” he adds, “it
crosses a lot of boundaries, but it's still
got that heavy metal bass.” His guitar
relies on the heavy metal mainstay of
distortion, but newer rock’s influence is

For in-
spiration, he says, he looks to the likes
of Brian Eno, “who is also a bad techni-
cian, but great conceptually,” In part,
his sound is determined by the band’s
personnel: *‘the fact that I have to play
bass defines a certain chordal ap-
proach. ... I'd like to think of myself asa
textural player.”

Perhaps it's inevitable that any fairly
successful area band be compared with
Boston’s reigning rockers: the Cars,
who achieved national prominence with
their first self-titled album in 1978,
Since the New Models’ utilize polished
electronics and sparse arrangements
over a dance-rock beat, Cars’
trademarks, the trio has been subject to
more of this sort of categorizing than
most.

“The Cars influenced everyone so
much...with their simplicity of struc-
tures,” admits Matt, “that even, puls-
ing guitar tempo. That describes more
of a style than a particular band. They
borrowed it from Roy Orbison.... If peo-
ple have to pigeonhole you, they com-
pare you with the last band to come out
(from Boston). I don’t think the New
Models sound like the Cars.”

So what will the New Models sound
like when they return from their self-
enforced exile in May? ‘‘Perhaps more
rhthymic than straight rock and roll,”
Matt says, with emphasis on ‘“‘sparse
arrangements.” Odds are, the group
will have expanded to a foursome — the
trio is currently playing with several
bass players, and plan on incorporating
one into the band. “A bass player will
free up Steve,” Casey says, “‘so he can
really play keyboards and
synthesizer...and another person who
moves on stage will take pressure off
me. I'm more concerned with the
songs, the sound, but...” Steve finished

his thought: “I don’t want John Ent-
whistle,” he says, referring to The
Who's lengendarily motionless bassist.
Playing with a couple of people during
the past month, they say, has helped
them define what they are looking for in
a future fourth member, as well as a
direction for the music. “Now (as a
trio) we can pretty much record
anything we want,” Steve explains the
search for a bassist must take into con-
sideration the “live standpoint and the
long haul” of band development. Their
last personnel shift saw Michael
Johnson replaced by Steve’s brother on
drums. “Michael is a good drummer,”
Casey says. ‘“‘Sometimes you have to
make a change for change’s sake. We'd
ceased to develop.” He places future
hope in new blood: “it’s going to be an
improvement.”

Once their tape is finished and the
New Models start performing again,
the band hopes to be able to attract ma-
jor record labels. Several new songs
are currently being incorporated into
their current repertoire of approx-
imately two dozen orginals; Casey —
the band’s composer — hopes to have a
dozen in working condition by May.
“It’s a real fine line,” Casey explains,
“writing a song that you’re happy with,
and that you know can sell.... I'm not
trying to write top 40 hits, but I'm con-
scious of the structure of the song, get-
ting to the hook.” He describes “Blind
Ambition” as “a big sounding dance-
track.” “Colors,” he says, *‘has more of
a 12-string guitar, Modern English type
of feel.” Steve adds: “It's a rock and
roll groove song; it’s got a pulse to it.”

After their two independent releases,
and two “‘awful” tracks from a “‘Live at
the Metro” Album “from which we
disassociate ourselves,” according to
Steve, a major label contract seems
like a reasonable dream. Such an
album would probably include several
tracks off their Ep, such as “Say
What,”" in addition to newer pieces.
“We'd like to go national,” Casey says.
“We want to reach a lot of people,”
Steve elaborates, ‘‘not just from an ego
or financial standpoint. After all, we
want to be able to make a career out of
this.”

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Harvard dancers perform

for city school students

An innovative Harvard dance-theater
company is taking its show on the road this
week, but they're not headed to New York
or even to Boston. Instead, when the Har-
vard Dance-Theater Company hit the road
last week with their show “Citystep™ they
went only as far as two public schools in
Cambridge. And they couldn’t be more ex-
cited.

Using dance as the primary means of ex-
pression, “Citystep”’ explores through a
series of 12 vignettes the relationships that
exist between city-dwellers. Mike Miller,
the show’s community organizer,
describes these scenes as *‘ranging from a
kind of crazy scene in a late-night cof-
feehouse, to a group of break-dancers out
on the'street, to a bag lady doing the dance
equivalent of ranting and raving.” From
the opening scenes when dawn is just ar-
riving to the final scenes set in the wee
hours of the morning, the show is fast-
paced and upbeat, reflecting the pulse and
excitement of the city

The mastermind behind “Citystep” is

Sabrina Peck, a social studies concen-
trator just finishing her senior year at Har-
vard.
By anyone’s standards,” says Miller,
‘‘Sabrina is the most talented
choreographer at Harvard.” Indeed, in the
past three years she has choreographed
some of the most successful productions on
campus: “Hair,” two Hasty Pudding
musicals, and *“Working” among them.

Despite the acclaim given her for these
shows, however, Peck says that she was
never quite content with the way dance
was used in these productions.

“Irealized that there was a great poten-
tial for dance to reach a great number of
people, and it just wasn’t doing that. Tn
theater, dance is always an accompani-
ment; the message always comes across
through the dialogue and language.
Theatre suffered because of that," she ex-
plained. “Dance companies also suffer
because their productions are just pieces
strung together — there is no unifying
theme to the whole thing.”

It was this frustration with the conven-
tional forms of dance performance that
prompted Peck to start developing a new
approach to the use of dance. She decided
to do a dance-theater show — one in which
ideas are expressed and stories told
through the dance itself.

Peck says she sensed that ‘‘there were a
lot of people out there who were just
waiting to be tapped,” and she set out to
tap._them. She found. a.core. of. talented
undergraduate artists, and together they
“created *‘Citystep. ] really-wanted the'
productmn to be a collaborative effort,”
Peck said. “‘T wanted the set designer and
lighting designer and music composer to
be really involved.”

Unlike most productions in which
disparate elements only come together in
the show’s final stages (first a script is
written, then lyrics and music are added,

then the show is choreographed, etc.),
“Citystep's” creation was an interactive
process among its many , parts.
Choreographer and composer worked
together so that, for instance, as an old
woman falls asleep on stage, the music
seems to fall asleep with her. Says Peck:
““We've looked at every piece of music at
every step of the way.” Likewise, as
scenes developed, the lighting designer
watched and made suggestions; the result
is that rather than simply illuminating the

stage, the light controls and is controlled §

by the action on stage.

Producer Catherine Davidson described
this development, saying: “It's been
fascinating to watch this grow out of
nothing. The dance and the music have
evolved together, and’ all the other
elements — lights and sound — have
grown with them. It's really been an op-
portunity to break out and do something
new, so that's. what we've tried to do.
‘We've tried to be just as creative.as possi-
ble in every area.”

One area to which this creativity has
been extended is the audience. Trying, as
Miller puts it, “to break off of the
campus,” they decided to reach out to
‘more than the usual theater-going popula-
tion and “show the city what Harvard
theater is really all about.” Miller added
that "since this is a show with a city
theme, it seemed especially appropriate
that we take it to the city.”

Davidson explained that “‘dance-theater
is a really new thing, so it hasn’t really
been done in a lot of places. We wanted to
make it available to as many people as
possible. We thought it would be terrific
for kids to get the chance to share in the ex-
citement of the whole process.”

Accordingly, Miller and Davidson ar-
ranged to perform scenes from the show
last week for an audience of seventh and
eighth graders at the Parks and Graham
School, and for dance and drama students
at Cambridge Rindge and Latin High
School. Following the performances, the
Cambridge students will work with the
show’s company in designing a few short
scenes of their own, and will participate in
a discussion about the show’s creation and
production.

When the curtain rises for “Citystep's™
performances in Harvard’s Sanders
Theater this week, however, “Citystep's”
creators didn’t want city participation to
end. To see that Cambridge is included, 150
tickets per show were given away to peo-
ple in Cambridge schools.

During one of her rare pauses between
rehearsals, Peck explained, “We just
wanted to set up something that was out-
side the traditional theatre boundaries at
Harvard, and we think that both in the way
the show has developed and is presented
and in the types of audiences who will see
it, we’ve succeeded in doing that. All these
different elements are combining to make
what we think will be a terrific show.”
