Entering the East Cambridge jail on the
17th floor of the Middlesex County cour-
thouse is very much like entering an air-
port terminal, for a walk-through elec-
tronic detector is the first greeling any
visitor receives.

But that is where the similarities bet-
ween the jail and the outside world end.

The correctional facility has had a
somewhat controversial existence ever
since ion wa in 1974,

What's more, the East Cambridge jail
now has a certificate of occupancy, which
it did not have several months ago. Joseph
Cellucei, commissioner of the Cambridge
Building Department, refused. to issue
such a certificate to the jail in February
because floors 17 to 20 of the courthouse
were never occupied or certified. Thus,
Cellucci regarded the jail as a new
building, and, since it is over 70 feet high.
he said it was subject to current state
building codes. With that, he found several
iciencies within the facility.

s
It was not until last February that the jail
received its first 24 occupants.

A great deal has changed in the months
since February, however, because exten-
sive renovation work has been undertaken
and the prison population has steadily in-
creased.

At the time the first inmates arrived,
the East Cambridge jail was plagued with
a litany of problems, ranging from com-
munity opposition to the lack of a sprinkler
system. It still is without a sprinkler
system, but jail officials say that a $4.3
million appropriation passed by the state
legislature will enable them to install such
a system over two years.

Middlesex County appealed Cellucci
decision to the State Code Commission's
Building Appeals Board, which ruled in the
county’s favor by ordering Cellucci to
issue the certificate of occupancy

Yet while all this was happening on the
outside of the jail, an overhaul of the
facilities was occurring within.

In fact, the renovation work on the top
four floors of the courthouse continues.
Middlesex County Sheriff Edward F. Hen-
neberry, Jr., says some steel plating and
electrical work still must be done, and he
projects a “realistic” completion date of
January 1, 1983

the first floor of the jail, serves as a
“nerve” center for the facility. Here are
the receiving and processing areas, the in-
firmary, the doctor's and dentist’s ex-
amining rooms, a holding area, the
visiting room, storage facilities. and the
control room, which contains all of the
jail's security, surveillance, “and*.com-
munications systems, -including closed-
circit cameras, radios. and other elec-
tronic equipment. Also in this room is the
armory, where weapons, tear gas, mace.
and handeuffs are kept.

Visiting hours for the inmates are Tues-
day and Thursday evenings and Saturday
afternoons, though these visits consist of
the inmate and his visitor sitting face-to-
face with a glass partition betwen them
Assistant Deputy Superintendent Terry
McCarthy says each inmate is permitted
one *‘contact’’ visit every 30 days. mean-

ing that no partition stands between the in-

mate and his visitor,

The medical facilities are still undergo-
ing some finishing touches. For example,
the dentist’s room is awaiting chairs and
other supplies, while the ward will receive
two/more beds for a total of eight. There is
also a disease isolation room for inmates

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Harshbarger faces Carbone in county DA race

Bitterness has marked the waning
weeks of the campaign for Middlesex
County district attorney between
Republican Guy Carbone and Democrat
Scott Harshbarger.

Having won a resounding victory
against three tough opponents in the
Democratic primary, having received the
endorsement ' of dozens of politicians,
unions and organizations, having spent
nearly a quarter of a million dollars to run
for this office, Harshbarger is clearly
favored to win. Carbone has waged a far
less visible campaign, but in fecent weeks
he has begun to lash out against Har-
shbarger’s ideas and integrity.

Carbone’s vitriol inspired this response
from Harshbarger this week: *‘T consider
Mr. Carbore to'be running one of the most
negative campaigns I have had the oppor-
tunity fo experience. He's desperately try-
ing to salvage a sinking campaign and a
faltering political career by attacking me
personally. I've never experienced
anything like it.”"

Not that Harshbarger has much toworry
about, by all appearances. He placed first
in 48 of the county’s 54 cities and towns and
second in the remaining six in the
Democratic ‘primary.  Unofficial tallies
from the September 14 primary show he

garnered 47 percent of the voter, winning

145,257 compared to 52,281 for 23-year in-
ccumbent John Droney, 55,514 for Register
‘of Probate Paul Cavanaugh and 55,505 for
formeér Asst. Dist. Atty, Edward Gargiulo,
He did even better in his native city of
Cambridge, winning nearly 16,000 votes
here, more than four times as much as his
nearest challenger.
© All three opponents subsequently en-
dorsed him, and Droney has been actively
‘waising funds for him. g
¢ Harshbarger’s other endorsements, in-
icluding unprecendented unanimous sup-
iport from the Cambridge City Committee,
thave also given him a boost is this over-
lwhelmingly Democratic county, What's
more, the Harshbarger operatives con-
sider it a feather in their cap this week to
/have won the endorsement of the MDC
‘police union, in light of the fact that Car-
bone was the former MDC commissioner.

¢ Carbone, by contrast, ran unopposed in
\the primary and he admits he’s had a dif-
‘hcult time in the final election. “As a
ARepublican, T'm doing better than any
other Republican could do, but I'm having
a devil of a time raising money,” he said
this week. ‘‘When you have (Attorney
General Francis) Bellotti and Droney rais-
ing money for Harshbarger, no lawyer’s
going {0 send me a nickle."!

Asked how much money he has raised to
date, Carbone said he didn’t know, Asked
for the name of h

easurer for some of
those financial details, he drew a blank.
Attack and defense

Lacking the organization for widespread
leafletting and lacking funds for extensive
advertising, Carbone admitted that his
last resort is to point out what he believes
are the tarnishes on Harbarger's armor.
The primary object of his scorn is Har-
shbarger’s “Action Plan,” a 24-page docu-
ment issued in April which spells out Har-
shbarger’s philosophy and intended
policies as district atforney.

“1 call it his Venus DeMilo plan. It looks
good, but it’s'not all there,” he said. For
example, he contended that Harshbarger
could not institute his proposal to assign an
assistant DA to each case involving a
juvenile without additional funds, and
eriticized his opponent’s contention that he
will not need new funds in the initial
stages.

(Harshbarger stands by that contention;
saying he can bring about many organiza-
tional changes without new revenues.)

Carbone called “‘patently stupid” Har-
shbarger’s plan to mandate that cases in-
wvolving serious crimes be brought to trial
within 60 to 90 days.

(Harshbarger stands by that plan, say-
ing that gubernatorial candidate Michael
Dukakis is even considering seeking to
sponsor a law to that effect.)

Carbone accused Harshbarger of exag-
gerating by saying he has been in the
criminal justice system for 14 years in
light of the fact that he graduated from law
school 14 years ago and immediately went
to work for a private law firm for two
years.

(Harshbarger contends he actually
worked on his first criminal cases 15 years
ago while still a law student, that he work-
«ed on some criminal cases his first two
years out and that he has been active in the
criminal justice system ever since then.)

The list of charges and retorts goes on,
and has garnered Carbone considerable
bad press, which appears to have embit-
tered him even more. “T'm disgusted that
the Democrats can hide (these alleged in-
consistencies) or that the press doesn’t
have time to dig them out. When I mention
these things, I'm accused of muckraking. T
knew it would be hard to run against a
Democrat, but I didn’t know it would be
this hard.”

Long and varied

(Carbone’s surprise is a little surprising
— he was a Democrat himself at one time.
He began his explanation about his switch
in party allegiance by saying he was
“always a conservative and an indepen-
dent”" until he decided to run for the DA’s
seat four years ago as a Republican, The
Republican Party wouldn’t help him, so he
rau as a Democrat (trailing far behind
Harshbarger and Droney in that election,
by the way.) -

exudes confidence. ‘‘My basis for con-
fidence is the broad-based victory we had
in the primary,” he said. “But we're work-
ing just as hard and taking the final cam-
paign as senously as we did the primary
campaign.”

On the issues

Questmned about a variety of issues con-
cerning crime and punishment, finances
and management, Carbone and Har-
shbarger often agreed about what the pro-
blems are but sometimes disagreed about
the solutions. -

JUVENILE CRIME: Both candidates
readily concurred that juvenile deliquency
is a serious problem which is not being
dealt with effectively. Their suggested
changes highlighted their ideological lean-
ings, with Carbone taking a more tradi-
tionally conservative stance.

Carbone stressed that the laws should be
changed so that more juveniles can be
tried as adults and he suggested that a jail
or “detention facility”” for juveniles should
be erected for serious offenders. Har-
shbarger emphasized that more care
should taken in dealing with minor of-
fenders before they become hardened
criminals and that the state should develop.
more community-based programs.

Carbone, like Harshbarger, acknowledg-
ed that the origin of criminal behavior is
genera]]y poverty and troubles at home.

T'm a conservative, but I really think the
public has got to understand that most of
these youngsters who get themselves in

Harshbarger, like Carbone, said e
would make juvenile crime a top priority.
He added that he would assign an assistant
DA to every juvenile case (unlike the cur-
rent system of assigning them to only the
more Serious cases).

I think it's critical for the district at-
torney to be supporting and developing
alternative sentencing programs and
resources,’” he said. “I intend to focus a
great. deal on restitution programs, on
community work programs, on operating
a good probation system and on alcohol
and driug abuse treatment.”

REVOLVING DOOR: Both candidates
were asked if it is true the public perceives
the eriminal justice system as a “revoly-
ing door,” and if that perception is ac-
curate;

Both readily agreed it is seen as a
revolving door, but Carbone said he
believes that may be more image than
reality based on a misunderstanding of
plea bargaining.

According to Carbone, there are too few
judges trying cases and too few jail cells
for convicted offenders, so plea bargaining
is a necessary tool to speed up the process
of litigation.

“The public thinks plea bargaining
means a career criminal is going to go
back on the streets, but that’s simply not
s0. It just means he can plead guilty to a
lesser included offense. He's still going to
go tojail.

“The fraud,”  Carbone continued,
“‘comes in the sentencing and parole.”
Judges don’t always impose tough enough
sentences, he said, and paro!e boards are
sometimes too lenient. ‘I make the pro-

) mise that as district attorney I will go to

the parole board on vicious crimes and say
0.

Harshbarger said he believes the system
is accurately perceived as a ‘‘revolving
door,” and that's because the rate of
repeat offenders (recidivists) is so high.
Recidivism can only be reduced by ‘“swift
and certain punishment,” he said.

“People are incredibly frustrated at the
failure of the system to deal with crime.
Not that the judges and some other people
shouldn’t take some heat, but if there is
one office that should be held responsible
for major defects in the system, I think it's
the district attorney’s office. The DA has
the authority and power to ensure that
there are quality investigations, to move
the cases through the system smoothly and
efficiently and to ensure, through quality
prosecution techniques, that there is swift
and sure justice.”

SENTENCING: Mandatory sentencing re-
quires that a person convicted of a crime
be sentenced to a specific punishment,

Department of Labor and Industries, and
as MDC commissioner. Carbone, aged 47,
works for a private law firm in Boston,

Harshbarger’s background is also
varied, Since graduating from Harvard
Law School in 1968, he has served in both
private firms and public agencies. He was
general counsel to the State Ethics Com-
mission, chief of the Public Protection
Bureau under Bellotti and deputy chief
counsel to the Massachusetts Defenders
Committee.

According to Harshbarger, “I have
always opposed, in general, mandatory
sentences because I think they do not per-
mit the ‘inevitable flexibility that is
necessary on a case-by-case basis. Man-
datory sentencing at a time when we are
not getting people to trial quickly is simply
going to be another deceptive mechanism
that is being sold to people as a cure-all. T
think the district attorney has’a major
responsibility to ensure uniformity and
fairness in the sentencing process.’”

Carbone said he believes in presumptive
sentencing for some offenses and man-
datory sentencing for others. Among the
latter, for certain drunk driving offenses,
for persons convicted of assault and bat-
tery with a dangerous weapon during a

robbery and for second offenses involving

assault, and battery with a dangerous
weapon. -

JAILS VS. PROGRAMS: More jail
space and more community-based pro-
grams are needed, both candidates
agreed, and the state should use in-
novative means for raising money for
both. Asked which is the higher priority —

given the current limited resources — Car-
bone came down on the side of programs, a
position that might surprise some gjven
the traditional conservatiVe line favoring
more jails

“The answer is obviously the alter-
native, community sentencing,”’ he said,
“but the problem is that the public won't
accept that, Nonbody wants a halfway
house next to him.”

Carbone suggested that money could be
raised for building prisons and programs
by increasing the fees on gun permits, a
measure which he said most gun owners
he knows (including himself) would sup-

Alteration in Board of Zoning Appeal
Fee Schedule to Reflect Current Process
Costs,

Presently the Board of Zoning Appeal is a standard
fifty ($50.00) dollars for all cases. In even the
simplest cases, this fee does not cover even the

cost of advertising, printing of notices and postage.
When the expenses of staff time required for prepara-
tion of notices, aid to the public in preparation of
cases, and preparation and enforcement of decisions
is added, the net cost to the City for the Zoning
Appeal process if considerable.

The majority of Board of Zoning Appeal cases are not
simple, Under the existing State Zoning Act, the City's
present policy direction toward use of urban design
criteria and flexible zoning techniques in the Ordinance
can be accomodated only by public hearings for Special
Permits by the Board of Zoning Appeal. These cases and
other successful appeals result in the addition of value
to the subject property. Those cases requiring the more
intense relief from the Board or which are of magnitude
result in the greater increase in property value.

Section 14 of the Board of Zoning Appeals Rules of Proce-
dure reflects the .intensity of relief required for various
proposals as per zoning policy expressed in the Zoning
Ordinance. The add-ons reflect the complexity of review
and the magnitude of the relief requested. The intent of
the revised fee schedule is to distribute the burden of
administrative costs among those seeking relief from the
Board of Zoning Appeal in proportion to the intensity of
relief sought and the complexity of review required.

I have categorized cases from 1981 according to the pro-
posed fee schedule. The enclosed chart shows the number

of cases in each category, the amount of income from each
category under the proposed schedule and the total income
from 1981 under the old fee schedule and under the new fee
schedule. Had 1981 cases been subject to the proposed fee

schedule, income and expenses for the Board of Zoning Appeal
process would have been roughly equal. '

Costs.,

Presently the Board of Zoning Appeal is a standard
fifty ($50.00) dollars for all cases. In even the
simplest cases, this fee does not cover even the

cost of advertising, printing of notices and postage.
When the expenses of staff time required for prepara-
tion of notices, aid to the public in preparation of
cases, and preparation and enforcement of decisions
is added, the net cost to the City for the Zoning
Appeal process if considerable.

The majority of Board of Zoning Appeal cases are not
simple. Under the existing State Zoning Act, the City's
present policy direction toward use of urban design
criteria and flexible zoning techniques in the Ordinance
can be accomodated only by public hearings for Special
Permits by the Board of Zoning Appeal. These cases and
other successful appeals result in the addition of value
to the subject property. Those cases requiring the more
intense relief from the Board or which are of magnitude
result in the greater increase in property value.

Section 14 of the Board of Zoning Appeals Rules of Proce-
dure reflects the dintensity of relief required for various
proposals as per zoning policy expressed in the Zoning
Ordinance. The add-ons reflect the complexity of review
and the magnitude of the relief requested. The intent of
the revised fee schedule is to distribute the burden of
administrative costs among those seeking relief from the
Board of Zoning Appeal in proportion to the intensity of
relief sought and the complexity of review required.

I have categorized cases from 198] according to the pro-
posed fee schedule. The enclosed chart shows the number

of cases in each category, the amount of income from each
category under the proposed schedule and the total income
from 1981 under the old fee schedule and under the new fee
schedule. Had 1981 cases been subject to the proposed fee
schedule, income and expenses for the Board

of Zoning Appeal
process would have been roughly equal.
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The fee for a public hearing bofore the Board of Zoning Appeal shall
be determined by the category of relief which is sought. The fee
per case for each category is as follows:
