Radio station pursues
fight for air time

Allston broadcasters work to restore
programming after FCC shutdown

now gearing up to mobilize public
opinion around regulatory and
access issues related to-the radio
dial. The station, which had been
active since February, was shut
down Oct. 28 by agents from the
Federal Communications
Commission because it was operat-

- ing without a broadcasting license.

Rather than buck the system and
become embroiled in legal battles
over sanctions, station operator
Steve Provizer said his group is
taking a more active approach, Its
goal is to make
public broadcasting more
accessible through a piece of legis-
lation in the process of being draft-
ed.

The article, which is now being
looked at by attorneys, would
require the state to make
provisions for community .
radio
stations. At this time,
such provisions exist for
cable television stations,
but not for radio frequen-
cies, Provizer said.

“We’re trying to show
the legislature that people
demand this,” said
Provizer. “Our plan for
December is to go out
and make our case to the
public. We feel that part of our
[role] is to educate people about
this and to make people understand
that the broadcast dial has evolved
to what it is today because of 60
years of lobbying — not because
it’s the way it should be.”

The government agents did not
confiscate the station’s equipment
or transmitter, and volunteers con-
tinue to staff the station. But to
continue Radio Free Allston’s com-
munity programming on the air
would result in fines of up to
$11,000 and/or imprisonment for a
year for the first violation.

The FCC charges that unlicensed
radio transmissions create a danger
of interference with important
authorized radio communication
services. The FCC stepped in after
the New Jersey-based Greater
Media Group, which owns several
Boston radio stations, complained

that Radio Free Allston was inter-
fering with their listeners’ ability to
tune into their stations.

The only alternative now would
be to buy a station, at a minimum
cost of about $1 million, but more
likely about $10 million, according
to Provizer. He said the average
cost of a commercial station in
Boston is from $30 million to $40
million.

Station leaders have begun
meeting with local civic groups to
solicit statements
of support and circulating a petition
to have the public access station
reinstated. So far, they have
received overwhelming support for
the unlicensed station, which

offered residents air time on every- »

thing from local news and commu-
nity organizations to informational
programs and music shows.

“The focus of our campaign is

public service,” said Provizer. “We
serve it, and the FCC does not.”

Provizer said the group is still
negotiating with attorneys, but any-
one who takes the case will under-
stand that the fight will be drawn-
out and difficult.

“The laws surrounding the FCC
are very complicated,” he said,
“and lawyers know that they would
be making a long-term commit-
ment by taking this case. It will
take a long time.”

Station leaders plan to spend this
month manning information tables
in local neighborhoods, and hope
to have the legislation filed in
January.

State Rep. Steven Tolman (D-
Brighton) said he is waiting to see
the group’s preliminary draft of the
legislation, but that if there is any-
thing he can do to move it forward,
he will do it. He said he would be
happy to file the legislation if the
state law would not be pre-empted
by FCC regulations. 1

Water tank
construction approved

The House, 102-48, and Senate, 34-1, each gained
the necessary two-thirds vote to approve and send
to acting Gov. Paul Cellucci a bill enabling the
Massachusetts Water Resources Authority to build
a 115-million-gallon water storage tank on conser-
vation land in Weston.

Supporters said the town will be fairly compen-
sated to the tune of $3 million, and argued the tank
iS necessary to comply with federal mandates to
provide clean and safe drinking water to many
communities.

Opponents said the methods used to take this
land from the town are outrageous and have rami-
fications beyond this one incident. They noted that
Weston Town Meeting rejected the proposed con-
struction of the water tank on this conservation
land and charged that the state, pressured by the
MWRA, is overriding the mandate of a local com-
munity.

They also charged the House leadership with
successfully twisting arms on the House floor and
getting several legislators to switch their votes to
get the necessary two-thirds vote. I

Foxboro liability for stadium
parking fees affirmed

The House, 124-26, refused to reconsider its earlier
voice-vote approval of an amendment to a section
of the Foxboro Stadium bill that requires the New
England Patriots to pay the state $100 annually.for
each stadium parking space, and requires other
lots within three miles of the stadium to pay the
state $50 per space. The amendment would make
the town of Foxbora liable for any revenue the Pats
or other lot owners neglect to pay the state and
would dedyctthe shortfall from the town’s local
aid. £

Amendment supporters said this local aid inter-
cept is standard practice and ensures the state will
receive the estimated $2 miflion in parking fees to
help the state recoup its $52 million in infrastruc-
ture improvements around the stadium.

Amendment opponents said it is ludicrous and
outrageous to make a town liable for money that
private companies owe the state.

Criminal home healith
aides’ registry endorsed

The Senate, 38-0, gave near-final approval to, and
sent to the House, a bill creating a “do not hire”
registry of home health aides, hospice workers and
homemakers found by the Department of Public
Health to have abused, neglected, mistreated or
stolen from patients. The measure also protects
directors of home health agencies and hospices
from liability when providing references for former
employees.

Supporters said this will help weed out any of
these workers who have been preying on the sick
and elderly, and will ensure protection for these
vulnerable patients in their homes.

Stricter auto
emissions tests backed

The Senate, 35-2, approved and sent to the gover-
nor a bill mandating new, stricter car and truck
emissions tests in Massachusetts beginning in

- 1999. The tests would be conducted every other

year, while the current regular safety inspection
test would still be required annually.

Supporters said the bill is necessary to comply
with provisions of the federal Clean Air Act, and
noted that failure to do so may result in the loss of
millions of dollars in federal highway funds.
Opponents expressed concem that the as yet-
undetermined fee for the new inspections may be
high and that cars that fail the test will be costly to
repair.

A *yes” vote is for the bill. A “no” vote is
against it.

Rights for the
mentally ill expanded

The Senate, 38-0, approved and sent to acting Gov.

Cellucci a bill giving new rights to patients with
mental ilinesses when they are admitted to private
psychiatric hospitals or units. Provisions include:
the right to send and receive unopened mail: the
right to a humane psychological and physical envi-
ronment, including privacy in dressing, sleeping,

bathing and reading; and access to legal advocates.

Supporters, noting the trend toward a priva-
tized mental-health system, said this simply gives
these patients the same basic rights and protec-
tions now enjoyed by patients in public mental
health facilities. 7 :

raised in Cambridge. He has lived in
Boston for the last 30 years, eight of
them in Brighton. He serves on the
boards of the Brighton Allston
Improvement Association and the
local historical society, as well as on
the state chapter of the Alliance for
the Mentally Ill. He graduated from
Northeastern University in 1970 and
received a master’s degree in coun-
seling from Cambridge College in
1988.

Adams said he is pro-labor and
“pro-civic-involvement.” His goal is
to get more residents involved in the

local civic process.

Ciommo said he is considering a
campaign, but he’s still trying to
make up his mind.

Moran, who unsuccessfully ran for

that office three years ago, said last
week that he is also mulling a run
this time around. Having cam-
paigned for Massachusetts Sens.
