Through the exhibit, which has
also appeared in Boston City Hall
and in the Harriet Tubman House in
Boston’s South End, Chiong hopes
to reach out to other interracial fam-
ilies in the Cambridge and Boston
area and introduce them to the Mul-
tiracial Family Network.

Whether they have come together
through marriage or through adop-
tion, one problem most interracial
families face is isolation, said

. Chiong. “They don’t have a way to

connect” with other multiracial
families. Chiong’s Multiracial Fam-
ily Network offers a way for those
families to get to know one another.

Like the photo exhibit, the net-
work does not focus on the prob-
lems multiracial families face.
Instead, it’s supposed to be a posi-
tive social outlet. “This is positively
not a support group,” Chiong said
of the network, dispelling images of
a group of forlorn people sitting
around and talking about their prob-
lems. “This is a group to celebrate
the creation of a new multiculture.”

The photo exhibit, said Chiong,
“is part of a campaign to say,
‘mixed is, indeed, more — and
something to be very merry about.”

“Interracial Families: A Growing
Mulitculture” opens tonight, Dec. 5,
with a reception from 6 pm to 8 pm
at the Cambridge Multicultural Arts
Center, 41 Second St. The exhibit
will run through Jan. 3.

open, some said, the detour and
dangerous situations could be
avoided.

Councilor Ed Cyr, a resident of
North Cambridge, said residents
have told him they would rather
walk the considerably longer dis-
tance to T stops at Davis Square in
Somerville or in Porter Square than
risk walking through the Alewife
station.

Recent violent crimes in that
area, including “stabbings, hold-
ups at gunpoint, rape and mug-
gings,” have frightened people
enough to change their habits, Cyr
said.

Since they embarked on plans to
build the Alewife Station in 1981,
T officials “promised” access into
the station through the east head-
house. Many residents accepted the
project on those conditions, he
said.

Ed Swisher of Clifton Street told
the council that during construction
of the Alewife T, the neighborhood
was bombarded with noise, “relent-
less” dirt, dust and trash generated.
“We put up with all of this,”
Swisher said, “because we had the
promise of our own station.”

Barbara Glick of Jackson Street,
a member of Community United
for Better Safety (CUBS), a group
of neighbors who organized last
spring, said the group has more
than 600 signatures from residents
who favor opening the headhouse.

“We feel we have been betrayed
by the MBTA,” Glick said. “We’ve

been promised that the T will open
iis door and we want to know
waer.”

Sam Seidel, 13, also of Jackson
Street, said the closing of the head-
house made the Alewife station
dangerous for young children like
himself. While Seidel was in the
5th grade, he and his parents felt it
was safe for him to take the T
alone to visit his friends. Now,
threg years later, he no longer feels
he has this option.

“I don’t think that’s fair or
good,” Seidel said. “It’s a shame
that I don’t feel comfortable using
it

Not only has Alewife become a
risk for children, but for women as
well, said Nancy Ryan, director of
the Cambridge Women’s Commis-
sion. “It is exactly the type of
nightmare that an instructor of
women’s safety would tell women
to avoid,” Ryan said.

For instance, not only is Russell
Field dark and dangerous at night,
but the pond area just across from
the east headhouse is bordered with
high reeds and is “a perfect place
to abduct people into,” Ryan said.

After a woman was raped last
spring next to station, Mayor Alice
Wolf and CUBS members met
with T officials, who agreed to
make changes to improve safety in
the station, Wolf said.

One of the agreements included
opening the headhouse, which T
officials said would cost about
$125,000, she said. In the mean-
time, MBTA administration
changed, the agreement “receded

Cyr noted the city is the the sec-
ond highest contributor of all the
cities on the MBTA system. “It
costs us a lot of money from the T
and it seems it would be quite rea-
sonable for the T to do this one lit-
tle thing,” he said.

The city pays for a service and is
“not getting the benefit of that ser-
vice,” said Councilor William
Walsh, who moved to conduct a
“tax payers revolt” where the city
would simply withhold from the
MBTA the money needed to open
the entrance and increase sccgmy
at Alewife.

The east headhouse is not the
only blocked door at Alewife,
noted Councilor Tim Toonfey. An
fire exit, which was habitually
propped open, is now permanently
bolted shut to prevent people from
getting into the station without
paying.

The Ordinance Committee conducted a public hearing on
Wednesday, November 20, 1991 beginning at 7:21 p.m. in the Sullivan
Chamber, City Hall.

Councillor Francis H. Duehay, Chair of the above referenced
Committee convened the hearing and stated that the purpose was to
discuss a petition by Robert Sheketoff, et al to amend the Zoning
Map of the City of Cambridge by rezoning an area of North
Massachusetts Avenue from the existing Business C-1 to Business A-
2. Present at the hearing were Councillor Ed Cyr, Councillor
Jonathan S. Myers, Councillor Sheila T. Russell, Councillor William
H. Walsh and Deputy City Clerk John E. Flynn.

To begin the proceedings, the petitioner, Mr. Robert
Sheketoff, classified to the Committee the proposed amendment as a
technical correction to the previously ordained Herman Petition
(ordained on November 4, 1991) to include Assessors Plat #184: Lots
#159 and #160; inclusive of 2467-2475 Massachusetts Avenue. Mr.
Sheketoff stated that at the time of the drafting and submission of
the Herman Petition, the Community Development Department omitted
the above referenced plat and lots in defining the boundaries of
the petition.

3. In fact, of the many possible development sites in the
Trolley Square area presently or previously zoned Business
C-1, this limited area is perhaps one of the least suited to
higher density development as the commercial district is
only one hundred feet wide and directly abuts low density
residential development in a Residence B District. Indeed,
part of the lot now used as a driveway serving the
restaurant use is in the adjacent Residence B District.

4. The findings otherwise made for the Herman Petition
generally apply to this proposed rezoning as well.

Public Hearing

A public hearing was held on the petition on November 19, 1991.
Mr. Robert Shekatoff, representing the petitioners, indicated
that this small area had been unintentionally left out of the
Herman Petition, recently adopted by the City Council. It was
suggested that the many reasons in support of the Herman Petition
rezoning apply equally here. Mr. Steve Harrington, representing
of Modern Continental, owners of the property principally
affected by the petition indicated objection tec the proposed
change, suggesting that the proposal constitutes spot zoning. It
was argued that the Herman Petition and this proposal should have
been considered simultaneously.

Members of the Board inquired as to the extent to which the
existing development on the site conformed to the requirements of
the proposed district. At the hearing it was indicated by the
property owner that the restaurant on the site had an FAR of 1.75
(upon subsequent investigation by the CDD staff, and confirmed by
Modern Continental at a subsequent meeting, it was determined
that the original FAR estimate was in error and that the actual
FAR figure of ca. 0.75 was below that permitted in the proposed
BA2 District, i.e. 1.0). The only other potentially
nonconforming aspect of the building was determined to be the
front yard setbacks. It was noted, however, that the
Massachusetts Avenue Overlay District would permit total
reconstruction as of right should the current building be totally
destroyed. Modern Continental indicated that the twelve month
time limit for that reconstruction would severely limit the
usefulness of the provision.

I. INTRODUCTION

Plaintiff John L. Danehy, Trustee, pursuant to M.G.L. c.
231A, §1, seeks a declaration that an amendment to the City of
Cambridge zoniﬁg ordinance, adopted by the Cambridge City Council
on November 4, 1991, is invalid due to the arbitrary and
capricious nature of the decision, and the fact that adoption of
this ordinance constitutes spot zoning.

II. PARTIES

1. Plaintiff John L. Danehy ("Mr. Danehy") is an individual
with a residence at 2294 Massachusetts Avenue, Cambridge. Mr.
Danehy is the duly appointed Trustee of the Junction Realty
Trust, which is the owner of certain real property located at
2400 Massachusetts Avenue, Cambridge, Massachusetts (the
"Property"). o

3. The City of Cambridge ("Cambridge" or "City") is a body



politic and corporate, incorporated under the laws of The
Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

III. BACKGROUND FACTS

4. The Property is located in what is commonly known as the
Trolley Square area of Cambridge.

5. On or about June, 1985, a local citizens group submitted
a petition to the Cambridge City Council requesting an amendment
to the Cambridge zoning ordinances, to establish a new series of
zoning districts relative to the northern section of
Massachusetts Avenue, including Trolley Square. The petitioners
also sought to establish a new Massachusetts Avenue Overlay
District in this area.

6. At this time, the Cambridge City Council requested the
Cambridge Community Development Department to prepare, in
conjunction with area residents and business representatives, a
comprehensive land use and zoning study of the northern
Massachusetts Avenue corridor for the area from the Cambridge
Common to the Arlington line.

7. An urban design and land use study of the northern
Massachusetts Avenue corridor was subseguently prepared for the
Community Development Department by the consulting firm of
Wallace, Floyd and Associates, with the assistance and input of
an advisory committee of area residents and business owners (the

h)
"Comprehensive Land Use Study").



8. A fundamental conclusion of the Comprehensive Land Use
Study was that the Trolley Square area constituted a distinct
commercial node along Massachusetts Avenue, and that it should be
zoned accordingly.

9. The Comprehensive Land Use Study served as the basis for
a design guidelines handbook concerning development along
northern Massachusetts Avenue, and for a revised rezoning
petition for this area.

10. The Cambridge Planning Board subsequently recommended
that the City Council adopt the revised rezoning petition; in
doing so, the Planning Board stated that the petition was "a
comprehensive document which makes many detailed changes in the
zoning regulations along Massachusetts Avenue. Its basic
objectives however seem clear and reflect a reasonable compromise
between the desires of the closely abutting neighborhoods to
minimize the negative impacts of additional development along the
Avenue and the objectives of property owners tc achieve a
reasonable level of development and economic return on their
property."”

11. On or about October, 1986, the Cambridge City Council
approved and adopted this comprehensive rezoning petition (the
"1986 Comprehensive Rezoning"). AS part of this comprehensive
rezoning, the zoning designation for the Trolley Square area of

~
Massachusetts Avenue, including the Property, was changed from



Business B to Business C-1. The 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning also
established a new Massachusetts Avenue Overlay District.

12. Prior to the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning, property in
the Trolley Square area located in the Business B zoning district
was subject to a floor area ratio of 4.0 for commercial
development, with no imposed height or yard setback restrictions
for such development.

13. The 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning of the Trolley Square
area to Business C-1 reduced the commercial floor area ratio to
2.75, and imposed height limitations on buildings.

14. 1In or about 1990, in reliance on the zoning regulations
that were applicable to the Property after the 1986 Comprehensiv
Rezoning, Mr. Danehy invested over $50,000 in planning a multi-
million dollar develcpment project at the Property, and in April,
1991 he proceeded to obtain a permit for commercial parking for
the project, which project was a permitted use of the Property
under the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning.

15. In 1990, the North Cambridge Neighborhood Study
Committee, another local citizens group, in conjunction with the
Cambridge Community Development Department, prepared a report on
the North Cambridge area, entitled the North Cambridge

Neighborhood Study (the "1990 Study"). In the 1990 Study, the

North Cambridge Study Committee recommended, inter alia, that the
~

zoning designation of the Trolley Square area te changed from a



Business C-1 zoning district to a Business A-2 zoning district.

16. The Cambridge Community Development Department, which
had participated in all facets of the 1986 Comprehensive
Rezoning, however, expressly refused to endorse this
recommendation to downzone Trolley Square "because Trolley Square
was part of a comprehensive rezoning effort which was ccmpleted"”
just a few years earlier.

17. On July 24, 1991, Ms. Irene Herman and others filed a
petition with the Cambridge City Council, to change the zoning
designation of a portion of the Trolley Square area of
Massachusetts Avenue from Business C-1 to Business A-2, a change
that would greatly decrease the permitted density of commercial
development in the area (the "Herman Petition").

18. The Herman Petition also proposed to change th= zoning
designation of a significant portion of the Property, as well as
a number of other corner lots in the Trolley Square area, Irom
Business C-1 to Residence B.

19. On or about October, 1991, a group of property owners
with title to more than forty-two (42%) percent of the land in
the Trolley Square area being rezoned, submitted a written
protest to the Cambridge City Council, pursuant to M.G.L. c. 40A,
§ 5, stating their opposition to the Herman Petition.

20. On October 29, 1991, the Cambridge Planning Board

~
endorsed the provisions of the Herman Petition concern_ng the



change in the zoning designation of a portion of the Trolley
Square area, from Business C-1 to Business A-2. The Planning
Board expressly refused, however, to endorse the rezoning of a
substantial portion of the Property from Business C-1 to
Residence B, finding "that such a rezoning would unnecessarily
burden much of the site with a nonconforming status.”

21. The Cambridge City Council adopted the Herman Petition
in its entirety on November 4, 1991.

22. The different characteristics of Basiness A-2 district
from the Business C-1 district include the following: (i) the
commercial floor area ratio ("FAR") is restricted to 1.0; and
(ii) front and side yard setback limitations exist that were not
applicable in the former Business C-1 district.

23. All properties within the Trolley Square area were not
included in the Herman Petition, and certain of the properties in
the Trolley Square area retained the Business C-1 zoning
designation.

24. 1In addition, a portion of the Prorerty, which has always
been commercially zoned since the inception of zoning in
Cambridge, was changed to the Residence-B zoning designation, and
is now zoned differently from the other portion of the Property.

25. As a direct and proximate result cf the decision
adopting the Herman Petition, the market velue of commercial lots
in the portion of the Trolley Sgquare area cffected by this

ordinance has been sharply reduced.



26. As a direct and proximate result of the decision adopting
the Herman Petition, Mr. Danehy is precluded from proceeding with
the planned development of the Property, which was a permitted
use of the Property under the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning.

27. Between the time of the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning and
the adoption of the Herman Petition in 1991, there has been no
significant change in the physical, social, or commercial nature
of the Trolley Square area.

III. CAUSES OF ACTION
COUNT I -- Declaratory Judgment

28. Mr. Danehy repeats and realleges the allegations of
Paragraphs 1 through 27, above, as if each were separately and
specifically set forth herein.

29. Mr. Danehy and the City have a real dispute as to the
validity of the decision adopting the Herman Petition and
changing the zoning designation of the Property, since that
decision has substantially limited the permissible uses of the
Property and, accordingly, substantially decreased the value of
the Property.

30. This Court has the power to make a binding declaration
as to the validity of the City’s actions in adopting the zoning

revision on November 4, 1991.



31. The City’s decision to adopt the zoning revision as set
forth in the Herman Petition was arbitrary and capricious, in
that there has been no change in the characteristics of the
Trolley Square area since the 1586 Comprehensive Rezoning nor was
a comprehensive pl&n for the area prepared, which would have
justified the adoption of the Herman Petition.

32. In addition, the City’s decision to adopt the zoning
revision as set forth in the Herman Petition was arbitrary and
capricious, in that similarly situated parcels within the same
area received different zoning designations pursuant to that
decision.

WHEREFORE, Mr. Danehy requ2sts that the Court grant the
following relief:

(1) That this Court make a declaration, pursuant to M.G.L.
c. 231A, §1, that the action cf the Cambridge City Council in
changing the zoning designation a portion of real properties in
the Trolley Square area from 3usiness C-1 to Business A-2 was
arbitrary and capricious, constituted illegal spot zoning and
that this zoning ordinance 1is accordingly invalid;

(2) That this Court further declare that the rezoning of a
portion of the Property, and other similarly situated property in
Trolley Square, from Business C-1 to Residence B was arbitrary

and capricious, constituted illegal spot zoning, and is therefore

(3) For such other and further relief as this Court deems

just and proper.

WHEREAS concerned residents of North Cambridge filed, in July of 1991, a peti-
tion to change this portion from Business C-1 to Business A-2 zoning, said peti-
tion now in due process; but

WHEREAS the July petition did not describe the existing Business C-1 district in
its entirety, inadvertently omitting certain lots and/or parts thereof from the de-
scription of affected properties;

NOW THEREFORE, we the Undersigned respectfully petition the Honorable, the
City Council of the City of Cambridge, to perfect and complete the zoning change
intended by the Juiy petition, and to amend the Zoning Ordinance and Map by
doing the following:

A Rezone an area currently zoned Business C-1 to Business A-2, said
area defined as follows:

1.01 An area of land circumscribed by a line, said line beginning at a point,
said point being the intersection of the centerline of Massachusetts
Avenue and the southwesterly extension of the centerline of Wash-
burn Avenue;

1.02 Thence proceeding in a northeasterly direction along the centerline of
Washburn Avenue to a point 100 feet distant from the northeasterly
sideline of Massachusetts Avenue for a distance of approximately
125 feet;

1.03 Thence turning and proceeding in a southeasterly direction along a
line 100 feet distant from, and parallel to, the northeasterly sideline of
Massachusetts Avenue for a distance of approximately 120 feet to a
point 100 feet distant from the northwesterly sideline of Gold Star
Road;

1.04 Thence turning and proceeding in a southwesterly direction along a
line perpendicular to the northeasterly sideline of Massachusetts Av-
enue and crossing ihat sideiine at a point 120 feet from the north-
easterly sideline of Gold Star Road and continuing to its intersection
with the centerline of Massachusetts Avenue, a distance of approxi-
mately 150 feet;

~1.05 Thence turning and proceeding in a northwesterly direction along the
. centerline of Massachusetts Avenue to the pomt of origin for a dis-
tance of approximately 125 feet.

2.00 Said area includes all or parts of the following parcels of land:
- 2.01 Premises shown on Assessor’s Plat #184:
Lots #159 and #160; inclusive of 2467-2475 Massachusetts Avenue.
