The Commissioner, or his or her designee, shall be an ex-

officio member of the Committee.

Attached please find for your review, recommendation and transmittal to the City Council

a proposed amendment to the Municipal Code as it relates to the fee schedule of the City Clerk's
Office. This proposed amendment reflects the first increase in fees for services rendered by this
office since July 1, 1981.

This recommendation is not being made lightly but takes into account the findings of a
survey conducted by the Massachusetts DepartmentofPublic Health, Registry of Vital Statistics,
of some fifty communities with maternity hospitals with regards to long-form certificates with
amendments. The following chart highlights the present fee, 50 comm"mity average and the
proposed fee:

Present Fee Average Proposed fee

long form $4.00 $ 5.00 $ 5.00
certified copies

(birth, death, mariiage)

Amendment to $5.00 $10.00 $10.00
record

Abstract copy $2.00 $ 3.00 S 3.00
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The proposed amendment also includes a recommendation for increasing the fee for
couples entering a notice of intention of marriage and issuing certificates thereof from $10.00
to $15.00. This increase reflects the findings of a telephone survey conducted of five
surrounding communities with a range in fees from $10.00 to $20.00.

Also included in this proposed amendment is a recommendation for increasing the fee for
filing a certificate of a person conducting business under any title other than his/her real name.
This proposed increase from $10.00 (also reflective of the findings of the above teferenced
telephone survey) is a one-time fee borne by the individual for a four year time flame.

It is estimated that the fees generated by this proposed amendment would yield some
additional $35,000.00 in revenue and reduce property tax support for thi3 department.

It should be noted that if this recommendation is accepted and ordained by the City
Council during the present fiscal year, a small revenue deficit will be erased without further
expenditurecut-backs being absorbed by this department.
