AN ORDINANCE
In amendment to an ordinance entitled: "The Zoning Ordinances of the City
of Cambridge". - '

Be it .ordained by the City Council of the City of. Cambridge as follows:

‘The Zone Map accompanying ordinance passed to be ordained September 26, 1977
entitled: "The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cambridge™ is hereby amended

- by rezoning portions of North Cambridge. The petition would amend the Zoning
Map by changing the district designations for several areas as shown on the
map accompanying this notice. Section 3.11 of the Ordinance would be amended
to establish three new categories of zoning districts: - an Open Space District,
and Industry A-l District and an Industry C District. Various other sections
of the Ordinance would be amended to incorporate, regulations for these new
districts. : : ‘

The Open Space District would be a public park and recreation district. It
would limit floor area ratio to .25, building height to 35 feet and uses to
park and recreation related purposes. Statutorily exempt religious and .
educational uses and other non-open space governmental uses would be permitted
only after the filing of a notice and report with the Planning Board and a
public hearing. _

The Industry A-1l District would be a limited business and industrial district.
Use regulations would be gimilar to but more restrietive than those for the
Industry A District, Some commercial and industrial uses would not be allowed
and the off-lot impacts of industrial activities would be limited to 50 feet.
Certain residential uses would be allowed by special permit. Maximm floor
area ratio would be 1.25, minimum lot size would be 5,000 square feet and
maximum building height would be 45 feet.

The Industry C District would be an office, research and light manmufacturing
district. It would allow various office, convenience retail and industrial
uses. Floor area ratio would be limited to 1.0, maximum building would be

45 feet, and minimum lot size would be 20,000 square feet. Planned unit
developments on parcels of 5 acres or larger would be allowed in the district
if granted a special permit by the Planning Board according to the procedures
existing in Article 12.000 of the Ordinance. '

In addition to uses normally permitted in the Industry C District, certain
residential uses, including hotels, and up to 100,000 square feet of general
retail uses would be allowed within the district in planned unit developments.
Developments could be built up to 2.0 FAR and maximum building height would be
85 feet. There would be special open space and landscaping requirements for
any planned unit development built in the district. ’

In amendment to an ordinance entitled: "The Zoning Ordinances of the.City of Cambridge.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Cambridge as follows:

The Zone Map accompanying ordinance passed to be -ordained September 26,
1977 entitled: "The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cambridge is hereby amended by
adding in Article 3,000, Section 3410, Division of the City into Zoning Districts, the

In amendment to an ordinance entitled: "The Zoning Ordinances of the City of Cambridge".

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Cambridge as follows:

The Zone Map. accompanying ordinance passed to be ordained September 26,

11977 entitled: "The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cambridge is hereby amended by

adding in Article 3.000, Section 3,10, Division of the City into Zoning Districts, the
following new subsection:- .

"3412. Temporary Development Moratorium - North Cambridge.

In order to allow time for completion of the Alewife Urban Design Study
and preparation of a comprehensive land use control package for North Cambridge, the
City Council's development moratorium resolution of March 14, 1977, should be implement—
ed by temporarily suspending the issuance of building permits in certain Business,
Industrial and higher density Residential districts in North Cambridges. Until April 14,
1978, no building permits for new construction shall be issued within the area designat-
ed "Temporary Development Moratorium" on the Zoning Map, except for permits for renova-
tion of an existing facility or permits for an addition to an existing facility not to
exceed 75,000 square feeto If the City Council does not adopt new zoning regulations '
for said designated area prior to April 14, 1978, the zoning designation of said area
shall revert to their existing designations."

AN ORDINANCE

In amendment to an ordinance entitled: "The Zoning Ordinances of the City of
Cambridge". ‘

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Cambridge as follows:

The Zone Map accompanying ordinance passed to be ordained September 26,
1977 entitled: "The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cambridge™ is hereby amended by
adding in Article I, Section 2, Enforcement, the following new subsection 9 as follows:

"9. Temporary Development Moratorium.

In order to allow time for completion of the Alewife Urban Design Study
and preparation of a comprehensive land use control package for North Cambridge, the City
Council's development moratorium resolution should be extended to cover the remaining
Residence C-1 districts in North Cambridge as well as certain industrial districts in
the neighborhood. Until April 14, 1978, no building permits for new construction
shall be issued within the area designated "Temporary Development Moratorium" on the
Zoning Map, except for permits for renovation of an existing facility or permits for
an addition to an existing facility not to exceed 75,000 square feet."

To amend the Zoning Map by overlaying the designation "Temporary Develop—
ment Moratorium" over the following areas presently designated Residence
C-1, Industry A and Industry B on the Zoning Map.

a) The Residence C-1 District circumscribed by a‘'line beginning
at the point which is the ‘intersection of the Cambridge-Somerville
City line and the Residence C-1 and Business B zoning district
boundary north of Shea Street;
