(m) Mandato"Y Recycling

A. 'Ihere is hereby established a program for the mandatory
separation of certain recyclable material Fran garba?e or rubbish
by the residents of the City of CarrbrNige and the collection of
these recyclables at the residents' curbside. The collection of
separated reqyclables shall be made periodically urxier the
supervision of the Carmissioner of Public Works.

B. For the purpose of this ordinance affected recyclables are
defined as follc»,'s:

1. Alumintm - cans made Fran aluminum, alumirmn foil,
aluminwn wrappers, and aluminwn cxmtainers or trays used in
the packaging, preparation, or cooking of fcxjis.

2. Glass - all unbroken jars and bottles, and all other
material c£mnc)nly known as glass, but exclUing blue and

flat glass, win:icjw glass, dishes and crockery.

3. Ferrous metal cans - all containers eamEosea in uhole
of iron or steel or so-called tin cans used as containers for
fOod or nor.tood itm, except cxjntai ners uhich cxmtai.ned paint
or petrolem based solvents and pressurizU aerosol cans.

0
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4. Clean and unsoilU newspaper, including news2rint, all
newspaper advertisemmts , supplements, cxjmics and enclosures.
Newspapers shall be ccnsiciered clean ani unsoiled if they Lave
not been exposed to substances renciering them unusable for
recyclinC'.

5. Corrugated paper - corrugated boxes, cardboard,
cardboard cartons, and similar corrugated and kraft paper
materials .

C. Separation of Recyclables and Placement for Reimval.
Residents shall use the recycling receptacles provUed by the
city for the purpose of mllecting the recyclables and placing
then for disposal. These receptacles shall not be used for
other rubbish or garbage. Recycling receptacles shall be placed
on and removed frcm the curbside in accordance with section 17-76(d) .

All the metal and Qass recyclables as defined in this subsection
shall be placed tcgether in the designated recycling receptacle.
These materials need not be washed, flattened or processed in any
way, and labels, liAs, corks and neck rings need not Le remved.

Recyclable new's?apers and corrugated paper shall he placed
on top of or next to the recycling receptacle in a manner to
prevent the scattering of the paper· New%FEjers shall either be
packed in standard grocery o" paper shopping Fags, placed in
corrugated cartons or securely tied in flat bundles, none of
mia shall weigh mre than fifty pouMs. If not used for packing
paper recyclables, corrugated boxes shall be collapsed and tied in
bundles not weighing irore than fifty Founas and placed by the
recycling receptacle.

Recyclables shall not Le placed in plastic trash bags for
collection, remcwal or disposal. Recyclables shall not be placed
in the same refuse container or otherwise mixed with other forms
of solid waste for collection, retmval or disposal. Any violation
of this subsection (m) c. or any part thereof shall be punishable
by a fine not to exceed fifty tiollars.

D. Cwnership of Recyclables, Offenses.

Upon placement of recyclables for collection by the City at
the curbside, pursuant to "his subsection, such materials shall
becxxne property of the City. It shall be a violation of this
subsection (m) D. for any person, other than zuthorized agents of
the City acting in the course of their employment, to collect or
pick up or cause to te collected or picked up any recyclable
material so placed. Each and every such mllection or pick up in
violation hereof fran one or mre locations shall constitute a ,
separate and aistinct offense. The rec;y'clables col1e±ed by the '
City shall be transported to and dispseci of at the ciesignzted
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Materials Recovery Facility. Any violation CA this paragraph D

or any part thereof shall be punishable by a fine not to exceed
fifty dollars and the violator shall make restitution to the
City for the value of the recyclables illegclly removed.

E. All ordinances, resolutions, regulations or other
dccuments inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are
hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

F. This subsection and the various pmrts, sentences and
clauses thereof are hereby declared to be severable. If any part,
sentence or clause is adjudged invalid, it is hereby provided
that the remainder of this subsection shall not be affected
thereby.

G. This subsectior- shall take effect within one week after
the Materials Recovery Facility cxjrrrnences ccrmiercial operation
and the City's cxjiiection process is in place. Notice of the
cximencement date shall be published once in a daily newspaper
having circulation in the City.
