The petition raised a touchy
political issue for school committee
members as well as a potentially
thorny legal question, since some of
the seed money for the teen health
center comes from the United Way,
which gave the facility a grant pro-
vided that no contraceptive devices
be distributed. The contribution also
effectively barred the health center
from giving abortion counseling or
referrals.

Those restrictions are also written
into a lease agreement between the
school department and Cambridge
Hospital, which operates the health
center.

In addition, the school committee
faces political pressure from parents.
who do not want condoms distributed
in the school for fear that it will en-
courage sexual activity.

The students, however, say the
school committee should look for
ways to circumvent these obstacles.

“It’s such a mistake to deny that
this is going on,” Aldrich said.
“While it may not show up im-
mediately, five or ten years from
now AIDS will affect a significant
proportion of the high school student
body.”

Aldrich said students are aware
of the risks of pregnancy and AIDS
but often do not take precautions. He
said a comfortable place like the teen
center will encourage students who
are going to have sex anyway to ob-
tain condoms.

“Some kids, maybe out of em-
barassment, will not make the effort
to go down to the drugstore.”

Marjorie Decker, chair of the stu-
dent school committee and a
member of the AIDS Peer Leader-
ship Group, a student guidance pro-
gram, said the students like Aldrich
are coming forward because of the
lack of adequate sex education at the
high school

“We're tired of waiting for other
people to do something, so we're do-
ing something ourselves,” Decker
said. She said any condom distribu-
tion should be coupled with counsel-
ing in sex educafion and personal
development, not just birth control
and AIDS.

“There is none of that right now,”
she said. ‘“‘Health classes are not
structured to teach sex education,”

Earnings reports

Genetics Institute Inc. reported a
net loss of $28,737,000, or $2.11 per
share, on revenues of $43,644,000 for
the fiscal year ended Nov. 30, 1989.
This is compared with a net loss of
$11,240,000, or $0.81 per share, on
revenues of $29,684,000 for 1988.

For the fourth quarter ended Nov.
30, the company reported a net loss
of $16,378,000, or $1.22 per share, on
revenues of $8,300,000. This is com-
pared with a net loss of $2,887,000,
or $0.21 per share, on revenues of
$14,372,000 for the same period last
year. Genetics Institute ended fiscal
1989 with $101,910,000 in cash and
marketable securities and
$193,122,000 in shareholders’ equity.

As previously reported, the fiscal
1989 loss included a one-time earn-
ings charge of $9.0 million as the
result of a contractual dispute with
Boehringer Mannheim, relating to
the production of Erythropoietin.
The dispute relates to the produc-
tion process used by Genetics In-
stitute to manufacture EPO in fiscal
1989 under a supply contract with
Boehringer Mannheim and does not
relate to the quality of the EPO pro-
duced. Genetics Institute’s decision
to take the charge against earnings
in fiscal 1989 reflects its uncertainty
that it will be able to collect the full

revenues rose to a new record and
the company achieved the first pro-
fitable year since its founding in
1978.

Biogen reported net income for
1989 of $3,214,000, or $0.01 per share
after preferred dividends. This com-
pares with a net loss of $1,174,000, or

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The petition raised a touchy
political issue for school committee
members as well as a potentially
thorny legal question, since some of
the seed money for the teen health
center comes from the United Way,
which gave the facility a grant pro-
vided that no contraceptive devices
be distributed.

Earnings reports

Genetics Institute Inc. reported a
net loss of $28,737,000, or $2.11 per
share, on revenues of $43,644,000 for
the fiscal year ended Nov. 30, 1989.
This is compared with a net loss of
$11,240,000, or $0.81 per share, on
revenues of $29,684,000 for 1988.

For the fourth quarter ended Nov.
30, the company reported a net loss
of $16,378,000, or $1.22 per share, on
revenues of $8,300,000. This is com-
pared with a net loss of $2,887,000,
or $0.21 per share, on revenues of
$14,372,000 for the same period last
year. Genetics Institute ended fiscal
1989 with $101,910,000 in cash and
marketable securities and
$193,122,000 in shareholders’ equity.

As previously reported, the fiscal
1989 loss included a one-time earn-
ings charge of $9.0 million as the
result of a contractual dispute with
Boehringer Mannheim, relating to
the production of Erythropoietin.
The dispute relates to the produc-
tion process used by Genetics In-
stitute to manufacture EPO in fiscal
1989 under a supply contract with
Boehringer Mannheim and does not
relate to the quality of the EPO pro-
duced. Genetics Institute’s decision
to take the charge against earnings
in fiscal 1989 reflects its uncertainty
that it will be able to collect the full

revenues rose to a new record and
the company achieved the first pro-
fitable year since its founding in
1978.

Biogen reported net income for
1989 of $3,214,000, or $0.01 per share
after preferred dividends. This com-
pares with a net loss of $1,174,000, or
$0.05 per share for 1988. Record
revenues of $40,694,000 for 1989 are
the highest the company has ever
reported and represent an increase
of 35 percent over the prior year’s
revenues. Expenses for the year
totaled $37,680,000, a 20 percent in-
crease over 1988 expenses.

“Market-place Concepts to Spur

She said there are no classes which
students are required to take in
which contraception and AIDS are
discussed, although counseling is
available and the school sponsors an
annual AIDS Awareness Week.

Elsa Wasserman, acting principal
of CRLS, said attendance for most
events during AIDS Awareness Week
is mandatory and most students at-
tend. She said there is no ‘‘formal
health curriculum’ beyond 9th
grade, although aspects of sex educa-
tion are covered in other classes.
Counseling is available at the school,
Wasserman said, but added: “‘I can
understand why students say they’re
not getting enough information.”

Bill Timmins, who coordinates the
AIDS Peer Leadership Group at the
high school, said most students are
aware of AIDS and contraception but
may be taking risks anyway.

“There’s some concern whether
the behavior has changed,” he said.

The school committee agreed to
hold a hearing on whether condoms
should be distributed although no
date has been set. The committee
also discussed AIDS awareness and
educational programs for parents
and faculty.
