d. They are not related by blood closer than would bar marriage in the

e. They are each other's sole domestic partner; and

f. They are competent to contract; and

g. They consider themselves to be a family.

I am writing concerning the proposed awendment to
the Street PerformErs Ordinance to exclude performers from
Winthrop Park, the Brattle Square Triangle and the
Cambridge Common. Would you kindly read this letter into
the record of the hearings.

I support the amendment and also hope that the
Cambridge City Council will amend the ordinance to reduce
the permissible decibel level citywide and to clear
sidewalks for pedestriar.s.

At the presmt time a small number of persons using
amplified sound or "jnamFlified but loud drums are permitted
to dominate the entire atmosphere of Harvard Square. They
are permitted to generate such excessive and intrusive
noise that it is often impossible to conduct normal
conversation or to pass street performers without suffering
ear-splitting amplification. The sound penetrates retail
stores, business ofEices and residences near Harvard Square
and Cambridge Common. To permit such excess constitutes a
bizarre imbalance between the supposed right of street
musicians to express themselves and the unquestionable
right of the greater Harvard Square community to work and
live in reasonable peace.

As it is, streer musicians arrogantly presume that
everyone in their tiidst and for blocks around them share
their taste in music and prefer the volume at which they
play it. Apparently overreacting to a federal injunction
against enforcing the previous restrictive ordinance and
bowing to strident representatives of street musicians, the
Cambridge City Council enacted the present ordinance.
Despite the provision establishing a maximum decibel level,
the present law permits street musicians to saturate the
atmosphere with excessive amplification or unamplified but
loud drum beats.

The noise levels presently permitted are not
necessary for the protection of free speech. Neither the
Massachusetts Constitution nor the Constitution of the
United States requires municipalities to permit street
performers to generate excessive, intrusive or disruptive
noise. The United States Supreme Court has repeatedly held
that appropriate time, manner and place restrictions on
public expression are constitutional and that certain kinds
of expression enjoy less protection than others.

The Cambridge City Council should also add a
provision requiring the Cambridge Police to order street
performers to stop performing when crowds become so large
as to impede pedestriar! traffic. As every City councilor
and police officer must know, pedestrians in Harvard Square
are often forced intc the street to go around crowds
attracted by street performers. For instance, near the
Harvard Coop Annex and The Tannery, pedestrians often must
walk into the street amid automotive traffic. Such a
condition presents an s.erious safety hazard that cannot be
tolerated. Furthermore, the City of Cambridge could be
held liable for injuries resulting from its failure to
remedy a hazard of which it is well aware.

In closing, I urge the Cambridge City Council to
pass an ordinance that protects the rights of both street
performers and the greater public. As it is, the ordinance
ignores the welfare of the public and many individuals
whose businesses ox residences suffer unusual burdens due
to their proximity to street performers. I also hope that,
if the new ordinance meets a legal challenge, the City of
Cambridge will vigorously meet that challenge and, ifnecessary, defend a.more restrictive ordinance to the court
of last resort.

I live opposite Winthrop Park, two blocks from down town Harvard Square. Last

summer the street musicians used, the park; they played seven days a week beginning at twelve

noon and ending at eleven o'clock (sometimes later). They played at eighty decibels on a P.A.

system, so there was no way you could tune them out. (Eighty decibels is louder than a train.)

I believe that any reasonable person can see that the limit of toleration has been reached and that

the street musicians should be restrictec to areas where there are no residential apartments.

I therefore wish to petition the City Council to restrict Winthrop Park as off limits at any

time to the street musicians. Also the people in Harvard Square should have some place where

they can go and not be blasted by a P.A. system every fifty feet.
