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Cambridge man turns patriotism into profit

There’s profit in patriotism for a
shrewd Cambridge merchant in step
with the growing desire of Ameri-
cans to show their colors.

Frederic Littlefield, 72, wanted
to start a business in 1939 so he
thumbed through the telephone
book and saw there was no one list-

Forty years later — with hos- :
tages in Iran tugging at the na-_

tion’s conscience — he’s selling
$200,000 worth of American flags a
year.

These range from four-by-six
inches for less than a dollar to the

$1,800 banner, 26-by-36 feet, that

flies at the John F. Kennedy Li-
brary in Boston. A standard three-
by-five foot American flag costs up
to $50, depending on its fabric.
“We've increased our business
almost twice this year, and we're
just getting started,” says Lit-
tlefield, who sells other flags and

Because of Proposition 2%, Cam-
bridge city department heads have
been ordered to cut their budgets by
25 percent next year, and wide-
spread municipal layoffs appeared a
certainty.

Deputy City Manager Robert
Healy said yesterday the reductions
were ordered by City Manager
James L. Sullivan to help provide
funds to pay $32.7 million in fixed
costs in- the $80 million budget sup-
ported by property taxes.

-The fixed costs include debt
service, pensions, health insurance
and the city’s MBTA assessment.

“There is no way we can avoid
personnel layoffs and they will hit
every department,” Healy said.

In the current budget, the total
police budget was -$7.9 million and
all but $700,000 was for manpower,
he said. Similarly, in Fire Chief
Daniel Reagan’s fiscal 1980-81

.budget, $6.6. million of a total appro-

priation of $7.1 mllhon was for per-
sonnel.

“I can’t see any way that the de-
partments could reduce their budg-
ets by the amount the manager has
ordered and not lay off people,”
Healy said.

“Mathematically, the budget re-
ductions would result in the loss of
980 of the city’s 2,400 employees.

We are hoping to reduce that num-

ber.”
Another 1,600 are School Depart-
ment workers.

Because the reduction in au-

tomobile excise taxes mandated by
Proposition 2%, healy said there
would be no way to finance supple-
mental budgets for the current fis-
cal year.

“Because of this, we've actually
got to start cutting back before the
beginning of the next fiscal year
July 1,” he said.

Sullivan said earlier that the city.

must reduce its new budget by $14.7
million to offset the loss of $12 mil-
lion from property taxes under Prop
2% and of $2.7 million from reduced
automobile excise taxes.

The School Department must re-
duce its budget for the next fiscal

-year by $6 million.

- Although most of the provisions
of Prop 2% will become effective
with the new year, the excise tax
provision goes into force Dec. 4.

In his annual budget message to
his heads of department Sullivan
said:

“We must prepare the budget on
the premise that the law (Proposi-
tion 2% will not be amended. Nor
can we assume there will be any ad-
ditional state aid.”

an who's resettled in Massachusetts
has bought a flag of his true home.

The Littlefield family turf is
New England, It traces its Ameri-
can roots back 350 years in Maine
and Massachusetts. The Littlefields

still own more than 1,000 acres of
coastal property — a grant from
King George III — in Sargentwlle,
Maine.

Littlefield’s great-grandfather
helped found a steamship company,
and his father was a sea captain.
Littlefield has an engineering de-
gree, but he’s always been purely a
businessman, overseeing a lumber
business and a firm in Sargentville
that makes huge fiberglass flag
poles.

As for the American f]ags e
manufactured in New Jersey — Lit-
tlefield sells to private citizens and
businesses — even sports.teams.

When the New England Patriots
of the National Football League
wanted to sell cheerleading souvenir
flags they ordered 20,000 from Lit-
tlefield.

“There’s been an increasing de-
mand for flags almost every year
since we started,” he says. “I think
the business has tremendous poten-
tial that hasn’t been tapped yet.”

Atomic bombs and net atomie
power plants are the greatest threat
to human life, and the public needs
to understand that issue, according
to a group of disarmament special-

ists at Massachusetts Institute of

Technology.

The main concern of the group,

said MIT physicist Kosta Tsipis, is
that too much effort is going into
stopping nuclear power “which is at
least useful;” rather than into stop-
ping nuclear armaments and nucle-
ar war.

“The amount of radioactive ma- -

terial released by detonation of a
single nuclear weapon, such as those
now in the arsenals of the United
States and the Soviet Union, would

the: Three Mile Island reactor acci-
dent,” Tsipis said recently.

He said the explosion of one nu-
clear bomb would be 1,000 times
worse, in terms of radioactive mate-
rials released, than even the worst
conceivable nuclear reactor acci-

dent.

He said a study conducted by
him and physics senior Steve Fetter
indicates “the public’s concern is to-
tally misplaced. What the public
should be worried about are the re-
cent statements about the possi-
bility of fighting and Wmmng a nu-
clear war.

The city of Somerville helped
kick off the new Massachusetts
Arts Lottery when Mayor Eugene
C. Brune purchased the first ticket
sold here.

The ‘state-run lottery will pro-

vide the newly appointed Somerville
Arts Council with funds to support
local arts development beginning
June of 1981, :

“The new Arts Lottery repre-
sents an opportunity to expand arts
awareness, education and program-
ming through our new Somerville
Arts Council,” Brune said.

The 13-member Somerville Arts
Council was formed by Brune last
March and since that time, they
have been laying the groundwork
for successful expansion of the arts
in Somerville.

According to Mark Barnard,

chairman of the Somerville Arts
Council (SAQ), the group plans to
develop art by sponsoring local art-
ists, expanding cultural affairs,
sponsoring art competition, increas-
ing the number of local concerts and
instituting new programs.

“We have a wide range of ex-
citing options open to us now,”
