policy that deals with the smoker and non-smokers.”

For the past 10 years, Polaroid has had a “controlled
smoking” policy. But the policy was developed out of
concern for products and general safety, Foster
explained. .

In recent years, however, many Polaroid divisions
have voluntarily developed smoke-free environments in
offices and conference rooms. Most company cafeterias
are divided into separate sections.

Still, habitual smokers may encounter trouble in com-
mon work areas under the city ordinance, Foster said.
And the company may have to provide smoking lounges
for them.

East Cambridge Savings Bank, which employs about
130 employees at its two local offices and Somerville
branch, has never had a no smoking policy. But that
doesn’t seem to bother bank Vice President William
McGilvreay.

McGilvreay said bank employees will probably not
react negatively to the ordinance because “less and
less people are smoking.” There has been a lot of

Still, he doesn’t expect any flare-ups over the ati-
smoking ordinance. “‘Many of the hotels recognize that
a lot of people don’t like smoking,” he said. The Mar-
riott already bans smoking on two floors, including the
rooms.

For the past few years, both Harvard University and
the Institute of have had no
smoking policies in the workplace that parallel the city
ordinance.

Moreover, Harvard already bans smoking at the John
F. Kennedy School of Government in Cambridge and
the School of Public Health in Boston.

Robert Scott, vice president of administration at Har-
vard, said the individual department heads are respon-
sible for enforcing the school’s no-smoking policy in the
workplace. The policy itself has run smoothly, Scott
said. 3
Under the city law, Harvard ‘‘will have to be more
formal” about regulating smoking in private offices
and cafeterias, he said. “‘But I think we'll be able to
adapt easily to the ordinance.” 4

For the most part, MIT echoed this sentiment,

cooperation between the few smokers and kers,
he said.

His only worry is over customers who want to smoke
in the bank lobby, which is off limits. “I'm not quite
sure what the approach should be if someone doesn’t
want to comply,” he said.

A 1985 U.S. Environmental Proteetion Agency report
found that between 500 to 5,000 non-smokers die each
year of lung cancer atfributable to passive smoke. Last
December, US Surgeon General C. Everett Koop issued
a study that concluded involuntary smoking is a real
health hazard that can cause cancer.

Chalfen said that, once the ordinance goes into effect,
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his office will conduct on-site inspections. ~

‘‘We will from time to time look at certain
businesses,”” he said. “We will be looking to see if the
policies and actions taken are in compliance with the
ordinance.”

He predicted that some businesses will encounter dif-
ficulties implementing the city ordinance. “‘We will be
vigilant,” he added.

The ordinance allows any employee to bring a com-
plaint about an employer’s policy to Chalfen. However,
the health concerns of the non-smoker take precedent
in all such disputes. B

Violators of the anti-smoking ordinance could face a
misdemeanor charge and fines from $25 to $100.

Smokers beware: Cambridge’s new anti-smoking or-
dinance goes into effect on Saturday, March 7.

Ranked among the toughest in the country, the policy
bans smoking in most workplaces and public areas.

Although controversial when first proposed, it soon
became clear that the smoking law would sail through
city council. The major worry was over how the city
would enforce it.

In the past several weeks, the city’s chief enforcer —
Health and Hospitals Commissioner Dr. Melvin Chalfen
— has told many of the estimated 2,400 Cambridge
employers how to follow the no-smoking policy. At the
same time, Deputy City Manager Richard Rossi has
told all city departments how to implement the or-
dinance. There are about 4,000 city employees.

Both Chalfen and Rossi predict that, with few excep-
tions, the ordinance will be self-enforcing. And they
may be right.

Under the new law, smoking is also prohibited in any
room in which the public is “invited”’ or “‘permitted.””
This includes banks, classrooms, health care facilities,
hotel lobbies, restrooms, retail stores and theaters.

‘The ordinance doesn’t apply to private gatherings,
such as social receptions, weddings or fraternal and
veterans organizations.

In a letter to city employers, Chalfen said the pur-
pose of the ordinance is to ‘‘promote public health by
reducing involuntary exposure to tobacco smoke.”

The new law prohibits smoking in work areas, con-
ference rooms, employee lounges, hallways and
restrooms of government, public and private buildings.

While it creates a presumption of no smoking, the
policy allows employees who smoke the opportunity to
ask their employers to consider establishing a smoking
area near their normal work spaces.

But there is one condition: if non-smokers complain
they are still subject to “‘passive’” smoke as a result,
then employers would have to rule in their favor. A
lounge could also be provided for smokers.

The ordinance exempts small businesses that occupy

_ The legality of the moratorium came up at the last
license commission hearing on Feb 19, when proposed
changes to the taxi industry were submmitted in a
lengthy report to the public.

The commission recommendations were greeted with
criticism, approval and the presence of two lawyers, one
of whom served a lawsuit on the city.

“You have caused tremendous monetary damage to

Liule_ Joe Cook’s story, as he tells it, may be
mysterious and sketchy in places, but one sure thing
is he is the longest running show in Cambridge.
Adter nine years, and at 64 years of age, Cook still
sings five nights a week with his band, the Thrillers,
at the Cantab Lounge (738 Mass. Ave.) in Central
Square.

The show is one of the most absorbing and lively
acts in the Boston area, and has developed a loyal
audience. Cook’s Top 40 hit of 1957, “‘Peanuts” —
which he sang while.opening for many major rock
and blues groups of the 1950s — makes him a legend
of sorts, an informal emcee of that musical era.

He is currently trying to finance the $5,000 needed
for his second album on Beantown Records.

Developers Schochet Associates
plan to demolish 595 Mass. Ave. and
8-12 Essex St., buildings which are
now occupied by artists, dancers and
non-profit human rights groups.

Central Square is an area slated for
major revitalization with the MBTA
renovation, Forest City’s University
Park development and general urban
renewal, and its artists may be a dy-
ing breed:

The city also applied for. $1.5
million Urban Development Action
Grant (UDAG) from the U.S. Dept. of
Housing and Urban Development, to
loan Schochet for its proposed low in-
come housing plan. The UDAG
allows relocation costs for tenants
which can be retroactive.

However, the federal government
has delayed response to UDAG loan
applications, and in this case, a reply
is not expected until May.

VARKERS BY PERSONS UNDER EIGHTEEN IS PUNISHABLE BY A THREE HUNDRED
DOLIAR FINE.",

nor shall any person sell or deliver any aerosol spray paint, or any marker
containing a fluid which is not watersoluble and which has a a point, brush,
applicator or other writing surface in excess of one-half inch to any person
under eighteen years of age or to any person of whatever age who refuses to
submit for inspection if requested a driver's license, liquor purchase
identification or other identification to establish the age of such person,
nor shall any person being under the age of eighteen purchase, conceal, or
remove from the premises such items, providing that nothing herein shall
prevent the parent, guardian, employer, or teach of such a minor person from
delivering such items to a minor intending the same to be lawfully used.

Any person who violates this section shall be subject to a fine of
three hundred dollars ($300.00).
