11.200 Incentive Zoning provjsions

Purpose - The purpose of this Section 11.200 is to promote the
public health, safety and welfare by encouraging the expansion and
upgrading of the City's housing stock while accommodating the

RECOMMENDATION

The Planning Board recommends that the above area be rezoned as
proposed in the petition.
FINDINGS

The Planning Board hearing on the above petition was held on
Tuesday, May 17, 1988 and makes the following findings.
1. The industrially zoned area is occupied by a one story

commerical warehouse which is located on Rufo Road in
Cambridge, and the MDC Skating Rink and the City's Gore
Street Park. This zone does not allow housing and does allow
a Floor Area Ratio of 4.9 in an area bounded by low scale
residential uses, open space and a shopping mall. In scale
of development and uses allowed the industridl zone is
inappropriate.

2. The proposed Business A-2 zone would allow an FAR of 1.0 forbusiness, retail, and office use and an far of 1.75 for
residential use. In both cases the height would be
restricted to 45 feet. This proposed zone would be
significantly more in keeping with the scale of residential
uses and development across Gore Street and in Somerville.

3. Rezoning Gore Street Park and the MDC Rink to Open Space
would zone it as it is presently used and as it is desire to
remain in the future.

RECOMMENDATION

The planning Board recommends that the above area be rezoned as
proposed in the petition.
FINDINGS

The Planning Board hearing on the above petition was held on
Tuesday, May 17, 1988 and makes the following findings.
1. The industrially zoned area is occupied by a one story

commerical warehouse which is located on Rufo Road in
cambridge, and the MDC Skating Rink and the City's Gore
Street Park. This zone does not allow housing and does allow
a Floor Area Ratio of 4.,0 in an area bounded by low scale
residential uses, open space and a shopping mall. In scale
of development and uses allowed the industridl zone is
inappropriate.

2. The proposed Business A-2 zone would allow an FAR of 1.0 forbusiness, retail, and office use and an FAR of 1.75 for
residential use. In both cases the height would be
restricted to 45 feet. This proposed zone would be
significantly more in keeping with the scale of residential
uses and development across Gore Street and in Somerville.

3. Rezoning Gore Street park and the MDC Rink to Open Space
would zone it as it is presently used and as it is desire to
remain in the future.
