To the Honorable, the City Council:

Enclosed is an order requesting the approprlatlon of
$18,523 to the Human Services Salarles and Wages account from Tu1t10n
Fees.

On December 18, 1980 the City Council passed an approprla—
tion order in the amount of $63,523. This approprlatlon established
a revenue account for daycare tuition funds ($18,523) in conJunctlon
with the acceptance of a grant from the State Department of Manpower
Development ($45,000) for the provision of daycare services. The
State funded day care grant terminated September 30, 1981, the end of
the Federal fiscal year and the tuition account could not begin to be
utilized until completion of the grant. Because revenue accounts
cannot be carried over from one City fiscal year to the next, the
original $18,523 tuition revenue account must be re—approprlated in
order to be utilized. This account will be monitored monthly to en-
sure that expenditures at no time exceed revenues.
