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Background

The building permit fees were last set by City Ordinance in 1983 at
a minimum level of $20 and $7 per thousand for projects between
$1000 and $100,000 and increasing to $10 per thousand when the
project cost exceeds $100,000. For the average size construction
project in the City of cCambridge, this fee structure equates to
about 0.74% of construction cost. Building permit fees account for
the lion’s share of the ISD income(over 70% of current budjet) so
it is appropriate that we validate this rate in light of the
current budget problems, rates charged by similar cities and towns,
and construction projections.

Analysis

A survey was recently conducted of 12 cities and towns in Eastern
Massachusetts that are close to Cambridge and/or have populations
and characteristics similar to Cambridge. The survey is attached.
It is noted that Cambridge has the lowest fee schedule in the
survey. The range is from Cambridge at 0.74% to Brookline at 2.0%
with the average at 1.22%. If Cambridge were to increase fees to
this average, the income increase, based on the current budget,
would be substantial, in the order of $500,000 or more.

Recommendation

I recommend that as part of the next budget cycle, the City
consider raising building permit fees on July 1, 1994. An increase
to the 1.2% average would amount to an 65% increase over current
rates and might be considered too big a jump to make at one time.
A more appropriate increase would be to the 1% level. This puts us
in line with the lower range of the surveyed cities and towns and
should still result in a reasonable revenue increase in building
permit fees of 33%(see attached) for the City.

In summary, the fee structure would be changed from the current two
tiered structure of $7 per thousand up to $100,000 construction
value and $10 per thousand for each thousand in excess of $100,000
to a single rate of $10 per thousand. The $20 minimum fee would be
maintained.

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Salvadoran sister city excluded from national elections [ BULLETIN BOARD |

ambridge’s sister city in
El Salvador is one of a
handful of towns excluded

from that nation’s elections Sunday,
raising concerns about fairness in
the country’s first vote since the
1992 peace accords.

Salvadoran election authorities
determined last week that San Jose
Las Flores and two other towns in
the province of Chalatenango had
inadequate voting conditions, ac-
cording to a story in the New York
Times. As a result, residents of San
Jose and the other two towns where
leftist guerrillas were able to resist
government forces during the 12-
year civil war were forced to travel
an hour to the capital of the
province to vote.

A delegation of Cambridge resi-
dents is in El Salvador this week
viewing elections, and is expected
to report back on the event in Cam-
bridge. The group includes David
Grosser, coordinator of the San Jose
Las Flores sister city committee.

Just days before the election,
Rep. Joseph Kennedy (D-Mass.)
and several other members of
Congress sent a letter to the United
Nations ambassador expressing a
number of areas of concern in Sun-
day’s elections. Among the list of
items, Kennedy mentioned that in
San Jose Las Flores, large numbers
of soldiers have been added to the

voting rolls.

The letter also noted that 100,000
people did not receive voting cards
and won’t be able to vote, that vot-
ers have been removed from reg-
istries in their home towns and list-

ed elsewhere, and that 600,000
blank ballots were destroyed.

In addition, army helicopters
transporting ballots and a National
Police force that was supposed to be
demobilized by now under the UN
peace accords, but is monitoring
elections, add fear and pressure.
The letter sent to Madeleine K. Al-
bright, US ambassador to the Unit-
ed Nations, was signed by about 40
members of Congress, including
representatives Joseph Moakley,
Barney Frank, Gerry Studds and
Edward Markey, all of Mas-
sachusetts.

The towns denied voting privi-
leges, including Las Flores, gave
strong support to the left-leaning

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Import stores offer
worldly flavor to
local shoppers

11 travelers swear up and
Adown that they’ll buy pre-

sents for the year ahead,
Christmas, birthday and anniversary
gifts that will carry the rich culture
— and low prices — that over-
whelm international shoppers.

But then, frenzied by the choices,
apprehensive about weight and real-
istic about the bulk, they return
with, say, two masks, three wall-
hangings, a dozen or so earrings and
one shirt to keep for themselves.
And of course, they have made no
progress toward the Deadlines of
December.

Well, a compromise sits in the
wings. All around Cambridge there
are stores devoted exclusively to
far-off lands, independent outlets
whose owners loved those places as
much as you did and now devote
their lives to bringing the goods to
Cambridge.

From the land of Erin to the Ivory
Coast, products from distant home-
lands stock the shelves of Cam-
bridge.

The Afro, Afro-Caribbean and
Caribe-African beat has more than
one drummer in Cambridge. In
North Cambridge, Guyanese native
Irma Licorish opened Caribbean
Connections in 1987 on Huron Av-
enue and has since moved to Mass.
Ave. in Porter Square. This fall, she
expanded her business to a kiosk in
Harvard Square, and has widened
her concept to include art with the
African roots of Caribbean culture.

“THe vision was bringing the
Caribbean culture to America, but
more on an Afro-centric basis,” said
Licorish, who lives in Lexington
and came to the United States for
school in the 1970s.

While African Americans tend to
buy clothes and earrings, the Anglo
crowd is more often in search of col-
lectibles, said Licorish.

“I find the black people buy more
clothes, and the white people collect
more masks, they’re more into col-
lecting art. Our people are beginning
to collect collectible items, but more
[often] clothes,” she said.

In a sort of reversal on this theme,
Vermont native Deborah Lotus has
an African store with Diaspora rum-
blings. Talking Drum Everything
African began five years ago with
Lotus’ own interest in the art and
culture of that continent. Lotus also
includes any objects by and of peo-
ple originally from Africa, “any
place where African traditions are
still alive or well.”

The African-rooted art generally
comes from the Caribbean, although
it can be North America or any-

where else if the African heritage is
obvious. Some the store’s most un-
usual objects come from the Ashanti
people of Surinam in South Ameri-
ca, said Lotus. This group brought
its wood-carving tradition from
Africa and has kept it over the cen-
turies.

After visiting Senegal 12 years
ago, guided by Somerville musician
Ibrihima Camara of Senegal, Lotus
became enamored with the Talking
Drum and opened her store at One
Arrow Street, moving last year to
1132 Mass. Ave.

“I swallowed the culture hook
line, and sinker and wanted to have
a store in order to be able to travel
back and forth, but the responsibility
means I can’t travel much,” said
Lotus, a Cambridge resident.

She sells dozens of drums, includ-
ing of course the Senegalese talking
drum, and the West African djembe,
as well as masks, jewelry and in-
cense.

Initially she got all her inventory
by traveling to Africa, but now she
has more than enough vendors trav-
eling back and forth and coming to
her with products. Based on her ini-
tial contacts, she no longer needs to
make the trip regularly.

The store appeals largely to col-
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a rain stick at Caribbean-African Creations

lectors, who go for the
masks. It also attracts Harvard stu-
dents and people interested in the
performing arts who come for the
drums and various “shaking accou-
terments,” Lotus said.

Switching continents and cli-
mates, Irish Imports is run by two
people who had no exposure to Ire-
land before they decided to dive into
this specialized arena of retail.

In 1973, Michael Shields and Vir-
ginia Greenblatt, both of Cam-
bridge, opened Irish Imports, al-
though they had never heard of an
Irish store and had almost no contact
with the country.

“We were retailers in Harvard
Square in the 50s and 60s and decid-
ed to open our own store and just
chose Ireland randomly,” said
Shields.

Actually, the decision wasn’t
quite so random. The two business
partners had been retailers at a furni-
ture shop and were drawn to travel
over the Atlantic by a furniture
maker who wrote nice letters. Thus
they went to Tuam in the Galway
area and become enchanted.

Now they go to Ireland twice a
year, have a second store in New-
port, RI, and have been written up as
one of the best stores in the country.
And, says Shields, “Everything has
to come from Ireland.”

The store specializing in fabrics
and clothes has a working relation-

base is Vilunya Folk Arts in
Charles Square, owned by Vilunya
Diskin of Lexington and Ellie Hen-
drie of Amesbury.

This store, with art that is both
beautiful and useful, opened five
years ago in Harvard Square after a
year and a half in Porter Square.
With folk art from around the world
and a specialty in textiles, the geo-
graphical emphasis is on products
Mexican and (east) Indian. China,
Japan, ia and Thailand also

ship with Irish Connection in Arling-
ton. People looking for fabrics and
clothes may be referred to Cam-
bridge, while customers on a ‘search
for music and other gifts are sent to
Arlington.

Also on a European, but more
continental note, there is the Greek
Music and Gift Shop at 22 Central
Square. Of all the import stores, this
may be the only one that serves pri-
marily people from its homeland.

George Pesiritis of Athens
opened the store 20 years ago, hav-
ing moved to the United States in
1962. He sells only things from
Greece, including “vases, columns,
Alexander the Great, stuff like that.”

He also has videos and music, and
estimates 85 percent of his clientele
is from Greece. A resident of Med-
ford, his store is the only Greek im-
port shop in town, but competes
with a place on Tremont Street in
Boston.

To the East, but heading north in
Cambridge, we find Tokai of Japan
tucked away in the Asian-flavored
Porter Exchange.

Tokai of Japan opened five
years ago selling mainly Japanese
and some Asian craftwork and paper
products. Right now the store has 40
or 50 varieties of hand-made papers
popular for gift-wrapping, but also
used in bookbinding and framing.
For orgami lovers, the stores sells
two-sided, metallic and traditional
versions of the paper made for fold-
ing into creatures and designs.

Owners Fumi Kanai and Steve
Genova, a husband and wife who
live in Lexington, travel to Japan
orice a year to get kimonos, hand-
carved items, boxes and whatever
else they might sell.

Stores that sell exclusively from
one country tend to be the excep-
tion, rather than the rule, in import
retail. Among those with a wider

make strong appearances, followed
by a showing from Peru.

Like Lotus, Diskin became inter-
ested in folk art after living in the
south of Mexico. Diskin and her an-
thropologist husband spent three

years in the Oaxaca area. Since
Diskin has a degree in public health
and does consulting in such places as
Haiti, Guatemala and India, she gets
to do much of her own shopping.

Hendrie's interest in folk art was
born on a trip to China to teach En-
glish as part of a school year abroad
at Tufts. The store carries clothes,
jewelry, small sculptures, boxes and
trunks, “all kinds of wonderful
things.” Basically, Diskin and Hen-
drie buy what appeals to them, with
an eye toward integrating the aes-
thetic and the functional.

Over the years, Vilunya has de-
veloped a regular audience, who
may well show up for the periodic
exhibits of special artists. i

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Local artist depicts interplay between nature and

Leslie’s European trip focused on cranes, big picture

Chronicle Staff

Most of the artists in southern
Spain focused on the migratory
birds around them, crafting techni-
cally accurate drawings of the Euro-
pean cranes or looser sketches of the
continent’s biggest bird.

But Clare Walker Leslie of
Garfield Street included the almond
and olive trees, the big sky, even the
farmers and old stone walls as part
of the wildlife scenes that she paint-
ed. To Leslie, environmental educa-
tor and urban naturalist, these parts

of the environment were as impor-
tant to the picture as the birds them-
selves.

In fact, Leslie’s own reactions to
the birds’ habitat is also integral to
her artwork, combining names,
dates, people and memories, as well
as sketches and paintings in her
artistic journal. Known internation-
ally for artwork that comes in a jour-
nal, Leslie was one of 20 artists in-
vited last month on an
all-expense-paid trip to the Ex-
tremadura region of Spain. There
she took part in the conservation ef-

forts of the Artists for Nature Foun-
dation, a 3-year-old group founded
in Holland to focus attention on the
world’s threatened habitats.

During her 10 days in this sparse-
ly populated region, Leslie painted
and sketched the world she saw
around her, including other artists,
children, bulls, horizons, ducks,
trees and of course the cranes that
were the focus of the journey.

Entering 16th century Spain, the
Artists for Nature Foundation hoped
to show how European cranes that
migrate from Scandinavia to the

Leslie, a 47-year-old mother of
two, plans to take her work on the
road here in the US and tell other
artists and environmentalists about
the threats to the crane and habitat in
southern Spain. Just as she has done
for more than two decades with chil-
dren, nature lovers and adults artists,
Leslie will show how art and nature
can work together by taking out a
Jjournal she made in Spain, in addi-
tion to the 15 water color paintings
and pen and ink drawings.

Just as journals in the past have
shown the ecosystem of Mt.
Auburn Cemetery, New England
environments and regions of the
country where she has taught, a
small black sketch book she made
in Spain is filled with images and
notes that describe different pieces
of the puzzle in that fragile agricul-
tural habitat.

Youth that Leslie sketched sled-
ding on grass in Extremadura, for
instance, represent the generation
likely to move from this area. As
younger citizens leave the farms, the
tentative balance of this arid region
is threatened. And the goats, pigs,
cranes and bulls she drew depend on
the oak trees for shade, while the old
stone walls are as much a part of the
history and ecology of the region as
the snow-capped mountains and
small traditional farms.

Leslie, who teaches at the Cam-
bridge Center for Adult Education,
Harvard’s Museum of Comparative
Zoology, and the Mass. College of
Art, will talk about her trip in an
April 5 meeting of the Cambridge
Garden Club.

In teaching and lectures, Walker
encourages artists and nature lovers
to combine their thoughts and obser-
vations through both word and
image. It is a technique she has used
teaching in Cambridge Public
Schools and that she describes in
several of her published books, in-
cluding “Nature Drawing: A Tool
for Learning,” “Nature All Year
Long” and “The Art of Field
Sketching.”

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Salvadoran sister city excluded from national elections [ BULLETIN BOARD |

~ ambridge’s sister city in
El Salvador is one of a
handful of towns excluded
fros

that nation’s elections Sunday,
raising concerns about fairness in
the country’s first vote since the
1992 peace accords.

Salvadoran election authorities
determined last week that San Jose
Las Flores and two other towns in
the province of Chalatenango had
inadequate voting conditions, ac-
cording to a story in the New York
Times. As a result, residents of San
Jose and the other two towns where
leftist guerrillas were able to resist
government forces during the 12-
year civil war were forced to travel
an hour to the capital of the
province to vote.

A delegation of Cambridge resi-
dents is in El Salvador this week
viewing elections, and is expected
to report back on the event in Cam-
bridge. The group includes David
Grosser, coordinator of the San Jose
Las Flores sister city committee.

Just days before the election,
Rep. Joseph Kennedy (D-Mass.)
and several other members of
Congress sent a letter to the United
Nations ambassador expressing a
number of areas of concern in Sun-
day’s elections. Among the list of
items, Kennedy mentioned that in
San Jose Las Flores, large numbers
of soldiers have been added to the

voting rolls.

The letter also noted that 100,000
people did not receive voting cards
and won’t be able to vote, that vot-
ers have been removed from reg-
istries in their home towns and list-

ed elsewhere, and that 600,000
blank ballots were destroyed.

In addition, army helicopters
transporting ballots and a National
Police force that was supposed to be
demobilized by now under the UN
peace accords, but is monitoring
elections, add fear and pressure.
The letter sent to Madeleine K. Al-
bright, US ambassador to the Unit-
ed Nations, was signed by about 40
members of Congress, including
representatives Joseph Moakley,
Barney Frank, Gerry Studds and
Edward Markey, all of Mas-
sachusetts.

The towns denied voting privi-
leges, including Las Flores, gave
strong support to the left-leaning

Farabundo Marti National Libera-
tion Front (FMNLF) during the
civil war. The decision to ban these
towns was made by the Supreme
Electoral Tribunal, an organization
heavily influenced by groups that
held power in the past.

UN officials opposed the deci-
sion of the tribunal, saying it violat-
ed acceptable procedures.

After 2 million people cast votes
Sunday, the country’s right-leaning
governing party, Arena, had appar-
ently won the election. Arena
gained nearly twice the votes of the

Democratic Convergence, the coali-
tion that includes the FMNLF.
Leading presidential candidate
Armando Calderon Sol had 49 per-
cent of the vote as of early this
week, indicating a run-off election
would be necessary April 24 against
the left’s candidate, Ruben Zamora.
The election brought a 54 percent
turnout in a country where about
half the nation’s 5.5 million people
are eligible to vote. This was rough-
iy the same number that voted in
elections a decade ago during the
height of the civil war violence.
