Dear Mr. Connarton:

Harvard University oppose the above-referenced petition filed by Susan Yanow

et al. The petition proposes to amend Section 5.40, "Transition
Requirements" of the Cambridge Zoning Ordinance and to add a new subsection

5.43 which would restrict any building in an office, business, or industrial
zone which abuts a residence district, to a so-called "45 degree bulk control

plane." In the alternative, the petition proposes that a building could be

built forward and above the bulk control plane only if the building complies

with the height and yard requirements of both the non-residential zone and

the abutting residential zone.

Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 40A, Section 5, states that no zoning

ordinance can be adopted except by two-thirds of the City Council. For

Cambridge, this would mean six councilors. The statute provides that, prior
to final approval of the change to the ordinance, if there is a written
protest stating the reasons for the protest, signed by "the owners of twenty

percent or more of the area of land proposed to be included in such change,

or of the area of land imnediately adjacent extending three hundred feet

therefrom," then a three-fourths vote (7 councilors) would be necessary to

enact the proposed change to the ordinance. The undersigned individuals own

real estate which will be affected by the proposed change and now files such

a protest.

The Yanow petition is excessively broad in scope, applying to all office,
business, and industrial zones city-wide, without taking into account

existing transitional features of many non-residential zones. It would add a

city-wide "transition zone" requirement which ignores and would potentially
conflict with other carefully planned guidelines and restrictions for .

particular areas of the City.

This
petition, he said, muld help protect residential neighborhocds from
oversize canmercial development.

Also speaking in support of the petition was Dan Geer, 40 Bellis Circle,
Canibridge, who stated that tMse neiglitorhcxxis which dbut Industrial B zones
are in trouble without zoning law protection.

Speaking in opposition to the petiticn were Tracy Gallagher, representing
the mbias/Shapiro, Certified Public Accoimting firm located at 205
Broadway, and Paul Qisey, Real Estate Nmager for ammergy, One Nkiin
Street, Canihridge; toth of whom indicated that additianal analysis is
required before any zoning Change takes place.

At this time, Vice-Mayor Alice Wijif questined whether or nc)t Cjan/Ehergyhad
any properties which could be affected by such a zoning propsal.

Mr. Casey responded by' stating that his cmpany did, in fact, own several
properties which could be adversely affected by this petiticn.

Cbuncillor Walsh, at this time read into the record a letter of Qppjsitian
submitted by the law firm of Gooidwin, Proctor and Hoar, onbChalf of their
client(s), known as the "Industry B Landowners Group".

At this time, ajuncillor Erancis MChaymved to refer the petition to the
full City Comcil without recomnendaticn.

Ntyor Alfred Vellucci stated he had sane concern regarding the effect of the
passage of such a petition and asked for a vote on Ctmcillor Duehay's
moticn.
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Cbuncillor Walsh, as presiding officer of the meeting, requested that the
City Clerk conduct a roll call on the motion to refer.

The City Clerk called the roll, which resulted in 4 metdbers being recorded
in the affirmative, 3 meaibers being recorded in the negative and 2 nenibers
being recorded as absent.

The City Clerk then stated the motion to refer - failed of adoption.

Cbuncillor DuChay questicned why the motion failed, since a majority of
those nMbers present had voted in the affirmative.

The City CLerk respanded by stating that since the Ordinance Ciamnittee was a
committee of the whole, a majority eqµalled those elected versus those
present.

At this time, Cbuncillor IXiehay formally questioned the ruling of the Chair.

Cbuncillor Walsh statedhe would agree to a motion to refer said petition to
the full City Council without recxmmendatian, while at the same time
requesting the City Clerk to obtain a legal opinion relative to the properly
constituted majority question.

ihe motion to refer - prevailed.

The hearing was adjcurned at 6:06 p.m.
