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The Ordinance Committee held a public hearing on August 8, 1995, beginning at 4:15
p.m. in the Sullivan Chamber for the purpose of considering a proposed amendment to the
Noise Ordinance. (Attachment A)

Present at the hearing were Vice Mayor Sheila T. Russell, Chair of the Committee,
Councillor Kathleen L. Born, Councillor Francis H. Duehay, Councillor Anthony D.
Galluccio, Councillor Michael A. Sullivan, and City Clerk D. Margaret Drury. Also present
was Attorney Birge Albright, Law Depariment.

Vice Mayor Russell convened the hearing and explained the purpose. Councillor
Duehay, who submitted the proposed amendment, explained the proposal. He stated that the
License Commission staff who enforce the Noise Ordinance strongly recommended that the
time restriction be removed, because they get many complaints for hours of the day other
than evenings.

Vice Mayor Russell asked whether air conditioners are included in the proposed
amendments. Attorney Birge Albright, stated that Arthur Goldberg has prepared an opinion
on that issue.

Councillor Born stated that air conditioners probably need to be considered separately
because there is a different method of measuring noise.

Councillor Sullivan asked whether there would be any issue of conflict with state law
if the amendment is enacted and noted that on its face it would appear to cover public
address systems used for political demonstrations.

Councillor Galluccio stated that people also are aggravated by loud car radios.

Councillor Duehay said that the entire Noise Ordinance should be revisited in light of
experience.

Councillor Duehay moved that the proposed amendment be referred to the full City
Council with the recommendation that it be ordained.

Vice Mayor Russell requested information from the City Solicitor regarding the First
Amendment issue raised at this hearing by Councillor Sullivan.
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On a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously. The hearing was adjourned at 4:25
p.m.

Re: Requlation of Loudspeakers

At its meeting on August 8, 1995, the Committee discussed a
proposed amendment to the Noise Ordinance, Cambridge Municipal
Code, § 8.16.080 (B), which regulates, inter alia, the use of
radios, phonographs, loudspeakers and public address systems. At
the close of the discussion a question was raised concerning the
use of loudspeakers for speech protected by the First Amendment.

The introductory paragraph of § 8.16.080 addresses this
question by the following language:

8.16.080 Non-measured noise disturbance
Noise disturbances prohibited. The following acts
are declared to be 1loud, disturbing and unnecessary
noises in violation of this chapter....Non-commercial
public speaking and public assembly activities conducted
on any_ public space_or public right-of-way shall be
exempt from the operation of this section. (my emphasis)

Although the underlined language addresses the First Amendment
question, I am not sure that it does so adequately. I would make
two points:

1. Municipalities may regulate the use of sound amplifiers,
even though the speech or music being amplified is protected by the
First Amendment. See 6A McQuillin, Municipal Corporations, §
24.105 (1988).

2. Commercial speech 1is also protected by the First
Amendment. See, e.g., 16B C.J.S., Constitutional Law, § 544
(1985) :

Commercial speech 1is protected by the guarantees of
freedom of speech and of the press, but the extent of the



protection is somewhat 1less than that accorded
noncommercial speech.

I suggest that we proceed with the proposed amendment of §
8.16.080 (B) now, and also delete the underlined language dealing
with "non-commercial ©public speaking and public assembly
activities."

SO as to be
plainly audible at a distance of 50 feet from the
lot line of the lot on which caid activity 1s
located, or in a noise sensitive zone.

The use of an electric bug killirg device between
the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m if a written
objection to such use by an abutter has been
received by the City Clerk within one year.
