I am speaking on behalf of a large group of neighbors on
Maple Avenue, Fayette Street, and the adjoining part of Broadway.

order to preserve those qualities which make this area special, and
which are the reason we live there.

We are petitioning to downzone our neighborhood to Residence B in
Maple Avenue and Fayette Street are characterized by large

separate houses, on large lots, with big, old trees. Ours is a

quiet, residential neighborhood -- a good place to raise families --

with a rare degree of openness and low density, a shady oasis

in a rather densely inhabited part of Cambridge.
This area is basically currently developed at a density

characteristic of Residence B, not C-1l. There are 32 properties

in the area we propose to downzone. We are not experts at zoning
calculations, but to the best of our ability to do the computations,

we find that only 5 properties are nonconforming with B zoning

with regard .to floor/area ratio and square feet per unit, and four
properties do not conform in square foot/unit requirements alone.

To the best of our knowledge, there is only one property (15 Fayette)
which would be made significantly non-conforming by the petition

whose owner is not already a signer of the petition. Only two

of the non-conforming properties lie within the core of the zone,

and they conform with regard to FAR although not with regard to

square feet/unit requirements.

The city's underlying policy, implemented in the down-zoning
of Mid Cambridge in 1975,‘has been to zone Mid Cambridge
to reflect its existing density. While much of Mid Cambridge
is appropriately zoned C-1, the parts of Maple and Fayette in our
proposed zone are currently much closer to Residence B than to C-l1.
In order to be consistent with the city's overall policy, this
area should be zoned Residence B, reflecting its actual current

density. This change is an appropriate part of the refinement of the
zoning process begun in 1975. The proposal has the backing of the
Mid Cambridge Neighborhood Association, which has been instrumental

in seeking appropriate zoning in this areag of Cambridge.

I would like to say a brief word about the pléyground.
We have proposed that_it be designated Open Space, again because
this seems appropriate to its existing use. Mid Cambridge has
less open space per resident than any other part of Cambridge,
which is itself, as you know, one of the most densely populated
cities in the country. Open Space is a commodity which should

be safeguarded.

We submit that the Maple Avenue area is well worth preserving.
It is one of the treasures of Mid Cambridge. I have included in
the packets I gave you two paragraphs of text from volume 2

of the 1967 Survey of Architectural History in Cambridge, prepared

by the Cambridge Historical Commission, which deal with Maple
Avenue and Fayette, describing their historical importance and
general character. Let me just quote briefly here:

One of the most attractive streets in Dana Hill,
Maple Avenue still retains much of its original
appearance. Approximately half the houses are
owner-occupied, and most are well kept up. Maple
Avenue can and should be preserved as an example
of Cambridge at its best.

Maple Avenue was also nominated to the National Registfﬁ%
of Historic Places in 1980, one of only six districts in Mid
Cambridge so honored. Chérles Sullivan, Executive Director of
the Cambridge Historical Commission, has written in support of
the petition [copiés were given to the council members present].

We are concerned that action must be taken now if all this
is to be saved. Whereas other parts of Mid Cambridge which might
once have been zoned Residence B havelngwtghbstantially built up --
for example, Harvard Street -- Maple and Fayette have thus far
remained unspoiled. There is, however, considerable interest among
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developers attracted by the large lots in the area.

One building permit has aiready been issued to a developer
who proposes to put nine townhouse units on a lot currently
occupied by a single-family dwelling. A second house is owned .

been sold to blind trusts. Unless we act soon, it will be *oo
late for Maple and Fayette. There are now 85 dwelling units on 32 properties
in the zone. Under C-1 zoning, I calculate that 203 units would be
allowed, nearly 250% of the current density.

This petition has the overwhelming support of the neighborhood.
You have seen the original petition, I believe. We have collected
additional signatures since it was filed, of which I have given
you copies. There are over 80 signers, mostly in or abutting the
proposed zone. The owners of 19 properties have signed, and several
more have indicated support of our effort. By our count, all
of the resident owners except five have signed, and this in an
area where most of the property-owners live in their own homes.

To sum up, I would like to quote a prophetic passage from
the 1967 Survey. The section on recommendations at the close of

the Mid Caﬁbridge volume says,

" The trend toward urbanization, although usually

irreversible, could be directed and controlled

before the architectural -and historical integrity

of Mid Cambridge is destroyed...Both our buildings

and our settled neighborhoods are as ‘important a

part of our cultural heritage as our literature

and our traditions."

The proposed zone is a settled neighborhood, with many

long-time residents, resident owners, and well-cared for properties.
It is widely regarded as one of the lovliest areas of Mid Cambridge.
Those of us who live there do so because we prize its special qualities
--the large old trees, the well-tended gardens and spacious yards, the
interesting historic houses, the low density characteristic of a
Residence B zone. Those of us who live there to an overwhelming degree
support the downzoning proposal and urge that this area be saved before
