Recommendation The planning Board recommend8 adoption of the
petition as tiled with one modification: namely, that tor the
area bounded by Massachusetts Avenue, Harvey 8treet, cedar
8treet, and Mberta Terrace, being lots 86 and 112 on A88e88or'8
plat 191, the zoning designation be Businem A-2 throughout. The
Petition as filed proposes that this block be rezoned to Business
A-2 along Massachusetts Avenue and Residence B for the remainder
of the Block.

Findings '

1. The area subject to this petition (known as Trolley square)
was rezoned as part of the North Massachusetts Avenue
Rezoning (the Laverty Petition) in 1986. At that time the
area was a Business B district, with a floor area ratio of
4.0 and with no imposed height limit. The Laverty Petition,
with the rezoning of the area to the newly created Business
C-l district, capped the height at 50 Eeet, reduced the
commercial floor area ratio to 2.75, and retained the 3.0
floor area ratio for residential uses that existed in the
Business B district.

2. The Laverty Petition rezoned the areas along Massachusetts
Avenue on either side of Trolley square to a Business A-2
district', with a floor area ratio of 1.0 for commercial
uses, 1.75 for housing uses and a height limit of 45 feet.
Like the Business C-l district, the Business A2 district was
specifically created for North Massachusetts Avenue.

x

i 3, with the exception of a large apartment building at 2353
Massachusetts Avenue constructed when the area was zoned
Business B and which building exceeds the residential
density permitted in that district (an FAR of 3.0 for
residential'uses), and the apartment building at 2456
Massachusetts Avenue granted,a special permit from the
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planning Board under the limitations of the current Business
C-l district and which building was constructed at the
maximum residential density permitted in that district (an
FAR of 3.0), the development pattern of Trolley Square is
not significantly different from that occurring over that
portion of the Avenue currently zoned Business A-2.

4. Trolley Square, like Porter Square, was zoned Business B in
the 1943 Zoning Ordinance. At that time both areas were
served by rail transportation and were expected to serve as
commercial nodes in the manner of Harvard Square and Central
Square. Porter Square was downzoned in 1977, reflecting the
City's determination that Porter Square was not an
appropriate location for a high density commercial node like
Harvard Square, notwithstanding the rail and transit service
that continues to serve it to this day. In the rezoning of
Trolley Square to Business C-l a decade later, greater
densities and heights were allowed than in the earlier
rezoning of porter Square even though Trolley Square is
served neither by rail nor transit and is even less suitable
as a dense regional commercial node.

5. Trolley Square is not an appropriate location for high
density commercial development as is allowed under the
current Business C-l zoning designation. Its physical
circumstances and transportation services are not comparable
to Porter Square where a somewhat more dense pattern of

, development is reasonable to serve a somewhat broader
regional clientele. Rather, Trolley Square is more
comparable to the Massachusetts Avenue corridor beyond
Porter Square in Agassiz and North Cambridge where only bus
lines provide public transit service and where the policy
intent of the city is to maintain the existing small scaled
development pattern that is appropriate to a commercial area
serving, and immediately abutting, residential
neighborhoods.

6. The area proposed to be rezoned from Business C-l to
Residence B along Cameron Avenue is, in Cambridge, almost
exclusively residentially used with the exception of one lot
containing an induStrial builaing and a lot containing a

utility substation. This side of Cameron Avenue is fully
developed in a pattern identical to that found on the
opposite side of the street, which is presently zoned
Residence B. The rezoning to residential use as proposed in
the petition is appropriate, although the Board does
recognize the hardship imposed on the one industrial use
which will be made nonconforming; it is hoped that this
nonconforming issue, recurring in many rezoning proposals,
can be addressed in a more comprehensive way citywide.
However, the character of this area is so predominantly
residential that the appropriate public policy is to secure
that residential use with the recommended rezoning to
Residence B.
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7. The second area in the petition proposed to be rezoned to
Residence B is a p3rtion of the block, now used for retail
and office development and the accessory parking serving
those uses, that is bounded by Massachusetts Avenue, Harvey
Street, Cedar street and Alberta Terrace. The petition
would retain the cDmmercial use designation along
Massachusetts Avenae and rezone the rear parking lot to
residential use. While a reasonable case can be made that
the residential nature of those portions of Alberta Terrace
and Cedar Street fronting on the parking lot justify a
residential zoning designation, the Board finds that such a
rezoning would unnecessarily burden much of the site with a
nonconforming status.
As an alternative, significantly downzoning the whole site
to Business A2, rather than only along Massachusetts Avenue
as proposed in the petition, would limit the amount of
additional development that could occur on the block. In
fact, commercial development would be limited to an
additional 7,000 s:juare feet, thirty percent more than is
present now on the site. That scale of additional new
commercial development would not unreasonably burden the ·

abutting residential neighborhood either visually or in the
form of additional traffic on residential streets.

In such an alternate rezoning scheme the neighborhood would
secure the protection of reduced traffic impact and lower
scale and density Df development that would be achieved
through the petitim's proposed residential rezoning while
the property owner would not be forced to suffer the
inconvenience of mnconforming status for a lot whose use,
almost all agree, will not change at any time in the
foreseeable future. It is worth noting that the block has in
fact been zoned for commercial use since the inception of
zoning in Cambridge in 1924. Rezoning the entire block to
Business A2 would permit the construction of up to 25 units
of housing in addition to the commercial construction
allowed on the block.

For the above reasms, for this block on Massachusetts
Avenue, the Planning Board is making its only recommended
modification to the petition as filed and as indicated
above, recommends that this Massachusetts Avenue block be
rezoned to a single Business A2 zoning designation.

Public Hearing

A public hearing was held on the petition on October 1, 1991. An
on site tour of the proposed rezoning area was conducted by the
Planning Board, and attended by several members of the general
public and several affected property owners, on October 19, 1991.
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At the public hearing the petitioners and proponents of the
rezoning proposal made the following points:

* The rezoning of Trolley Square was noted in the North
Cambridge Neighborhood study as a major priority of the
North Cambridge community.
* Five years have elapsed since the area has been rezoned as
part of the comprehensive rezoning of North Massachusetts
Avenue in 1986. It is, therefore, appropriate to review the
consequences of that rezoning and suggest more appropriate
zoning regulations.
* The current zoning allows development at a greater density
than the zoning controlling development in Porter Square.
Trolley Square is not the same as Porter Square and cannot
absorb such high density development. Rather Trolley Square
is most like Massachusetts Avenue beyond Porter Square and
should be zoned similarly.
* A traffic study commissioned by the City indicates that at
full development in Trolley Square under the existing zoning
many key intersections would be seriously degraded.
* The heights and densities permitted in the existing zoning
are excessive and would induce negative side affects in the
neighborhoods, particularly related to increased traffic on
local streets.
* The areas proposed to be rezoned to Residence B are either
solidly residential themselves or located well within an
area otherwise developed residentially.

Those opposed to the petition made the following points.

* The area under consideration for rezoning was
significantly downzoned not more than five years ago as part
of the North Massachusetts Avenue comprehensive rezoning
adopted in 1986; there is no justification for returning to
this limited area for further downzoning after such a short
period of time.
* All property owners suffered considerable loss in value in
the previous rezoning, which was supported by an extensive
planning study. Those same property owners will suffer an
even more severe loss of value should this proposal be
adopted. The proposal, furthCrmore, was not part of a
comprehensive planning study dnd was not made in
consultation with the property owners who are most affected.
* Traffic analysis done by the Traffic and Parking
Department for proposed developments in the district which
have sought an allocation of parking from the Interim
parking Control Committee has indicated that additional
development in the area will not result in traffic
congestion.

* For some property owners located in the areas to be
rezoned to Residence B, an additional burden must be born
because nonresidential property will be made nonconforming.

I. INTRODUCTION

Plaintiff john L. Danehy, Trustee, pursuant to M.G.F. c.

231A, §1, seeks a declaration that an amendment to the 3ity of

Cambridge zoning ordihance, adopted by the Cambridge City Council

on November 4, 1991, is invalid due to the arbitrary and

capricious nature of the decision, and the fact that adoption of

this ordinance constitutes spot zoning.

II. PARTIES

I. Plaintiff john L. Danehy ("Mr. Danehy") is an i'adividuM

with a residence at 2294 Massachusetts Avenue, CanbridC"2. Mr.

Danehy is the duly appointed Trustee of the junction Real:y
Trust, which is the owner of certain real property loccked at

2400 Massachusetts Avenue, Cambridge, Massachusetts (the

"Property"). ,
3. The City of Cambridge ("CajmbridCe" or "City") is a body
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" politic and corporate, incorporated under the laws of The

Commonwealth of Massachusetts.
"

III. BACKGROUND FACTS

4. The Property is located in what is commonly known as thE

Trolley Square area of Cambridge.

5. On or about june, 1985, a local citizens group submitted

a petition to the Cambridge City Council requesting an anendment

to the Cambridge zoning ordinances, to establish a new series OF

zoning districts relative to the northern section of

Massachusetts Avenue, including Trolley Square. The petitioners

also sought to establish a new Massachusetts Avenue Overlay

District in this' area.

6. At this time, the Cambridge City Council requested the

Cambridge Community Development Department to prepare, i.n

conjunction with area residents and business representatives, gg

comprehensive land use and zoning study of the northern

Massachusetts Avenue corridor for the area from the Cambridge

Common to the Arlington line.
7. An urban design and land use study of the northern

Massachusetts Avenue corridor was subsequently prepared for che

Community Development Department by the consulting firm of

Wallace, Floyd and Associates, with the assistance and input of
L

an advisory committee of area residents and business owners (the
\1,

"Comprehensive Land Use Study").

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' 8. A fundamental Conclusion of the Comprehensive Land Use

Study was that the Trolley Square area constituted a distinct

commercial node along Massachusetts Avenue, and that it should t·e

zoned accordingly.

9. The Comprehensive Land Use Study served as the bcsis for

a design guidelines handbook concerning development along

northern Massachusetts Avenue, and for a revised rezoning

petition for this area.

10. The Cambridge Planning Board subsequently recommended

that the City Council adopt the revised rezoning petition; in

doing so, the Planning Board stated that the petition was "a

comprehensive document which makes many detailed changes in the

zoning regulations along Massachusetts Avenue. Its basic

objectives however seem clear and reflect a reasonable compromise

between the desires of the closely abutting neighborhoods to

minimize the negative impacts of additional development along the

Avenue and the objectives of property owners to achieve a

reasonable level of development and economic return on their

property."
11. On or about October, 1986, the Cambridge City 3cmnci.l

approved and adopted this comprehensive rezoning petition (the
%

"1986 Comprehensive Rezoning"). As part of this comprehensive

rezoning, the zoning designation for the Trolley Square area of
4

Kassachusetts Avenue, including the Property, was chanCed from

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' Business B to Business C-l. The 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning also

established a new Massachusetts Avenue Overlay District.
12. Prior to the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning, property in

the Trolley Square area located in the Business B zoning district

was subject to a floor area ratio of 4.0 for commercial

development, with no imposed height or yard setback restrictions

for such development.

13. The 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning of the Trolley Square

area to Business C-l reduced the commercial floor area ratio to

2.75, and imposed height limitations cm buildings.

14. In or about 1990, in reliance on the zoning
reg:ilations-

that were applicable to the Property after the 1986 Comprehensive

Rezoning, Mr. Danehy invested over $50,000 in planning a multi-

million dollar develcpment project at the Property, and in April,

1991 he proceeded to obtain a permit for commercial parking for

the project, which project was a permitted use of the Prcperty

under the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning.

15. In 1990, the North Cambridge Neighborhood Study

Committee, another local citizens group, in conjunction with the

Cambridge Community Development Department, prepared a report on

the North Cambridge area, entitled the North Cambridge

Neighborhood Study (the "1990 Study"). In the 1990 Study, the

North Cambridge Study Committee recommended, inter alia, that the

zoning designation of the Trolley Square area be changei from a

16. The Cambridge Community Development Department, which

had participated in all facets of the 1986 Comprehensive

Rezoning, however, expressly refused to endorse this

recommendation to downzone Trolley Square "because Trolley Square

was part of a comprehensive rezoning effort which was conpleted"

just a few years earlier.
17. On July 24, 1991, Ms. Irene Herman and others f

:

ed a

petition with the Cambridge City Council, to change the zoning

designation of a portion of the Trolley Square area of

Massachusetts Avenue from Business C-l to Business A-2, a change

that would greatly decrease the permitted density of commercial

development in the area (the "Herman petition").
18. The Herman petition also proposed to change the zoning'

designation of a significant portion of the Property, as well as

a number of other corner lots in the Trolley Square area, from

Business C-l to Residence B.

19. On or about October, 1991, a group of property owners

with title to more than forty-two (42%) percent of the Land in

the Trolley Square area being rezoned, submitted a written

protest to the Cambridge City Council, pursuant-to M.G.L. c. 4CA,

§ 5, stating their opposition to the Herman Petition.

20. On October 29, 1991, the Cambridge Planning Bocr.d
4

endorsed the provisions of the Herman Petition concernir.C the

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" change in the zoning designation of a portion of the Trolley

Square area, from Business C-l to Business A-2. The Plar.ning

Board expressly refused, however, to endorse the rezoning of a

substantial portion of the Property from Business C-l to

Residence El, finding "that such a rezoning would unnecessarily

burden much of the site with a nonconforming status."

21. The Cambridge City Council adopted the Herman Petition

in its entirety on November 4, 1991.

22. The different characteristics of Business A-2 district

from the Business C-l district include the following: (i) the

commercial floor area ratio ("FAR") is restricted to 1.0; and

(ii) front and side yard setback limitations exist that were not

applicable in the former Business C-l district.
23. All properties within the Trolley Square area w?re not

included in the Herman Petition, and certain of the properties in

the Trolley Square area retained the Business C-l zoning

designation.

24. In addition, a portion of the Property, which has alwzys

been commercially zoned since the inception of zoning in

Cambridge, was changed to the Residence-B zoning designation, ar.d 0

is now zoned differently from the other portion of the Froperty.

25. As a direct and proximate result of the decision

adopting the Herman Petition, the market value of commercial lots

in the portion of the Trolley Square area
aff"ected by this

ordinance has been sharply reduced.

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26. As a direct and proximate result of the decision adopting

the Herman Petition, Mr. Danehy is precluded from proceedznng with

the planned development of the Property, which was a permitted

use of the Property under the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning.

27. Between the time of the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning and

the adoption of the Herman Petition in 1991, there has been no

significant change in the physical, social, or commercial nature

of the Trolley Square area.

III. CAUSES OF ACTION
COUNT I -- Declaratory judgment

28. Mr. Danehy repeats and realleges the allegationE of

Paragraphs 1 through 27, above, as if each were separately and

specifically set forth herein.

29." Mr. Danehy and the City have a real dispute as to the

validity of the decision adopting the Herman petition and

changing the zoning designation of the Property, since that

decision has substantially limited the permissible uses oZ the

Property and, accordingly, substantially decreased the value of

the Property.

30. This Court has the power to make a binding declaration

as to the validity of the City's actions in adopting the zoning

revision on November 4, 1991.

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31. The City's decision to adopt the zoning revisior. as set

forth in the Herman Petition was arbitrary and capricious, in

that there has been no change in the characteristics of the

Trolley Square area since the 1986 Comprehensive Rezoning nor was

V

a comprehensive plan for the area prepared, which would have

justified the adoption of the Herman Petition.
32. In addition, the City's decision to adopt the zoning

revision as set forth in the Herman Petition was arbitrary and

capricious, in that similarly situated parcels within the same

area received different zoning designations pursuant to that

decision.

WHEREFORE, Mr. Danehy requests that the Court grant the

following relief:
(I) That this Court make a declaration, pursuant tc M.G.L.

c. 231A, §1, that the action of the Cambridge City Council in

changing the zoning designation a portion of real properties ix:

the Trolley Square area from Business C-l to Business A-2 was

arbitrary and capricious, constituted illegal spot zoning and

that this zoning ordinance is accordingly invalid;

(2) That this Court furthe.r declare that the rezoning of a

portion of the Property, and other similarly situated property in

Trolley Square, from Business C-l to Residence El was arbitrary

and capricious, constituted illegal spot zoning, and is thereHre

thereof a new Chapter 2.117 entitled "CODE OF CONDUCT FOR CITY
OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES."

CHAPTER 2.117
CODE OF CONDUCT FOR CITY OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES

Section 2.117.010. IntrMuction. This chapter establishes

standards of conduct for officials and employees of the

City of Cambridge, in addition to those established

by chapter 268A, of the Blassachusetts General Laws.

Section 2.117.020. Definitions. Whehever used in this chapter,

the following terms shall have the following meanings:

(a) "Agency" means the city Council, any committee or other

subdivision thereof, any City department or other administrative

unit, commission, board, or other division of the government of the

City.

(b) "City" means tne City of Cambridge.

(C) "City contractor" means any person (including its agents

or employees acting within the scope of their employment) who is

paid from the city treasary or pursuant to city Ordinance, for
goods or services provided to any city agency, regardless of the

nature of the relationship of such person to the City for purposes

other than this chapter.
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(d) "Contract management authority" means supervisory

responsibility for the formulation, execution or performance of a

city contract, including without limitation the preparation of

specifications, evaluation of bids or proposals, negotiation of

contract terms or supervision of performance.

(e) "Economic interest" means a financial interest, whether

vested or contingent, legal or beneficial, with a present fair
market value greater than two hundred and fifty dollars ($250.00)

which is distinguishable from that of the public generally.

(f) "Employee" means an individual, other than a "Muriicipal

Official," who is employed by the City or any City agency, whether

part-time or full-time.
(9) "Gift" means a delivery of goods, payment, entertainment,

subscription, advance, services or anything of value, unless

consideration of equal or greater value is received. If items are

furnished or services are rendered for less than the fair market

value,"the difference between the fair market value and the price

shall be treated as a gift.

contribution reported as required by law, a commercially reasonable

SECTION 2.118.010. Definitions. As used in this chapter, unless the context

I am writing on behalf of Commonwealth Gas Company ('the Company' herein), in
response to the petition of Irene M. Herman, to amend the zoning of an area ofT North

Massachusetts Avenue m Cambridge. Included within the area proposed to be re-

zoned is a parcel owned 'by the Company, comprisingapproximately 2,107 square
feet, and being located at 14 Cameron Avenue.

The Company cannot support this petition. The Company's position in this matter is

not based on the impact of the re-zoningon any plans for development of this parcel,

as the Company has no such plans, but rather on the Company's mandate (as a

regulated public utility) to preserve the value of its assets for the benefit of its
ratepayers and shareholders. The Company has a regulator station located on this

site, a use which the Company intends to continue for the foreseeable future. While

it is acknowledged that any re-zoningcan not impact current operations (which pre-
date the zoning regulations), we feel that the current proposal has a particularly
detrimental impact on the value of this parcel.

The Committee on Ordinances conducted a public hearing on Thursday,
October 10, 1991 beginning at 5:43 P.M. in the Sullivan Chamber, City Hall for
the purpose of receiving public testimony relative to a proposed amendment to the
Zoning Ordinances as submitted by Irene M. Herman, et al regarding the rezoning
of land in the Northern Massachusetts Avenue area. Members present were:
Councillor Francis Duehay, Councillor Jonathan Myers, Councillor Walter
Sullivan, Councillor Ed Cyr, Councillor Sheila Russell, Councillor William Walsh,
Mayor Alice Wolf, Vice Mayor Kenneth Reeves and City Clerk Joseph Connarton.

Councillor Duehay opened the hearing and outlined the process by which
testimony will be taken with proponents being heard first and opponents being
heard second.

The Committee then heard from Robert Sheketoff, 13 1/2 Cedar Street,
Cambridge who stated that he was also a petitioner and favored the adoption of the
proposed amendment in order to preserve the existing neighborhood from future
large scale development.

The Committee then himrd from Irene Herman, 21 Cedar Street, Cambridge
who also spoke in strong support of the proposed amendment stating she was the
lead petitioner and is very concerned with potential for over development in the
North Cambridge area.

Also speaking in strong support of the petition were; Jeanne Fong, 13 1/2
Cedar Street, Cambridge, Kathleen Lemo, 2 Notre Dame Avenue, Cambridge,
Michael Brandon, 27 Seven Pines Avenue, Cambridge, Philip Dowds, 48 Banks
Street, Cambridge and Don McMath, 97 Pemberton Street, Cambridge, Chairman
of the North Cambridge Stablization Committee, all of whom indicated that further
studies of the planning aspect for North Cambridge needs to be done, that Trolley
Square needs to be down zoned because the traffic patterns just can't accommodate
large development and ihat the North Cambridge Stabilization Committee voted
unanimously to support this petition.

The Committee then ;1eard from Heniy Szafarz, 36 Cameron Avenue,
Cambridge who spoke in opposition to the petition and stated that he had not been
represented in the process of developing this proposed amendment and as a
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property owner, he is dirmtly effected by the petition. He further stated that he
believed that when he fought in World War II he was fighting for democracy and
this was not democracy.

The Committee then heard from John Brown, 2464 Massachusetts Avenue,
' Cambridge, who spoke in opposition to the petition stating that he had been a

general partner of the building located at this location since 1982 and that he had
bought it with the expectation of developing said property. He further stated that
his property went through a major down zoning in 1986 and it was at that time the
F.A.R. was reduced. Furthermore, he stated that it was his understanding that the
petition before the Committee was not endorsed by the Community Devdopment
Department and this iocatijn has been historically a business area. Finally he
stated that he had just received his tax bill in the morning mail and that his taxes
are up 13.5% from last year.

The Committee then heard from John L. Danehy, 2400 Massachusetts
Avenue, Cambridge who spoke in opposition to the petition stated that although
he sat through all the testimony given, he still did not hear why anyone thought
this area should be down zoned. Furthermore, he stated that over 90% of the
effected property owners are opposed to the petition saying that this proposal was
being submitted to satisfy a very few people. He also stated that he tried to meet
with members of the Stabilization Committee but they refuse to meet. Finally he
stated that he believed this was spot zoning and an injustice to the property
owners.

The Committee then heard from Louis Franklin, 30 Cameron Avenue,
Cambridge who spoke in opposition to the petition stating that it was unfair to the
property owners. Furthermore, he stated that he currently resides in a four family
house, but should it be demolished or tom down under the proposed petition only
a two family could be built.

Councillor Walsh qu-2stioned the status of any negotiations with the
Massachusetts Bay Transporiation Authority relative to the so-called car barns.
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He further stated he believed that some discussion had taken place relative
to senior citizen housing being built on this site.

At this time the Committee heard from Mr. Les Barber of the Community
Development Department who stated he was unsure about those negotiations but
would look into it.

Councillor Walsh moved that the petition remain in Committee pending a
report from Community Development.

The motion failed on a roll call vote of 2-5-2-0.

Mayor Wolf moved that the petition be referred to the full City Council
without recommendation.

The motion carried.

The hearing adjourned at 6:20 P.M.

WHEREAS the "Business C-l" classification is found nowhere else in the City of
Cambridge, which suggests a lack of urban planning policies or principles justify-
ing this kind of zoning peculiarity; and

WHEREAS Business C-l zoning will encourage overdevelopment of the afore-
mentioned portion, with serious negative consequences for both the abutting
neighborhood and the City as a whole; and

WHEREAS Cambridge residential streets in general enjoy greater liveability
when the zoning boundary between residential and adjacent commercial use
runs through the middle of the block, rather than down the middle of the street, as
is acknowledged and demonstrated by most of the rest of the zoning along nor-
thern Massachusetts Avenue; and

WHEREAS the recent North Cambridge Neighborhood Study (undated) re-
ports that the Neighborhood Study Committee 'strongly recommends that Trolley
Square be rezoned so that the development potential is comparable to the rest of
Massachusetts Avenue" (p. 51); and

WHEREAS the City Manager's transmittal (10 Oct 91) of this Study to the City
Council states that "it should be used by public agencies to help guide la¶d-use
policy

in North Cambridge in the 1990'S;"
