Police target
drunk drivers

By Anthony G. Paolillo
Chief of Police

The National Highway Safety
Board reports that across our nation
more than 50,000 people are killed in
motor vehicle accidents each year.
In the past decade, nearly 5000 people
lost their lives in Massachusetts
alone. Statistical evidence reveals
that alcohol related accidents ac-
count for more than 50 percent of
these statistics.

1t is the responsibility of the Cam-
bridge Police to vigorously identify
the drinking driver. If any
measureable reduction in drinking
drivers is to occur, a pro-active
patrol force must be utilized.

As chief of police one of my top
priorities has been to intensify the en-
forcement of motor vehicle moving
violations. The number of traffic
citations and warnings issued has in-
creased over 300 percent over the last
three years. Moving vehicle citations
have risen from 5300 in 1980
to 23,300 in 1983. Arrests for driving
under the influence of alcohol have

4. Be extremely skeptical of any
contractor who contacted you door-
to-door.

THE CONTRACT:

1. Get everything in writing. Never
sign a contract immediately. Read it
over and talk to a friend first. If you
do not agree with parts of the con-
tract, cross them out, write in the
changes, and have the contractor in-
itial them.

2. The contract should specify the
work to be done and the material to
be used in detail.

3. Make sure the contractor and
subcontractors certify they are in-
sured for workmen’s compensation,
property damages and personal and
product liability.

4. Make the contractor fulfill any
permit requirements of the city.

5. Write the total amount of the con-
tract and the starting and finishing
dates.

6. Define the payment schedule.
Don’t pay any more than a third
down, (always in check form) and
don’t pay it all until the job is done
and inspected carefully.

What will become of the dollar?
As with all markets, the pendulum
has swung past center toward an
undervalued condition. Once US ex-
ports begin to show signs of a com-
eback the dollar can be expected to
follow suit, although there will cer-
tainly be a lag time. Perhaps this
lag time will frustrate policy
makers into considering a return to
the gold standard (or some varia-
tion). I hope they show greater pa-
tience; the rules of international
currency valuauon have changed

Crime watch

Police target
drunk drivers

By Anthony G. Paolillo
Chief of Police

The National Highway Safety
Board reports that across our nation
more than 50,000 people are killed in
motor vehicle accidents each year.
In the past decade, nearly 5000 people
lost their lives in Massachusetts
alone. Statistical evidence reveals
that alcohol related accidents ac-
count for more than 50 percent of
these statistics.

1t is the responsibility of the Cam-
bridge Police to vigorously identify
the drinking driver. If any
measureable reduction in drinking
drivers is to occur, a pro-active
patrol force must be utilized.

As chief of police one of my top
priorities has been to intensify the en-
forcement of motor vehicle moving
violations. The number of traffic
citations and warnings issued has in-
creased over 300 percent over the last
three years. Moving vehicle citations
have risen from 5300 in 1980
to 23,300 in 1983. Arrests for driving
under the influence of alcohol have

increased over 25 percent during this
same period and the total number of
arrests for traffic offenses has doubl-
ed since 1981.

In 1983, we have had only one fatal
accident, and this was not alcohol
related. This was our lowest total in
the last seven years. We have had a
decrease in reportable accidents of
over 500 in the last two years.

Massachusetts has a tough drunk
driving law. Any individual who is ar-
rested for driving under the influence
of alcohol in Cambridge can expect
swift, certain punishment in the form
of license suspensions, fines and jail
terms. It can be costly. In the
average, a first offender will pay
$1400 in various fines and fees.

The Cambridge Police will
endeavor to do more than their part
to enforce these laws and ensure the
safety of your streets. But is is going
to take public awareness and citizen
support to solve the problem of driv-
ing while drinking.
