There are still several weeks left
to get to the MIT Museum in Cam-
bridge and see some of the very
best wildlife photographs in the
world.

For the first time in its 85-year
existence, the Fauna and Flora ..
Preservation Society, whose head«
quarters are in London, displayed
the winners of its annual photo con-
test at a venue in the US.

The works of the 1986 winners of
the FFPS worldwide wildlife
photography contest can be seen
through February 15 at the
museum.

The winning entries were submit*: .

ted by photographers from 70 coun-
tries and were picked from approx-
imately 7,000 photos sent to the
judges. This annual photo competi-
‘tion is co-sponsored by the BBC
Wildlife magazine, The London
Natural History Museum and the
Prudential Assurance Corp.

The MIT exhibit marks the debut
of the Fauna and Flora Society’s”
North American office. Its ex-
ecutive director, the affable Dr.
Duane Pierson, has been running
the office, located in Boston next to
Angell Memorial Hospital, for just a
year.

Before joining FFPS, Pierson
worked at the State University of
New York at Fredonia at an en-
vironmental education center, one
of several he has developed.

With his assistant Kathy Loving,
Pierson is now selecting ways in
which the FFPS can be effective in
this country, which already has
about a dozen major conservation
groups. “FFPS in Britian has had'
some dynamic leadership in recefit
years,” he explains, adding that
creating a branch in the US was a
move long overdue. He vows his
FFPS will find a niche to fill.

Apart from the photo exhibit at
MIT, the FFPS will hold a combina-
tion wildlife art show and celebrity

Recommendation

The Planning Board recommends the substitution of the Business C
District designation for the Industry C District proposed in the
rezoning petition. The Business C District which is intermediate
in density between the petition's Industry C and the existing

- Industry B District, would permit reasonable development to occur
in the affected area while adequately protecting the close-in
abutting residential neighborhoods. 1In addition the Business C
District would allow housing uses while eliminating a number of
industrial uses which might be inappropriate in this location.

Findings

1. The Industrial B District designation now controlling
development in the area is inappropriate given the immediate
proximity to the Residence C-1 zoned neighborhood along Clark
and Hampshire Streets. Development at the scale of the U.S.
Trust building now under construction in an Industry B zone
across Broadway from the petitioned area would simply be out
of scale given the sensitive transitional nature of the
rezoning area.

2. The Industry C District proposed in the petition would reduce
the development potential in the affected area by three
quarters toan FAR of 1.0. While that reduction would ensure
development compatible with the abutting residential
neighborhood, the area's proximity to Kendall Square and
large commercial development across Broadway and Hampshire

Streets suggests to the Planning Board that somewhat more
development could appropriately be permitted in the area.

The Planning Board therefore suggests an alternate zoning
District: the Business C District currently located in Porter
Square and Alewife Brook Parkway. The Business C District
would provide a reasonable height limit of 55 feet (vs. 45
feet in the petition's proposal and the uniimited height
currently allowed), a floor area ratio of 2.0 (vs. 1.0 in the
petition proposal and 4.0 in the current industry B
District), and the district would introduce housing as an
allowable use (not allowed in the existing district; allowed
in the IC District only as a PUD use which requires a minimum
of five acres. The whole rezoning area here is only three
acres.) .

It became very clear during the hearing before the Planning
Roard Tuesday evening that neither the petitioners nor the
Affected property owners want the petition adopted. Apparently
H.J. Davis Development Corporation has an option to acquire the
former Gulf service station site from Cumberland Farms.
Apparently Davis began negotiations with some, but not all, of
the neighhorhood organizations concerning its plans for the
parcel during the summer. Apparently the neighborhood
representatives decided that the negotiations were not
progressing to their liking and, in order to enhance their
negotiating position, filed this petition seeking to effectuate
the most drastic "down zoning" of the parcel possible under the
Zoning Ordinance.

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protest, We believe, however, that there are several reasons,
more than the others, which compel the rejection of the
petition.

It became very clear during the hearing before the Planning
Roard Tuesday evening that neither the petitioners nor the
affected property owners want the petition adopted. Apparently
H.J. Davis Development Corporation has an option to acquire the
former Gulf service station site from Ccumberland Farms.
Apparently Davis bhegan negotiations with some, but not all, of
the neighborhood organizations concerning its plans for the
parcel during the summer. Apparently the neighborhood ;
representatives decided that the negotiations were not
brogressing to their liking and, in order to enhance their
negotiating position, filed this petition seeking to effectuate
the most drastic "down zoning" of the parcel possible under the
Zoning Ordinance.

The tactics apparently worked, for at the Planning Board
hearing the petitioners reported that they and the developer
had reached agreement the prior evening to ask the Planning
Board to take no action on the petition; that it was likely
that given time, the petitioner and the developers would
conclude an understanding and the petition would most likely bhe
withdrawn.

Despite the fact that Tofias owns and occupi~: more than
two-thirds of the area to be rezoned, and, as the owner of the
parcel directly abutting residential property, and therefore
subject to transitional requirements not affecting the sulf
site, would be the most negatively affected by any "down
zoning", no one advised Tofias of the ongoina discussion, let
alone included us in them. We submit that it is an abuse of
the taxpayer petition process to hold our proverty "hostage" to
extract concessions from a possible purchaser of the Gulf site,

gt is also clear from the discussion at the Planning Roard
Réaring that no one -- neither the petitioners, the developers,
nor the City's planning department -- has carefully analyzed
.the impact of the proposed change on the affected parcels or

" the neighborhood.

An Industri. B district reguires n. side yard or rear yard
setbacks. An Industrial B district requires significant side
vard and rear yard setbacks for non-residential uses abutting
residences or residential districts.
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The change would also greatly increase the parking
requirements. The minimum spaces required would almost

double. The maximum spaces permitted before one must take the
parking into account for purposes of calculating FAR would more
than double.

And, of course, the more apparent changes -- the reduction of
FAR from 4.0 to 1.0 and the imposition of a forty-five foot
height limitation -- have substantial impacts on the use of our
property.

Five other, alternative industrial districts are available,
each with its own characteristics. No one has carefully
studied and compared the impact of any of them. No one has
made a thoughtful determination of which might be more
appropriate than either Industrial B or Industrial C.

Tofias acquired their property and relocated their offices to
Cambridge two years ago in the belief that they had found a
permanent home. The existing building meets their short term
needs and the site permits expansion should it he needed long
term. The adoption of the petition presently before City
Council casts substantial doubt on their ability to remain in
Cambridge over the long term,

We respectfully request that the petition be rejected. ;

This firm represents Tofias, Fleischman, Shaviro & Co, Limi
Partnership ("Tofias") the owner/occupant of ot 85 which

comprises almost two-thirds of the land proposed to be incﬁuded

in the change. By this letter, Tofias makes written protest
against such change in accordance with General Laws Chapter:

We understand.that the owner of the other major parcel of

affected land is also filing a written protest with you. Wp

concur with the reasons we understand it will set forth in its
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protest. We believe, however, that there are several reasons,
more than the others, which compel the rejection of the
petition. ' :

It became very clear during the hearing before the Planning
Board Tuesday evening that neither the petitioners nor the
affected property owners want the petition adopted. Apparently
H.J. Davis Development Corporation has an option to acquire the
former Gulf service station site from Cumberland Farms,
Apparently Davis began negotiations with some, but not all, of
the neighborhood organizations concerning its plans for the
parcel during the summer. Apparently the neighborhood
representatives decided that the negotiations were not
progressing to their liking and, in order to enhance their
negotiating position, filed this petition seeking to effectuate
the most drastic "down zoning" of the parcel possible under the
Zoning Ordinance. i

The tactics apparently worked, for at the Planning Board
hearing the petitioners reported that they and the developer
had reached agreement the prior evening to ask the Planning
Board to take no action on the petition; that it was likely
that given time, the petitioner and the developers would
conclude an understanding and the petition would most likely be
withdrawn. The petitioners specifically stated that they do
not believe an Industrial C designation to be appropriate and
suggested that the other less restrictive industrial
designations ought to be considered.

Despite the fact that Tofias owns and occupi~: more than
two-thirds of the area to be rezoned, and, as the owner of the
parcel directly abutting residential property, and therefore
subject to transitional requirements not affencting the Gulf
site, would be the most negatively affected bv any "down
zoning", no one advised Tofias of the ongoina discussion, let
alone included us in them. We submit that it is an abuse of
the taxpayer petition process to hold our pronerty "hostage" to
extract concessions from a possible purchase: of the Gulf site.

Tt is also clear from the discussion at the Planning Roard
hearing that no one -- neither the petitioners, the developers,
nor the City's planning department -- has carefully analyzed
the impact of the proposed change on the affected parcels or
the neighborhood.

An Tndustrial B district requires no side yard or rear vard
sethacks. An Industrial B district requires significant side
yard and rear yard setbacks for non-residential uses abutting
residences or residential districts.
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The change would also greatly increase the parking
requirements. The minimum spaces required would almost

double., The maximum spaces permitted before one must take the
parking into account for purposes of calculating FAR would more
than double.

And, of course, the more apparent changes -- the reduction of
FAR from 4.0 to 1.0 and the imposition of a forty-five foot
height limitation -- have substantial impacts on the use of our
property.

Five other, alternative industrial districts are available,
each with its own characteristics. No one has carefully
studied and compared the impact of any of them. No one has
made a thoughtful determination of which might be more
appropriate than either Industrial B or Industrial C.

Tofias acquired their property and relocated their offices to
Cambridge two years ago in the belief that they had found a
permanent home. The existing building meets their short term
needs and the site permits expansion should it bhe needed long
term. The adoption of the petition presentlv before City
Council casts substantial doubt on their ability to remain in
Cambridge over the long term.

We respectfully request that the petition be rejected.

We believe, however, that there are several reasons,
more than the others, which compel the rejection of the |
petition. !
It became very clear during the hearing before the Planning
Roard Tuesday evening that neither the petitioners nor the,
affected property owners want the petition adopted. Apparently
H.J. Davis Development Corporation has an option to acquire the
former Gulf service station site from Cumber]land Farms.
Apparently Davis bhegan negotiations with some, but not all, of
the neighhorhood organizations concerning its plans for the
parcel during the summer. Apparently the neighborhood
representatives decided that the negotiations were not
progressing to their liking and, in order to enhance their
negotiating position, filed this petition seeking to effectuate
the most drastic "down zoning" of the parcel possible under the
Zoning Ordinance.

The tactics apparently worked, for at the Planning Board
hearing the petitioners reported that they and the developer
had reached agreement the prior evening to ask the Planning
Board to take no action on the petition; that it was likely
that given time, the petitioner and the developers would
conclude an understanding and the petition would most likely bhe
withdrawn., The petitioners specifically stated that they Ado
not believe an Industrial C designation to be appropriate and
suggested that the other less restrictive industrial
designations ought to be considered.

Despite the fact that Tofias owns and occupi~3 more than
two-thirds of the area to be rezoned, and, as the owner of the
parcel directly abutting residential property, and therefore
subject to transitional requirements not affecting the sulf
site, would be the most negatively affected hy any "down
zoning", no one advised Tofias of the ongoina discussion, let
alone included us in them. We submit that it is an abuse of
the taxpayer petition process to hold our proverty "hostage" to
extract concessions from a possible purchaser of the Gulf site,

lt is also clear from the discussion at the Planning Roard
earing that no one -- neither the petitioners, the developers,
nor the City's planning department -- has carefully analyzed

.the impact of the proposed change on the affected parcels or

" the neighborhood.

'An. Industrial B district reguires n. side. yard or rear “yard

- setbacks. An Industrial B district requires significant side
vyard and rear yard setbacks for non-residential uses abutting
residences or residential districts.
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The change would also greatly increase the parking
requirements. The minimum spaces required would almost

double. The maximum spaces permitted before one must take the
parking into account for purposes of calculating FAR would more
than double.

And, of course, the more apparent changes -- the reduction of
FAR from 4.0 to 1.0 and the imposition of a forty-five foot
height limitation -- have substantial impacts on the use of our
property.

Five other, alternative industrial districts are available,
each with its own characteristics. No one has carefully
studied and compared the impact of any of them. No one has
made a thoughtful determination of which might be more
appropriate than either Industrial B or Industrial C.

On September 17, 1987, Clifford A. Truesdell, et al, filed a
Petition with your office seeking the rezoning of a parcel of land
bounded by Broadway, Portland, Market, Clark, and Hampshire Streets
(the "Parcel") from the Industrial B Zoning District to the
Industrial C Zoning District (the "Petition"). This letter is
being submitted to you as a written protest pursuant to the
provisions of Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 40A, Section 5
against the adoption of such change by the Cambridge City Council.
In accordance with such Section, the undersigned are the owners of
more than twenty (20%) percent of the area of the land included in
the proposed zoning change.

The undersigned landowners urge rejection of the Petition for
the following reasons:

1. The Petition, if adopted by the City Council, would
constitute spot zoning," which has long been declared to
be invalid by the Courts of the Commonwealth. The

3 Petition represents a classic example of spot zoning
' inasmuch as the Petitioners have singled out a small
parcel of land for different treatment from that of other
land in the same zoning district which will result in
severe economic detriment to the affected landowners. a
review of the Zor‘ig Maps of the City of cambridge shows
. thac the Parcel h.s been zoned for industrial purposes
since 1924 and has remained in a large Industrial B
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The adoption of the Petition would amount to a taking
without compensation inasmuch as the proposed rezoning of
the Parcel would deprive the undersigned landowners of
the reasonable use of their property. Reclassifying the
Parcel as Industrial C would render economic development
of the lots comprising the Parcel unfeasible by virtue of
the extreme changes in the dimensional and density
requirements applicable to the Parcel.

Moreover, recent United States Supreme Court
decisions have significantly expanded the rights of
landowners to be awarded compensation for deprivation of
property rights. Such rulings clearly limit the ability
of municipalities to enact land use regulations under the
guise of the police power rendering municipalities liable
for damages to landowners adversely affected by invalid
zoning amendments.

For all of the reasons stated above, the undersigned
landowners respectfully urge the City Council to reject the

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Zoning District since the adoption of the Zoning Map
dated December, 1943, despite numerous revisions and
modifications to the Zoning Map in the ensuing years. As
indicated by its inclusion historically in the Industrial
B District, the Parcel is similarly situated with the
remaining land in the Industrial B District and in the
Mixed Use Development District, (formerly classified
Industrial B) and because of its location along| Portland
Street and Broadway is logically connected with the
business and commercial activity related to Kendall
Square and should retain its classification in the
Industrial B District. ‘

The Petition, if adopted by the City Council, would
violate the principle of uniform classification of zoning
districts. It is the clear mandate of M.G.L. Chapter 40A
and the cases decided thereunder that zoning districts
must be uniform within the district for each class or
kind of structures or uses permitted. There have been no
changes to the Parcel or the immediately surrounding area
which support a change in the existing classification of
the Parcel from Industrial B to Industrial C.

Massachusetts law requires that zoning district boundary
lines may only be changed as a result of a comprehensive,
well considered planning process on behalf of a city or
town promoting uniformity of uses and dimensional and
density regulations. It is clear that this Petition is
not part of any comprehensive planning process but rather
has been proposed in reaction to a development project
planned for one of the properties included in the Parcel.

The detriment imposed upon the undersigned landcwners by
the adoption of the Petition would far exceed any benefit
to the inhabitants of that part of the City affected by
the proposed zoning change or on the general public. Most
of the lots on the Parcel are set off from the
surrounding residential areas by other non-residential
uses or major streets. The only possible benefit to the
inhabitants of the area is a reduction in traffic due to
the restrictive density requirements of the Industrial C
District. Proximity of the Parcel to Portland Street and
Broadway mitigates any traffic flow through residential

-areas that would be creatcd by development on the Parcel,

so that restrictive dimenc. >nal and density regulations
which would be imposed by the adoption of the Petition
would have a severe adverse impact on the affected
landowners with a negligible benefit to the surrounding
area.
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The Zoning Map accompanying the ordinance passed to be ordained
entitled the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cambridge is hereby
amended by striking the designation Industrial B and inserting
in place thereof the designation Industrial C insofar as it relates
to the following named areas of land:
