AN ORDINANCE

In amendment to an ordinance formerly entitled: '"The General Ordinances
of the City of Cambridge'" as revised in 1972 and now designated as '"The
Code of the City of Cambridge'.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Cambridge as follows:
Chapter Twelve entitled: "Licenses and Permits" is hereby amended by
striking out the present section 12-12 and substituting in place thereof

a new section 12-12 entitled: '"Regulations for Automatic Amusement

Devices'", to read as follows:

Sec. 12-12. Regulations for Automatic Amusement Devices.

(a) Definitions) For the purposes of this Section, an "automatic
amusement device" shall mean any mechanism whereby, through the inser-
tion of a coin or token, any apparatus in released or set in motion or is
put in a position where it may be set in motion for the purpose of playing
any game, including, buf'not exclusively, such devices as are commonly
known as pinball machines, marble games, diggers, grab machines, baseball
or football machine games, target machines and horse racing machines.

For the purposes of this Section, a "person'" shall have the same
definition as set forth in Section 1-16 of this Code.

(b) License Required) It shall be unlawful for any person having
title to or responsibility for the maintenance or operation of any res-
taurant, public hall, store, place of amusement or any other place to

which members of the public may resort, to maintain, operate or permit to



be operated or maintained in said premises, any automatic amusement device
without having first obtained a valid license or licenses from the License
Commission, pursuant the provisioas of this Ordinance.

(c) Gambling Devices Not Permitted) Nothing in this ordinance shall
in any way be construed to authorize, license or permit any gambling de=
vices whatsoever, or any mechanism that has been judicially determined to
be a gambling device, or in any way contrary to law, or that may be
contrary to any future laws of tlre Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

(d) Application) Application for such license shall be made out in
duplicate and submitted to the License Commission upon a form to be sup-
plied by the License Commission for that purpose. The application for
such license shall contain the following information:

(1) Name and address of the applicant, age, date and place of
birth. If said applicant is a corporation, partnership, asso-
ciation, or other business entity, said application shall
include certified documentation sufficient to prove the appli-
cant's existence, principal business address, person or officer
upon whom service of process may be served, and the names and
addresses of all directors, partners, or if an association, of
all members of said association.
(2) Prior criminal convictions, if any, of applicant or its
directors, partners cr members as specified in (1), above.
(3) Place where mactine or device is to be displayed or
operated and the bus:iness conducted at that place.
(4) Description of nachine to be covered by the license,
mechanical features, name of manufacturer, serial number.

No license shall be issued to any applicant unless he
shall be over twenty one (21) years of age and a citizen of

the United States.

Inspection) The License Commission shall refer one copy of

said application to the City Electrical Inspector.

(1) The Electrical Inspector shall inspect all wiring and
connections to'the machine, and shall determine if the same
complies with the Commonwealth of Massachusetts State Build-
ing Code. Findings of the Electfical Inspector shall be
immediately communicated in writing to the License Commis-
sion. No license shall be issued to any applicant unless
first approved for proper wiring by the Electrical Inspector.
Investigation by License Commission and Hearing)

(1) The License Commission shall investigate and ascertain
if the applicant is a person of good moral character. It
shall also hold a public hearing in accordance with the pro-
visions of General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, within
sixty five days after the filing of an application to which
all interested parties may attend. Failure by the License
Commission to take final action upon an application within
ninety days following the date of public hearing on said ap-
plication shall be deemed to be a grant of the application
for said license.

(é) In rendefing its decision to grant or deny said appli-
cation, the License Commission shall take into consideration
the moral character of the applicant and shall further ascer-
tain if the proposed locus of said device would be compatible
with, and in the best interest of the public health, safety,
morals and general welfare of the inhabitants of the commu-
nity potentially affected thereby.

License Fee) Every applicant, before being granted a license

shall pay $250.00 as the annual license fee for the privilege

a description and the serial number of the new machine or
device. Not more than one machine shall be operated
under one license and the applicant or licensee shall

be required to secure a license for each and every machine
displayed or operated by Lim.

(3) 1If the licensee shall move his place of business to
another location within thte City of Cambridge, the 1i-
cense may be transferred to such new location only upon
application to the License Commission, giving the street
and number of the new location. The new location shall
be approved by the License Commission in the same manner
as provided in subsections (f) and (g) of this ordinance.

expressly reserved, to revoke the same should the licensee,
directly or indirectly, permit the operation of any auto-
matic amusement device contrary to the provisions of this
ordinance, the ordinances of the City of Cambridge, or the
laws of the Commonwealth of-Massachusetts.
