There is
something nice about seeing familiar faces on
the street, about recognizing somebody as a
kid you used to play ball with 20 years ago. We
lost a lot of our older families in the ’60s. I
hope we can hold on te them now.”

Rich comes by his love of Cambridge
naturally, since his family has been here for
100 years, first in East Cambridge and later
on Leonard Ave. Avenue. His father, the late
Richard McKinnon, ran for the City Council
40 years ago although Rich never knew it until
Councillor Frank Duehay recently discovered
b
Before entering Harvard, Rich attended the
¥letcher School and CHLS. He worked

. <cvenings while in high school and during his

first year in college, becoming night manager
of Copyquik in Harvard Square. After a year
at Harvard, he left college and opened a
printing business in Waltham which he ran
successfully for five years. When he decided
to return to college, he sold the company to
his employees who are still in business as the
Capra Reproduction Center.

. For three years while earning his degree at

Harvard, Rich drove Yellow Cabs at night.
“After midnight,”’ he says, “Cambridge is a
wholly different town.” He liked the job
because it was flexible: he could study in the
cab during slack times, and if an exam were
coming, could take a night or two off and
make it up later. :
Hired at city hall

In October 1975, he was hired by Mayor
Walter Sullivan as an administrative aide to
replace John DeVillars who had left to join
Birch Bayh’s presidential campaign staff.

‘When Alfred Vellucci was elected mayor the

next February, Rich offered to resign, but the
new mayor said he had watched his work,

-~ liked it, and wanted him to stay.

Rich says both Sullivan and Vellucci h ave
been gracious to him, and that working for
and ‘with them has taught him a lot. ‘“They
have really been around,” he says. ‘“They
have nearly a half century of public life
between them. It is wonderful to be able to
benefit from their experience.” :

After the Council created the new position
of Administrative Assistant to the City

Council and ‘it had been advertised, Rich

applied. Two and a half months later, after all
applicants had been interviewed, the Council
unanimously elected Rich for a two-year term
in the $15,000-a-year position. He took office
on Oct. 15, 1976.

One of the programs closest to his heart is
trying: to obtain for each Councillor a
graduate student intern from Harvard or MIT
to work with the committee the Councillor
chairs. The idea is to have the committee’s
subject matter match the intern’s field of
siidy. ¢ _

As of now there are five interns assigned fo

‘committee chairmen, one from Harvard Law

School and the other four from the MIT
Department of Urban Studies and Planning.
Interns for Mayor Vellucci and two other
Councillors are expected to come from
Harvard’s Kennedy School of Government
shortly, and Duehay, chairman of the finance
committee, expects to have two interns from
MIT’s Sloan School of Management assigned
to that committee.

“It’s a good beginning,” Rich says. “The

Councillors are getting first class work from

the interns. This year we are establishing a
relationship with the universities and getting
the kinks out of the program. Next year it
should be topnotch.” :

Rich sees his function as “serving the
Council as an institutional body,” and adds ‘I
work on the assumption that the better the

information, the better the decisions.”
