Ruggles denied again

The Cambridge License Commis-
sion passed an official policy on li-
quor licenses from Harvard to Cen-
tral Squares’ on Tuesday night, and
then voted specifically on several
establishments contained within that
area

By setting a cap on any additional
liquor licenses in Harvard Square,
Central Square, and the area in-
between, the commission put an end
to the question of whether they
should halt the number of pouring
licenses.

The commission — which is com-
posed of Chairman James McDavitt,
Police Chief Anthony Paolillo, and
Fire Chief Thomas Scott — also voted
to deny Ruggles Pizza of Harvard
Square a long sought after beer and
wine license, and granted a new full
liquor license to Cafe Suschi, which is
located on Mass Ave between Har-
vard and Central Squares.

In another related decision, the
commission granted a permanent ex-
tension of an existing license to the
Wursthaus restaurant, allowing
them to extend their premises to the
plaza outside their restaurant for six
months a year, serving alcoholic
beverages there. (See related story.)

In setting a quota on what they
divided into three areas, the Com-
mission set official policy in a debate
which has raged for years. Citizen
groups, most notably the Harvard
Square Defense Fund, have been
clamoring for a cap on the liquor
licenses issued in some areas of the

citv. Claiming-that. the citv-already.
has ‘too many licenses, the Defense

CEOC gets wrist-slap

(EOCD), CEOC’s

Opportunity Committee VCEO(‘) still
has its detractors, a recent assess-
ment of the committee has resulted
in a critical, but not condemnatory
report that may clear the way for a
less troubled and more productive
future for the agency.

The assessment, although
characterized as routine in nature,
followed a strongly worded letter of
complaint against the management
of the agency from CEOC board and
School Committee member Glenn
Koocher, as well as criticisms over
the last couple of years from the city
manager and the Cambridge Depart-
ment of Human Services. The assess-
ment was conducted by the Ex-
ecutive Office of Communities and

pnmary funding source.

While certifying the agency fiscal-
ly accountable, the assessment
report also states that CEOC, an anti-
poverty agency funded through state
and federal grants, is isolated from
the broader human services network
in Cambridge and suffers from a lack
of visibility in the community. In ad-
dition, the report states that the
agency generally lacks formal
methods of evaluating its programs
and the delegate agencies it funds
and fails to tie its funding and pro-
gram considerations to an effecme

of needs in the

ty.
CEOC has somewhat of a
checkered past. Plagued fiscally by

an ill-fated union with Somerville as
SCEOC in the 1980-81 and an
embezzlement conviction of a former
executive director in 1982.

CEOC Executive Director Cornelia
Kane said she considers the report
positive and accurate and hopes the
harsh criticisms of CEOC will be
quieted by the findings in the report
Noting that the report does indicate a
need for improvement within the
agency, Kane said that many of the
same concerns outlined in the report
are addressed in CEOC’s proposed
work plan-for the next year. The
work plan, which still needs to be ap-
;proved by the EOCD, calls for the
agency to conduct an assessment of

Yet the decision also honored the
requests of several local merchants
who supported the tables for the

providing in Harvard Square.

The license will allow the
Wursthaus to extend its restaurant

At the meeting
following the table’s appearance,
the license commission granted
Cardullo a temporary license — ex-
cluding liquor — for the area, valid
until the September 10 meeting.

License commissioner James
McDavit said at the time that the
license was granted because a city
council ordinance of May 1984,
backed by City Councilor Walter
Sullivan, requested the Public
Works Commissioner Everett Ken-
nedy grant Cardullo a permit for
the tables.

Police Chief Amhony Paolillo
said at Tuesday’s meeting that he
voted in favor of the license because
the area had previously “been the
favorite dwelling spot of numerous

Porn measure blocked

The Cambridge City Council may
be on the verge of repeating history if
it votes again next week to deny an
anti-pornography referendum a
place on the November ballot.

Two years ago, the City Council
voted against placing the ‘‘Nuclear
Free Cambridge’ referendum on the
ballot, despite the fact that the re-
quisite number of registered Cam-
bridge voters had signed a petition
The case wound up with a court
ordering Cambridge to place the
referendum on the ballot

This time around, the City Council
has again been presented with a peti-
tion with certified signatures. And
Monday night, the City Council voted
54 to keep the anti-pornography
referendum off the ballot. That ap-
peared to be the end of the council’s
action on- the issue, but Wednesday
morning, City Councillor David
Sullivan filed a motion for recon-
sideration of the vote, which will be
heard at the council meeting next
week.

According to state law, once the
signatures of a petition have been
certified, the City Council must vote
the substance of the petition into law
or vote to put the matter on the
ballot

The discussion at City Council to
determine whether to place the
referendum on the ballot turned on
the alleged unconstitutionality of the

proposed ordinance. Because state
law does not stipulate whether the
content of a proposed referendum
need be considered constitutional by
the city council in order to be placed
on a ballot — and because modern
day society is as it is — lawyers rush-
ed in where legislation feared to
tread.

And they rushed in with conflicting
opinions.

City Solicitor Russell Higley
asserted, “There is no question that
the City Council has the power to
refuse to place a referendum on the
ballot thal is beyond the power to
enact.’

Councillor David Sullivan, who
serves by day as counsel for the state
election division, argued for placing *
the referendum on the ballot, despite
his stated belief that the referendum
itself is ‘‘clearly unconstitutional”
and amounts to ‘‘thought control.”

““The city has no discretion on the
matter...it must enact it into law or
place it on the ballot,”” he said. “I
think the voters have the right to vote
on it no matter whether its constitu-
tional.”

UNIQUE PRESCRIPTIONS

It is estimated that physicians, dentists, podiatrists, and
other health professionals produce over one billion
prescriptions each year. And each one of these prescrip-
tions is in some way unique to the individual for whom it is
prescribed. For almost every prescription, the following
must be determined: (1) the type of medicine to be used,
(2) the dosage regimen (once daily, twice daily, etc.), (3) the
dosage form (liquid, tablet, suppository, etc.), and (4) the
quantity of medicine to be dispensed and, therefore, the

The prescriber must take into consideration factors such
as age, weight, sex, and general condition of health of the
patient. Other medicines being taken must also be con-
sidered because of drug-drug interactions. Even diet and
drug-food interactions must be evaluated.

Because every prescription is in some way unique to each
patient, it is an unwise health practice to use the prescrip-
tion medicines of others. What is good for one person may
be harmful to another—even when taken according to

The director emeritus of the Opera-
tions Research Center at MIT, Philip
Morse, 82, died September 5 in the
Emerson Hospital.

Mr. Morse had also been professor
emeritus of physics and former
director of the Computations Center.

At the time of the war, he was in-
volved with research on a weapon’s
effectiveness and combat perfor-
mance.

By introducing a
residential zone (thus residential uses) abutting existing commereial uses i.e.,
the new "Night Stage" Jazz Club, located on the corner of Cherry and Main
Street, across the street from the new Bettrueci's (Italian food) restaurant we
are planting the seed for future trouble. Future residents of the proposed
residential zone will complain about noise from the Jazz Club, smelling food,
visual blight (because they will be looking at the back end of commercial uses
where garbage is usually maintained), parking problems, etc. At that time, the
Jazz Club and other commercial uses along Main Street, will maintain that
they were "here" first and the residential uses were forced to be located
adjacent to them. We create a conflict every time we locate two different
zones/uses adjacent to each other without a buffer.

School Street, a Better "Buffer"

In summary, a street (School Street) is a much better "puffer" between the two
zones than a line drawn "arbitrarily" in the middle of a commercial block.
This brings us to my second point: :

2.  +80% Non-residential

Over 80% of the land use covered by the proposed zone change is non-
residential. The only area that is truly residential in use is the three
residential uses (#15-17 Bishop Allen Drive, lot no. 45, #86 and #88 School
Street, lots No. 46 and 127). ,

"Spot Zoning™"

Those three residential uses, however, are 'somehow' excluded from the
proposed zone change, and the owners and tenants of numbers 15-17 Bishop-
Allen Drive have determined (by their signatures on the proposed petition) and
are maintaining that other properties around them should have their zone
changed!! as if they are living on an isolated island.
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I believe that both their exclusion and other properties' inelusion in the
proposed zone change borders on spot zoning in addition to making no planning
and land use sense.

3. +90% Owners Opposed

Over 90% of the owners affected by the proposal are opposed to the zone
change. The two churches in the area who originally supported the petition
have signed a counter petition now on file with the City Clerk, opposing the
petition.

4,  Petition Signatures

The petition claims twenty-six signatures; six of which - in my opinion - do not
qualify. These six are those who are excluding their own properties
(mentioned above) from the petition. The property owners in the area have
collected, to date, more than forty-six signatures of tenants, owners,
employers and others in the area opposing the proposed petition. ,

BA-2 versus C2-1 Zoning

The proposed zone change will not achieve Ms. Vickers'.objective. 1 believe that
applying BA-2 zoning instead of the proposed C2-1 would maintain the current zone
but would drastically reduce residential densities or heights in the BA zone. It
would: '

A) Reduce maximum building heights
B) Reduce densities and decrease parking congestion in the area.

I fully support a BA-2 zone designation if it includes all properties bound by:
Windsor Street
School Street
Bishop Allen Drive
Main Street

I would not support a BA-2 designation that would only cover one-half of the block
and would, arbitrarily, exclude the three properties previously mentioned ‘in this
letter. .

Mr. Parris, I would appreciate your distributing copies of my letter amoﬁg your
colleagues on the planning board and among all of the Council members.

Recommendation

The Board recommends adoption of that portion of the petition
_(part 2) affecting the area between Columbia Street and Pine
Street which would be rezoned from Business A to Residence C-1.
However, the Board does not recommend the adoption of the
remainder of the petition (part 1) affecting the area between
School Street and Main Street in either its original or revised
forms; rather it is suggested that a modified petition be ,
submitted expanding the area covered amd considering possible
alternate zoning district designations (Please see the findings
following, paragraph 6 adn enclosed maps).

Findings

1. The area subject to the petition shares wsith many other
locations in the City the difficulty of providing a reasonable
transition between areas of significantly differing uses and
development densities., It is appropriate that alternate means be
explored to ease that difficult transition.

2. Part 2 of the petiton, that area between Columbia and Pine
Streets, is more a physical and use extension of the residential
block to which it belongs than it is an extension of the business
district that fronts the north side of Bishop Allen Drive of
which it is now a part. As almost half of this area is currently
used residentially and the remainder is devoted to parking lots
that could easily be converted to residential use in the future,
redesignation of the area to Residence C-1l distriect is
appropriate.

3. Part 1 of the petition, the area between School Street and
Main Street, is much more diverse in current use patterns.
Commercial and commercial parking uses predominate both in the
two blocks as a whole and in the partial area proposed to be
rezoned.

4y, Of the fourteen lots proposed to be rezoned in this Part 1
area, only three are residentially used. Several lots that are
residential in use would remain in the Business A district. The
area suggested for inclusion in th rezoning is from a planning
and use perspective, arbitrary and inconsistent and likely to
result in future land use conflicts.
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5. Because of the small size of the two city blocks affected by
part 1 of the petition it is difficult to establish a residential
distriet within those blocks that would not aggravate the ,
transition problems the petition as a whole is attempting to
address. Inclusion of the whole two blocks within a single
residential zone would be the most appropriate course of action
if commercial uses were not such a large part of the existing use
mix. However, at a minimum any residential district established
should be large enough to encompass most of the existing
residential uses in the two blocks affected. The original
petition includes as many residential uses as it includes. 1In
addition a new residential district should establish an area.
sufficient in size to permit a solid residential environment to
be established over time. With expansion the petition as .
originally submitted might establish such an enviromnent; as
revised the residential area would appear to be too small to
adequately buffer residential uses from adjacent commercial
activity.

6. Two alternates to the residential rezoning proposed/or Part I
of the petition are possible. They could certainly meet the:
petitioners stated objective of reducing the scale of development
possible in the existing Business A district while permitting:
existing owners more flexibility of use than would be allowed in
any residential rezoning:

Alternative #1 ' :

Rezone an area to a depth of 100 feet from School Street to an
Office - 1 designation. The Office-1 District has the advantage
for the neighborhood of dimensional regulations exactly as those
permitted in the Residence C-1 District combined with the
advantage to property owners of the option of office use of their
property. Density transitions would be achieved exactly as in
the residential rezoning proposal while the office uses would
provide a good use neighbor to both residential and commmercial
uses.

Alternative #2

Rezone the whole of the two blocks to a Business A-1 designation.
The scale of development possible is significantly reduced in
this option: Housing is allowed subjected to the same dimensional
"standards applicable in a Residence C-1 District; commercial: uses
are limited to the 35 feet and other dimensional standards of the
existing Business A District. The full range of business uses
would still be permitted along School Street which may be
undesirable from the residential neighborhood's point of view.
