However , this series
of proposed amendments does not include the amendments concerning
setbacks in the Office 2 and 3 districts and the lot width amend-
ment .

The Hearinqs

At the Mas' 19 , 1981 public hearings , Community Development zoning
staff presented a suramary of the proposed amendments. There
were no citizen comments. The Planning Board suggested a slightrevision to the amendment concerning gross floor area.
