John Pitkin, 18 Fayette Street, spoke in support of both amendments. The
second, the procedural amendment, is very sensible. The first amendment is a loophole
that should not exist. The whole IPOP makes no sense if you allow parking garages to
be built as of right.

Elie Yarden, 143 Pleasant Street, Spoke in opposition to the amendment.

David Clem, Lyme Properties, stated that he supports the intent but that the
actual proposal is seriously flawed. It deletes two sections that he doubts that drafters
" planned to delete. At the Planning Board’s hearing on this proposal the Planning Board
could not understand what was intended.

Joe Tulimieri, Executive Director, Cambridge Redevelopment Authority, spoke
in opposition to both proposed amendments and submitted a letter detailing the
Cambridge Redevelopment Authority’s objections. (Attachment B)

Councillor Sullivan moved that this hearing be adjourned and that another
meeting be scheduled when the Law Department has determined whether the petition
can go forward or whether it must be re-advertised. The motion passed on a voice vote
and the hearing was adjourned at 7:08 p.m.

Present at the February 24, 1999 hearing, which began at 7:42 p.m. in the
Sullivan Chamber, were Councillor Davis, Chair of the Committee, Councillor

Councillor Davis convened the hearing and explained the purpose. She:

proposed amendment. Ms. Glowa stated that her review of the relevant law has
- persuaded her that the notice was adequate to put the public on notice that the
Ordinance Committee hearing would be about potential changes to Section 11.511, and
that it satisfies the notice requirements.

Councillor Davis then requested that Mr. Barber cxplain the proposed change to
Section 11.551, and Mr. Barber did so.

Mr. Barber noted that the proposal does two things. Currently a project must
have an interim planning overlay permit (IPOP) before a building permit will be issued.
This amendment specifies that the project cannot get a special permit until it has an
IPOP and also provides that the developer can apply for the IPOP at the time that he or
she applies for other special permits.




Councillor Born asked whether under the IPOP as it currently exists, it is
possible to obtain a PUD special permit or a building permit and hold the permit for the

duration of two years (one year plus extension) with hopes that the IPOP would no
longer be in effect.

Mr. Barber said that currently an owner can seek a special permit and not seek
the building permit that triggers the IPOP requirement.

Councillor Born asked whether it is possible to amend the amendment so as to
keep a provision that is currently in the ordinance but was inadvertently not included in
the proposed substitute. Attorney Glowa answered in the affirmative. Councillor Born
requested that the appropriate language be prepared by the Law Department.

Councillor Davis then invited the public testimony in support of the proposal.

John Pitkin, 18 Fayette Street, spoke in support of the amendment It is
necessary to unify the project review. It is good planning.

Councillor Davis then invited public testimbny in opposition.

Stash Horowitz, 17 Florence Street, stated that the Planning Board is already
overwhelmed, and this will make it worse. Combining the special permits sets a clock
going that the Planning Board cannot possibly meet. Do not “blitzkrieg” the Planning
Board.

Elie Yarden, 143 Pleasant Street, spoke in opposition to the proposed
amendment.

Councillor Born moved that the proposed amendment be forwarded to the full
City Council. The motion passed without objection on a voice vote.

By separate letter to the City Clerk, a copy of which is attached,
the Cambridge Redevelopment Authorlty interposed its objection to
the passage of the above-noted zoning ordinance amendments and
requested a determination whether the owners of twenty-percent
(20%) of the affected land area have filed similar protest(s).

This letter is intended to advise the Committee on Ordinances of
the basis for our objection as a land owner and as the supervisory
public agency responsible for the planned development of the
Kendall Square Urban Renewal Area.

1. Co ict wi isti

Within the Mixed Use Development (MXD) zoning district
governing the development of the Kendall Square Urban
Renewal Area, the Authority is supervising the construction
and development of hotel, retail, office and blotechnology
manufacturing uses. Unllke any other zoning district,
on-street parking is not permitted for the entire dzstrlct.
Also, the development area known as Cambridge Center is
governed by agreements with a private developer which
obligate the developer to construct structured parking.

This will result in the construction of three (3) parking
structures when the development area is built-out. Only two
(2) of those parking facilities have been constructed.

Perhaps the single most important factor for a developer and
its tenants to make a decision to locate, and to expand, in
Cambridge is reliance upon the groundrules articulated and

enforced by the public sector. The case of the construction
of the third parking facility is illustrative of private
sector commitment Dbased on our collective . publlc
representations of the established groundrules contained in
‘growth management policies, zoning regulations, the provisions
of the Kendall Square Urban Renewal Plan and the development
agreements. The approval of such drastic revisions of the
Zoning ordinance, as proposed in these zoning amendments
would not conform to the established groundrules and would
have a extraordinarily highly negative impact on carefully
planned future development. :

2. Economic Impact.

The Kendall Square Urban Renewal Area has produced 2,116,280
square feet of private development, over 6,000 permanent ]obs
and over $10-million in annual tax revenues and user fees.
Under the present zoning and urban renewal plan regqulations,
it is anticipated that an additional 650,000 square feet of
development will be built representing an additional private
sector investment in the range of $80-million. The projected
development translates into 750 temporary construction ]obs,
over 1,500 additional permanent jobs and $2. 6-million in
add1t10nal annual property tax revenues. Recently, the
development of a hotel use at Six Cambridge Center, for which
~-we secured City Council and Planning Board approval and an
office use at Eight Cambridge Center, is generating 300
temporary jobs, over 700 permanent jobs and $1,700,000. in
additional annual tax and user fee revenues. Upon completlon
of the total project, the aggregate private investment in
Cambridge Center will approach $400-million.

3. Other Negative Impacts

The proposed amendments require an unfair, complex, costly and
duplicative public administrative review of a project
previously approved by the Planning Board and the city
Council. The Authority is the designated superv151ng publlc
agency and is responsible for the public review of projects in
the MXD zoning district.

It is our view that the proposed amendments which include
parking facilities offer a "shot-qun" approach to land use
policy and would jeopardize the construction of a parking
facility which the private developer is obligated to
construct in the MXD zoning district.

The parking facilities serving the Cambridge Center
development were intended to be operated as pooled private

parking structures as provided for in Section 14.523 of the
Cambridge Zoning Ordinance. This zoning regulation is
restated and amplified in the development agreements with the
" developer. Such an arrangement reduces vehicular queuing
and circulation and has the added effect of trip reduction
and vehicle miles of travel and the associated air quality
proplems.

Based on the above} we respectfully request that the Committee on
ordinances in its report to the City Council recommend unfavorable
action on the proposed zoning amendments. :

If the Committee on Ordinances determines to recommend favorable
action by the city Council, it is requested that you further
recommend exempting the MXD zoning district from the provisions of
the Interim Planning Overlay Proposal (IPOP) ordinance and the
proposed amendments. '

The Ordinance Committee held public hearings on January 27, 1999 and
February 24, 1999 for the purpose of considering two proposed amendments of Section
11.500 of the Zoning Ordinance, the Interim Planning Overlay Petition (IPOP). The
first proposal would amend the text of Section 11.502 to make the provisions of the
IPOP apply to all new construction of more than 150 spaces in a parking facility. The
other amendment would replace paragraph 11.511 with a new section 11.511 which
would allow the application for the planning overlay special permit to be simultaneous
with the application to the Planning Board for other special permits. (Attachment A)

The January 27, 1999 hearing began at 6:10 p.m. in the Ackermann Room.
The call of the meeting specified that both proposed amendments would be discussed at
the hearing, although each technically constituted a separate petition. However, at the
hearing, issues were raised regarding the adequacy of notice for the proposed
amendment to Section 11.511, and it was decided that subsequently two separate
hearings would be scheduled, one for each proposed amendment. Thus this report
includes a summary of the January 27, 1999 testimony and proceedings relating to the
proposed amendment to Section 11.511 along with a report of the February 24, ]999
hearing on this proposed amendment.

Present at the January 27, 1999 hearing were Councillor Henrietta Davis, Chair
of the Committee, Mayor Francis H. Duehay, Councillor Kathleen Leahy Born,
Councillor Michael A. Sullivan and City Clerk D. Margaret Drury. Also present were
Beth Rubenstein, Assistant City Manager for Community Development; Lester Barber,
Director of Land Use and Planning for the Community Development Department; and
Nancy Glowa, First Assistant City Solicitor.

Councillor Davis convened the hearing and explained the purpose. She invited

MIT/CRLS robotics team
finish strong in tourney

he MIT/CRLS FIRST
robotics Team 97, “The
Psychedelics,” won sec-

ond place in its alliance with the
Somerville, N.J. “Dexterous Gear-
heads” at the recent Johnson &
Johnson Mid-Atlantic Robotics
Regional competition at Rutgers
University.

Against 36 other teams, the
Cambridge Rindge and Latin
School squad had placed 13th in
the qualifying rounds over two
days, and was chosen by fourth-
seeded Somerville as partner for
the elimination rounds.

The team has qualified to com-
pete in the nationals at Epcot in
Florida on April 22-24.

The Cambridge team’s robot
driver, Dana Jones, a CRLS
sophomore, helped the
Psychedelics win the “Best Play of
the Day” award for strategic play
in an earlier seeding round with
the Kintnersville, Penn. “Cyber-
sonics Technology” team.

“I'm proud of our team,” said
Rainuka Gupta, MIT senior and
team coordinator. “It’s great to be
rewarded for our hard work. This
is the first time we’ve placed at the
regionals. We’re excited by our

success and are even more excited
by what will come at nationals.”

The competition pitted pairs of
robots against each other to lift
disk-shaped pillows to a height of
eight feet, with bonuses awarded
to robots which could mount a low
platform on casters, called the
puck, while defending against the
opposition. The teams had de-
signed and built the robots over a
six-week period ending Feb. 22.

Malika Napoli, CRLS senior,
described the process: “We broke
up into groups to work on different
parts of the robot. Then we collab-
orated together to build it. We
went through some ordeals, For in-
stance, we found near the end that
we had too much weight, so we
had to take the whole thing apart
and put it back together.”

Anton Abaya, a senior, could
feel the excitement in the crowd.

“Our robot had the speed and
power. It was also deceptive,”
Abaya said. “Tt looked like a tin
can on wheels; you didn’t think it
could pack a punch. But it was a
really powerful defender, and ev-
eryone in the stands said, ‘Look at
Team 97 go!””

WHEREAS, laser beam pointers are ca-
pable of causing temporary flash blind-
ness, headaches and afterimages from
contact with the eye.

I am not against development. However, I am grateful for the existing Zoning Ordinance
that provides protections for neighborhood homeowners like myself.

My house is on Green Street behind 1030 Mass Ave (Barsamian’s, etc.) and 1038 Mass
Ave. (the Greek Institute). When I bought my house 17 years ago, there was no large
building behind it. Now the 1030 Mass Ave building towers over it. The saving grace is
that, because of current zoning, the building is set back 20’ from my backyard line, and
the 20’ buffer area is green (some trees and bushes) by ordinance.

If 1038 Mass Ave is ever developed, it will also have to be 20’ back from my yard, and
the setback area will also have to be landscaped open space. That 20’ green setback
requirement in the ordinance is a lifesaver — it is the breathing space between my little lot
and the business district.

However, the proposed zoning eliminates the landscape requirements for the 20’ setback
area. It also allows accessory buildings to be built. Small lots like mine could be very
adversely affected. The proposed zoning could destroy the green setback behind my
house and allow someone to build a building right up to my backyard line.

Please do not allow the proposed backyard zoning to pass as is, with such negative conse-
quences for small homeowners for whom abutting open, green setback areas are precious.

Please make sure the Ordinance Committee understands what simple but essential
protections we residents may lose — and fix it so we don’t lose them — before any revised
zoning ordinances are passed. Thank you very much for your attention and help.

Expiration. A Planning Overlay Special Permit will expire after one (1)
year if construction on the project has not begun and no extension has been
granted by the Planning Board. Such extension may only be granted for
good cause. If expiration takes place the Superintendent of Buildings will

- Subject: City Council Petition to amend Section 11.500 of the Zoning Ordinance (1) to permit
the consideration of a Section 11.500 special permit simultaneously with consideration of any
other special permit required for the project that is issued by the Planning Board and (2) to
include construction of a parking facility of 150 spaces or more as a trigger for the required
special permit. :

Recommendation The Planning Board recommends adoption of the amendment that would
allow simultaneous consideration of the Planning Overlay Special Permit with other special
permits. The Board does not recommend adoption of the amendment that would add 150
parking spaces as a threshold for the Planning Overlay District Special Permit.

Findings

1. As originally proposed, the Planning Overlay Special Permit was to be issued by the City
Council.  Under such circumstances it was logical that all other special permits required by a
project subject to the provisions of Section 11.500 be issued before the City Council considered an
application; in that sequence the City Council would have the benefit of the analysis of the Planning
Board or the Board of Zoning Appeal before making its own findings. As the Planning Overlay
Special Permit is now issued by the Planning Board in Section 11.500’s adopted form, simultaneous
consideration of the merits of a proposal under both general zoning special permit provisions and
the Planning Overlay Special Permit is reasonable, efficient and fair and serves the interests of the

- applicant and the general public having an interest in a particular proposal. Therefore the Planning

- Board recommends adoption of this amendment

The Planning Board would note that some language in the originally adopted text has been deleted
in the revised version; it was not clear to the Planning Board whether those changes were
inadvertent or intended.

2. The Planning Board finds the second amendment, which would add a parking facility of 150
spaces or more to the categories of construction that would require the issuance of a Planning
Overlay Special Permit, to be unnecessary. Reorganization of existing parking spaces into a new
facility does not alter the impact of those spaces on city traffic. New accessory parking is likely to

SUBJECT: A Layman’s Guide to the Cambridge Rezoning Process

Our lawyers have examined Chapter 40A, which governs the legislation of zoning in
Cambridge, and other Massachusetts cities and towns, as well as the City Council’s
administrative procedures. To try to sort out this somewhat conflicting process we have
compiled the following “layman’s summary” with accompanying timeline.

Zoning ordinances may be adopted and amended only in the manner provided in Section
5 of the State Zoning Act known as Chapter 40A.

1. A proposed ordinance may be submitted to the city council by (a) the city council; (b)
the board of appeals: (c) an individual owning land to be affected by the change or
adoption of the ordinance; (d) ten registered voters in the city; (€) the Planning Board;
() the Metropolitan Area Planning Council; or (g) any other method provided by
Cambridge’s charter.

2. The city council must, within fourteen day of receiving the propésed ordinance,
~submit it to the Planning Board for review.

3. The Planning Board and City Council — or a committee designated or appointed for
this purpose by the City Council — must each hold a public hearing on the proposed
ordinance before it is adopted. (The planning board and city council can hold a joint
hearing to satisfy this requirement, so long as they provide separate notice and keep
separate minutes). Normally in Cambridge, the City Council’s Ordinance
Committee, a committee of the whole council, conducts the first City Council
hearing.

4. Interested persons must be given an opportunity to be heard at the public hearing(s)
on the proposed ordinance.

5. The public hearing(s) must be held within 65 days after the proposed ordinancelwas
submitted to the Planning Board by the City Council. .

6. Notice of public hearing:
a) Notice must include (i) the time of the hearing; (ii) the place of the hearing; (iii)

- the subject matter, sufficient for identification, of the hearing; and (iv) the place
where texts and maps of the proposed amendment may be inspected.




b) Notice must be published (i) in a newspaper of general circulation in the city, (ii)
once in each of two successive week. (iii) The first publication must take place at
least 14 days before the day of the hearing. Normally in Cambridge, the
newspapers that publish zoning notices are the Cambridge Chronicle and the
Cambridge TAB.

¢) Notice must be posted (i) in a consplcuous place in city hall (outside the City
Clerk’s office) (ii) for at least 14 days before the day of the hearing.

d) Notice must be sent by mail, postage prepaid, (i) to the department of community
affairs; (ii) to the Metropolitan Area Planning Council; and (iii) to the planning
board of each abutting city and town (Arlington, Belmont, Boston, Somerville,
and Watertown). (Note: Zoning ordinances may also require notice to be sent to
nonresident property owners who file with the city clerk an annual request for
such notice, accompanied by a fee. As of our most recent copy of Cambridge’s
zoning ordinance, the city has not adopted such a requirement). Any party -
entitled to receive notice by mail may grant a waiver of notice or submit an
affidavit of actual notice to the City Clerk prior to City Council action on the
proposed zoning ordinance.

. No vote to adopt the proposed ordinance may be taken until (a) a report with
recommendations by the Planning Board has been submitted to the City Council; or
(b) twenty-one days have elapsed after the public hearing, without submission of such
report. If the Planning Board submits a recommendatlon faster than 21 days allowed,
the City Council is free to act.

. The city council vote to adopt the proposed ordinance must take place within ninety
days after the City Council’s first hearing. If it does not take place within ninety
days, no action may be taken on the proposed ordinance and it fails.

. Adoption of the ordinance requires a two-thirds vote of all the members of the City
Council or six votes. Adoption of the ordinance requires a three-fourths vote of all
members of the city council or seven votes if (a) a written protest against the
ordinance was filed with the City Clerk prior to final action by the council, (b) the
written protest stated the reasons for the protest, and (c) the written protest was signed
by the owners of 20% or more of the land proposed to be included in the change, or -
the area of land immediately adjacent extending 300 feet from the land proposed to be
included.

10. The City Council may not consider a proposed zoning ordinance that it has acted

unfavorably upon within two years of the unfavorable action, unless the Planning
Board’s report recommends adoption of the proposed ordinance.

11. The City Clerk must subsequently forward the ordinance to the Office of the Attorney

General.
