No person shall own or possess any American Staffordshire Terrier, a/k/a

Any person owning or possessing a licensed American Staffordshire
Terrier, a/k/a American Pit Bull Terrier or Bull Terrier, prior to the
effective date of this ordinance shall keep a muzzle on each such dog at all
times .

In this section, the word "muzzle" means a device constructed of strong,
soft material, or a metal muzzle such as that used commercially with grey-
hounds . The muzzle must be made in a manner which will not cause injury to
the dog or interfere with its vision or respiration, but must prevent itfrom biting any person or animal.

Any person who violates this section shall be subject to a fine not
exceeding three hundred dollars (S300.00) for each of fense.
