Andrew Puglia and the Metropolitan Area Planning Council (MAPC) over
the question of who should make recommendations for membership on the

recently created Alewife

* Task Force.

This task force has been
created by MAPC to provide
input advice to the responsi-
ble governments involved in
the planning process for the

- proposed rapid transit exten-
sion beyond Harvard Square.

The issues involved in the
Alewife area are considered
to be of particular impor-
tance to the surrounding
communities and the region
as a whole. Puglia is par-
ticularly concerned because
Alewife borders Ward Seven
which he represents.

In addition to the rapid
transit station at Alewife,
improvements are proposed
for Route 2 in the vicinity of
both . Dewey and Almy
Circle.

The Massachusetts
‘Department of Public Works
will be conducting an en-
vironmental impact study of
this area shortly and will be
looking to the Alewife Task
Force for information on
this proposal.

Several major issues in-
volved in the Alewife pro-
ject, as pointed out by
Puglia include: the proposed
location of the transit sta-
tion, the location, size and
use of proposed parking
facility, improvements ‘to
Route 2 and road connec-
tions to the transit station.

Is your buying the prime reason stocks have
climbed significantly higher under the heaviest
trading volume everknown in Wall Street?

No is the answer to both these questions,
according to Stan West, the New York Stock
Exchange’s research vice president, after an
exhaustive study of all stock market activity in
the U.S. since the start of 1975.

The exactly opposite view has been widely
publicized Dby other sources, including
spokesmen for several of America’s leading
stock houses. Their conclusion is that you and T,
as individuals, have played a major role in
sending stock prices into an upsurge and the
volume of trading to alltime records. And
although stock prices have retreated recently,
they are generally far above the 74 lows.

But West’s research. discloses:

| ® You and I — large and small individual
investors — have been relatively unimportant
participants. And if you judge the activity of
the small investor by the amount of trading in
odd lots of fewer than 100 shares each, the
evidence is that the small investor has sold
more stock than he has bought.

What are some of the implications of this
action? ; ‘

A first is that if you believe in the so-called
January barometer (about which I wrote a
column on Jan. 15), then this history flashes a
great bull market in 1975, More than eight
times out of 10 in the past quarter-century, says
Yale Hirsch, a student of the barometer,
January has predicted the whole year’s trend.

A second is that if you accept the
economists’ view, that the stock market an-
ticipates movements in the economy, then this
history says that the business slump will be
bottoming out in the next few months and the
economy will start turning upward.

A third is that if you calculate the potential
investing power backed up in the hands of in-
dividuals and the many possible spurs to send
the “public” back to the stock market, then
West’s research suggests tremendous dormant
strength behind stock prices.

‘The MBTA and its consultants, Sverdrup and Parcel, are to be congratulated on their
eight - month study of alternatives for extending the Red Line through Harvard Square.
There is no doubt that the many workshops and public meetlngs to discuss alternatives
have helped to develop an .unusually hlgh level of useful communication between the stuoy )
team and the concerned c1tlzens of our City. :

The consultants have also done a sensitive and comprehensive job of establishing
various criteria for evaluating the transit alternatives. No less than three dozen
criteria are listed in the repcrt, under eight major headings, and since these criteria
can only bs given quantitative weights by personally subjective valuations, the lack of
weightings should not be criticized. ' :

As City'Councilor, however, my task is to try to be fully sensitive to the collec-
tive values of. our City, with due attention to those sectors most likely to be affected
by one or another of the several alternatives under consideration. Acting in this
"capa01ty and in light of the consultants' findings to date, I want to give strong
endorsement to alignment "D", which is, I believe, the most effective and efficient plan,
in terms of transit necds, economic considerations, and the environment of the surround-

ing area.. :

I should, of_coufse, make note of the presentation of two "D" alignments, namely
D-1 and D-2. Although at this point I faver -alignment D-1, and although I am aware that
the City Council's Cambridge Transportation Forum has stated a preference for D-2, I
believe that the differences between the two sub-alternatives are of reasonable subtlety
and may.well require additional clarification. The differences, however, between the
gencral "D" alignment and its alternatives, "A" and "G", are much more profound and
easily discerned.

Clearly the most impressive difference is overall cost. The cost of D-1 is esti- )
mated as $12 million less than "A", and $32 million less than the least expensive of the
"G" alternates. In my view, both the State and Federal Governments have gone as far as
they will go, or perhaps even should go, to accommodate Cambridge wishes ‘with regard
to the Red Line Extension. Alignments "A" and "G" would have to be quite significantly.

In response to your recent request, the Community Development Depaftmeht

'is pleased to recommend that the City of Cambndge indicate to the Massa-

chusetts Bay Transportation Authorlty its preference for the "D alignment
and station location .for the MBTA Red Line extension in the Harvard Square
area, The Department has spent more than a year and one-half in detailed
analysis of this issue and in joint study with MBTA and its consultant,
Sverdrup and Parcel & Associates, Inc., ard is convinced that the '"D"

- alignment and station location (which proceeds directly up Massachusetts

Avenue toward Porter Square) is the best long-term and short-term choice
for Cambridge. ‘

The next step for MBTA is to designate a preferred alignment and to pro-
ceed with an environmental assessment of the preferred alignment and each
of the other alternatives. We understand that in July, MBTA intends to
submit a capital grant application for the Red Line extension to the Urban
Mass Transportation Administration (UMTA) of the Federal Department of
Transportation. The administrative procedures required to carry out a
major project of this type are nearly as complicated as the engineering
and construction aspects of the project. Therefore, it is vital that Cam-
bridge act as promptly as it can on.this decision as a means of reaffirming

In addition to the Department's technical analysis, nearly all of the informed
citizen groups who have commented have recommended the '"D' alignment.

and do not think any realistic future traffic option will be foreclosed if the
rapid transit tunnel remains under Massachusetts Avenue.

1. The position of the Neighborhood Ten Association on the most desirable

routes of the Red Line through Harvard Square is described in the attached

statement (Appendix 1) delivered at the public hearing of the Harvard Square

Development: Task Force early in March. In short, we prefer either of the

D Routes because of lack of disturbance, relative ease in proceeding to con-

struction and mach lower cost - all of which should draw federal funding while

it is still available. We would note that this is substantially the position
of your Transportation Forum. ' '

2. The Neighborhood Ten Association favors the construction of the Alewife
Station at Site B as compatible with the route from Davis Square to Alewife
and Arlington Heights, and as not injurious to any Cambridge neighborhood.

We further urge the limitation of any related parking facility to approximately
200 cars. We note that these recommendations are in line with City Council
resolutions of previous years and with a March recommendation of the Cambridge
Transportation Forum (See Appendix 2).

3. Finally, the Neighborhood Ten Association endorses and encourages the idea
of an underground multi-purpose parking garage as part of the development of

the Holiday Inn - DiGiovanni - Harvard Trust - DuPree sits off Mt. Auburn Street
as a joint private-public venture. We see this as representing commendable
initiative and cooperation of several Square constituencies towards the solution
of a difficult parking problem (See Appendix 3) .

We live where these activities do or will take place. We are affected directly
by them, and we thlnk that these three activities will make Ca.mbridge a better

A. OVERALL AXIOMS

Our overall goal is to maintain the precious present balance between
institutional, residential, and business use in the Harvard Scuare
area. We see the total construction period as consuming a gocd' two
years, with different disruptions coming at different periods in that
time. No option.is perfect. -

B. 'CRITERIA FOR CHOICE

1. The option which will get the show on the road most speedily,
' and have the Red Line built out at least to Arlington Heights,
in order to relieve the present crush of through traffic and
people who do not intend to stop at Harvard Square.

C. OPTIONS ACCEPTABLE

1. Most acceptable, Line D-1. This option is all in the present
public way, will require minimal land-takings or easements, IO
upsetting of present balances, no moving of facilities, and the
construction phase can be begun the most quickly.

2. Second priority acceptable, Line D-2. Involves moving under-
ground bus tunnels, more planning, preparation, and a bit more
disruption during construction. But a minimum of land-takings
and easements, and destruction of property.

3. Appendix. The only negative impact either Route D would
have, that we can see, as per the original Sverdrup and
Parcel proposal, is in the construction phase on their
original plan for traffic diversion via Prescott Street,
removing necessary parking spaces from that street, and
turning it into a major artery. After consultation with
Sverdrup and Parcel, and Wilbur Smith Associates, we
recommend an alternative traffic diversion plan during
the construction phase, whereby there will be no extension

“'of Prescott Street, and no taking of parking places on _
that thoroughfare, but instead two-way traffic on Quincy
Street. In addition, more effort will be made to allow
traffic to procced through Harvard Square over decked-in
portions. We further suggest that Lechmere and Broadway
buses can be boarded behind the present Dudley bus
boarding area on Massachusetts Avenue. In this manner,
the Mid-Cambridge neighborhood would more easily be able
to live with the construction phase, and not permanently



D. UNACCEPTABLE

l. Unacceptable, Line G-2. Very costly. 1Involves commercial

- land-taking, and considerable danger to historic sites. Also
involves easement under Mt. Auburn Street homes. Also moves
the subway station nearer Brattle Square. ' ’ ‘

2. Very unacceptable, Line G-1. Very costly. 'The Brattle Square
subway station amounts to making considerable®pressure to move
the commercial core westwards and more and more into a residen-
tial section of Neighborhood Ten, which is constantly being

' threatened by development. This also involves disturbing the
“center of commercial activity of this area generally and moving
it from Harvard Square towards RBrattle Square, to the detriment
of increasing business activity in the other direction towards
Putnam Square. It also involves easements under Mt. Auburn
Street homes and Brattle Street properties, and will involve
~considerable underpinning of buildings on Brattle and Mt. Auburn
Streets, '

3. Absolutely and unequivocally unacceptable, Line A. Physical
danger to residences in an area which has been several times
threatened by institutional and business encroachment in its
direction. Also disruption to businesses during the con-
struction phase. Also land-taking of 129 Mt. Auburn Street.
Elements among us would literally prefer stopping the whole
Red Line construction to having this option implemented, and
they will so litigate.

E. GENERAL

D alignments keep the focus of activity in Harvard Square, which
has been the center of the area since the 17th century. Do we want
to change this focus? We say no! : :

According to page 14 of the Sverdrup and Parcel report, the G-1 and
G-2 alignments will produce additional development pressure in
Brattle Square, but will not produce increased economic benefits

to offset the additional costs required for doing so..
