Harvard University wishes to be recorded in opposition to the petition of
Peter Kemble, et al to amend the text of the Zoning Ordinance by creating a
new Banks Street Area Parking Overlay District.

Harvard's property in the affected area consists primarily of infill sites,
some with rent controlled housing units and some with institutional parking
lots. The potential for residential development on the parkng lots would be
constrained by the proposed amendment, both in terms of program and design
solutions.

Our affiliates who are housed near the campus do not require even the one
space per unit currently in the ordinance. In the Banks Street area in
particular, Harvard's affiliates living at 8-10 Mount Auburn Street utilize
parking at a ratio of .56 spaces per unit. We therefore would not want to be
in a position of having to build more parking than the afflllates need,
increasing housing costs as well as neighborhood traffic.

We recognize that parking problems are a concern across the City of Cambridge,
not just in this area, and it is important that adequate parking be provided
for new developments. However, in the case of Harvard's residential projects,
increased parking would not be beneficial to project occupants or their
neighbors.

We appreciate your consideration of our objections in your deliberations on
the subject petition.

The Committee on Ordinances conducted a public hearing on June 9, 1988
beginning at 5:50 p.m. in the Sullivan Chamber, City Hall. The purpose of
the hearing was to review the petition of Peter Kemble, et al to amend the
text of the zoning ordinance by creating a new Banks Street Area Parking
Overlay District. The Chair requested the petitioner to come forward.

At this time, Mr. Philip Dowds of 48 Banks Street and one of the
petitioners presented the Committee with a summary of the findings of an
independent study conducted of traffic and parking in the Banks Street area.
He also outlined the impact of current and future development activities as
it relates to parking in this area. According to Mr. Dowd, the study was
conducted in the spring of 1986 and the 1980 census was used in determining
average vehicle ownership in this area.

Vice Mayor Alice K. Wolf questioned one aspect of the study as it
related to action by other cities and towns in parking spaces requirements
per unit. Mr. Dowd responded that he did not know for how long cities such
as Boston, Brookline, Worcester, Springfield and Watertown have required
specific number spaces per apartment nor if there is updating done on a
yearly basis. (He did state that Watertown updates on a yearly basis).

Councillor Francis H. Duehay questioned if students were included in
determing the average vehicle ownership in this area. Mr. Dowds responded
in the negative stating that students were extropolated out from the
database.

Councillor David E. Sullivan questioned the present parking condition
(curbside & off-street) as it relates to current and future development

activities in this area.

President and Fellows of Harvard College by this letter wish
to go on record as opposed to the petition to change the Cam-
bridge Zoning Ordinance and Zoning Map submitted by Peter Kemble
and others which proposes to create a new Banks Street Area
Parking Overlay District.

Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 40A, Section 5, states
generally that no zoning ordinance can be adopted except by a
two-thirds vote of the City Council. For Cambridge, this would
mean six councillors. The statute provides that prior to final
approval of a change to the ordinance, if there is a written
protest stating the reasons for the protest, signed by "the
owners of twenty percent or more of the area of the land proposed
to be included in such change, or of the area of the land
immediately adjacent extending three hundred feet therefrom,"
then a three-fourths vote (seven councillors) would be necessary
to enact the proposed change to the ordinance. As an owner of
real estate which will be affected by the proposed changes, we
now so file such a protest.

We oppose the proposed amendment to the Cambridge Zoning
Ordinance and Zoning Map because it does not serve the best
interests of the City of Cambridge. The area covered by the
proposed amendment does not present residential parking
characteristics much different than other parts of the City.
Harvard housing for its affiliates has historically generated a
demand for less than one space per unit. We believe the existing
zoning ordinance makes adequate provision for parking.

Ninth graders hear about ‘choices’

‘“Every decision you make has a
consequence, from brushing your
teeth to attending school,” New
England Telephone employees told
students from the Rindge technical
Vocational Program, 459 Broadway.

In an innovative free program, titl-
ed ‘‘Choices,”” New England
Telephone representatives met with
students to urge them to look at
realities of life after high school, and
how decisions now can expand op-
tions later.

A participatory program, Choices
began with distribution of fortune
cookies containing one of 30 factors
appearance, neighborhood,
gender, interests — affecting who
and what people are. Students deter-
Mined whether characteristics were
those that could or couldn’t be
changed.

‘“You control over 50 percent of
these factors,” David McGillicuddy
told one group from Rindge Tech.
The seminar leader said time
management — ‘“‘and whether you
decide to spend a few extra minutes
each day on homework, for exam-
ple” — were crucial. Students who
decide education is not a priority
‘may drop out of school, often because
of another priority — money. “‘Let’s
talk about money management
money, that’s what you want.”

McGillicuddy had an attentive au-
dience as he unrolled a wad of bills.
They were not genuine 20’s, but the
students were game for the exercise.
One boy played the drop-out, who got
a basic job and the wad of bills for a
month of living. Then the money had
to be distributed. Students had to
decide or agree with McGillicuddy on
the choice of apartment, home fur-
nishings, or clothing budget, for ex-
ainple. Students gladly took the drop-
out’s money, as they vied for such
roles as Social Security, Federal
Taxes and Fast Food Restaurant. As
reality hit home as to what is re-
quired to simply live and what else
may be desired (this group opted for
a motorcycle over the T as their
transportation choice) — the leader’s
main point — stay in school — also
reached the audience.

As funds dwindled to $10 a month
(the group decided not to purchase
lamps in favor of the apartment be-
ing next to a neon sign), they were
ready to see McGillicuddy’s charts,

which showed how years of school
directly correlated with income,
benefits, and opportunities for a
‘wider variety of career choices and
advancement.

“We have a vested interest in the
quality of students graduating from
our secondary school system,” the
Choices brochure states. That in-
terest is as a corporate citizen con-
cerned not only with “quality of life
in our region,” but also, “as a major
employer we must be concerned
about skills employees bring with
them to the job.”

McGillicuddy and fellow seminar
leader Paul O’Connor noted that New
England Telephone, like other
employers, is noticing substantial
numbers of applicants failing simple
academic tests for entry level jobs.
(In test administered by the phone
company, 46 to 62 percent failed to
qualify for jobs as operators, service
representatives, clerks and techni-
cian/craftsmen.) The knowledge
available to pass these tests is readi-

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Harvard Square merchants hit again

Merchants in Harvard Square
who managed to survive the
reconstruction of the MBTA are now
under a new and even greater
threat...the skyrocketing retail rents
brought on by higher property taxes
and the pressure of new develop-
ment. The Commonwealth man-
dates that all land be assessed at
the “Highest and Best Use” valua-
tion which means that regardless of
the height, age or historical value of
a building, if the neighboring
building is huge and modern, the
land under each property is assess-
ed as though a huge and modern
building existed upon it. And there
is no abatement procedure that can
resolve this discrepancy.

Now that the standard helght of
new construction in Harvard Square
is 70 to 80 feet, the land value
around these properties has risen
drastically. In some cases the
assessed value for land has doubled
in three years, regardless of
whether the impacted property is
one story high or eight stories high.

Another factor that particularly
impacts Harvard Square rents is
the financial ability of the Universi-

ty to pay any price to purchase real
estate in the Square. Most recently
Harvard has purchased the physi-
cians’ building at 51 Brattle St. for
the division of Continuing Education
and the building at 6 Story St. that
presently houses the Architects’ Col-
laborative. As these buildings are
converted to institutional use they
will come off the City’s tax rolls but
the neighboring property which has
to be reappraised by the assessrs
will pay higher taxes.

The final blow to current retailers
in Harvard Square may well be the
lack of affordable short-term park-
ing for customers. Due to the
federal Clean Air Act there is a
parking moratorium in Cambridge.
Although there are new parking
garages in the Square, these were
built by reducing the available on-
street parking spaces. Increasingly
these garage spaces are being
reserved for monthly parkers who
pay rates ranging up to two hundred
dollars per month. This means that
people who wish to drive to Harvard
Square to shop for purchases must
fight for the few remaining parking
spaces. The City management views

Until the
City enforces the zoning code, the
new developments will feed off the
diminished parking now available in
Harvard Square to the detriment of
existing businesses.
