Women’s Day...tribute to women

On March 8, 1985, women and men
in Cambridge and all over the world
will celebrate International Women’s
Day. It was first observed almost 75
years ago as a tribute to those work-
ing class women in the United States
who made labor history and helped
lay the foundations for a better life
for all workers.

In 1909, millions of women and
children as young as seven worked
fourteen hours a day in factories,
mills, farms and other workplaces.
They labored under the killing condi-
tions of fire, fumes, unsafe buildings
and dangerous machinery. Accor-
ding to the U.S. Government Com-
mission on Industrial Relations of
that time, over 37 percent of working
class mothers were forced by
economic conditions to work for
wages in addition to caring for their
families.

Men and women suffered these and
other brutal conditions at work but
women who worked in factories were
bullied and humiliated in special
ways. They were often locked inside
like prisoners, body-searched at the
end of the day, and frequently re-
quired to scrub factory floors. Like
their sister workers in other occupa-
tions, they were also subjected to the
insults of bosses who.demanded sex-
ual favors from their female
employees.

It was against such intolerable
abuses that women of all ages, im-
migrant and native-born, revolted.
During the bitter cold winter of 1909
over 20,000 New York garment
workers, three-fourths of them
women, went on strike. For 13 weeks
they endured beatings, cold, hunger,
jail and grueling days and nights on
picket lines. By the time it ended, 312
shops had union contracts.

Although victorious, they did not
rest on their accomplishments.
Several weeks later, on March 8,
1909, thousands of workers poured in-

Marier explained that St. Gregory,
for whom both the papal award and
the chant were named, founded the
Catholic Church’s first choir school
in Rome several centuries before
Marier began to teach at the Ar-
chdiocesan Boys Choir School at St.
Paul’s.

Archbishop Law, who sang in the
archdiocesan adult choir while atten-
ding Harvard University in the 1950s,
presented the award to Marier before
a congregation that filled the church
to overflowing.

The 72-year-old choir director said
that half a century of service to the
church has not slowed him down a
bit.

“I did turn my skateboard in for a
50-mile checkup though,” the ever-
energetic Marier joked.

As far as plans for the future,
Marier pointed out that he will be
taking part in a Gregorian Chant
Weekend at Catholic University in
June and attending the International
Congress of Church Music in Rome in
November. In addition, he will con-
tinue to direct the boys choir which
performs at daily Mass at St. Paul’s
and has frequently sung with the
Boston Symphony Orchestra Or-
chestra and other renowned musical
groups.

As a postscript to the Pope’s award
to Marier, the city council voted Mon-
day to extend its congratulations to
Marier upon his receipt of the papal
honor and to thank him for ‘‘his

tireless dedlcatlon to the church and
 to'the choir.”

For his efforts, McGovern will
receive $100 and will be mentioned in
the special March heroism issue of
the national publication.

When asked about the prize the
two-year veteran of the force said
modestly, ‘I feel pretty good.”

Obituaries

Benjamin Katz, USN
Ret.

Rear Admiral Benjamin Katz, 80,
retired Naval officer, author and
businessman died February 24, at the
Hospice of Northern Virginia, of
cancer.

Born in Lithuania, he came to the
U.S. an an infant, attended grammar
school and two years of high school at
Bacon Academy in Colchester,
Conn., but graduated from Chelsea
High School in 1922. He graduated
from U.S. Naval Academy at An-
napolis in 1926. Following his first
retirement from the Navy in 1957, he
received a master’s degree in
engineering administration from the
George Washington University, in
Washington D.C. in 1958.

During World War II he command-
ed the destroyer Dallas on convoy du-
ty in the North Atlantic. In 1942 he
was named Captain of the Taylor and
sailed her into the South Pacific. He
took part in the campaign for the
Solomon Islands including an action
in which he led a Task Group through
waters never previously traversed
by a U.S. Man-of-War to rescue sur-
vivors from the cruiser Helena
stranded on the Japanese held island
of Vella Lavella 250 miles north of
Guadalcanal. For his work during
this period Adm. Katz received the
Navy Cross, the Navy’s highest
decoration for valor (except the
Medal of Honor) the Silver Star, the
Legion of Merit, the Bronze Star and
the Navy Unit citation.

Later in the war he commanded
the Rocky Mount, the flagship of the
commander of the Seventh Fleet in
the Southwest Pacific. At the end of
World War II while in command of
the Rocky Mount he led all American
and Allied ships up the Yangtze
River to Shanghai, and flew the first
American flag on a U.S. ship to sail to
that port since the war began in 1941.

Post World War II sea duties in-
cluded Chief Staff Officer of Service
Squadron Two, Atlantic fleet, and
Commander of Destroyer Squadron
One, Pacific Fleet. Shore duties were
as Communication Officer, 3rd Naval
District, New York City; Logistics
and Communication Officer at Navy
Headquarters, Tokyo during the

Harbor and Deputy Director of Com-
munication Electronics of the Joint
Chief of Staffs, Washington, D.C., the
post he held at his second retirement
about 1970. He received a second
Bronze Star for duty as Logistics and
Communication Officer at Navy
Headquarters Tokyo during the
Korean War. The Veterans Wireless
Operators Association awarded him
the Marconi Gold Medal of Merit for
his contributions to U.S. Naval Com-
munications. .

After his second retirement from
the Navy, Admiral Katz was active in
business and community afairs in
Alexandria, Virginia. He was an of-
ficial of IMC Systems, Inc., and an
advisor of other firms. He was a
director of the Alexandria Chamber
of Commerce, a member of the
Salvation Army Advisory Board, and
the Advisory Committee, to the
Superintendent of Schools on Voca-
tional training. He participated in
several United Givers Fund cam-
paigns and was a member of several
civic and military organizations. He
was inducted into the Golden Age
Hall of Fame by the National
Alliance of Senior Citizens. He was a
life member of Mizpah-Faith Lodge
AF and AM. He was nationally
known as an advocate for small
business enterprises and authored
two books on management of small
business. He also wrote and publish-
ed a handbook for survivors of
deceased persons titled “Now Is The
Time To Prepare a Guide for Your
Survivor’’ which the Library of Con-
gress has produced in braille for Na-
tional Inter-Library loan distribu-
tion.

Many groups invited him to lecture
on his professional expertise and he

counseled men and women on their

business matters without compensa-
tion and helped many set up their
business records.

His last official act as Admiral was
his delivery on September 18, 1983, of
the invocation at the dedication exer-
cises of the Pearl K. Wise Library at
Cambridge Rindge and Latin School,
at the invitation of the City of Cam-
bridge School Committee.

He is survived by his wife, Beulah,
of Alexandria, Va., a daughter,

§ 1148. Vesting of Right to Damages

The right to damages for a taking by eminent domain vests in the
persons entitled thereto upon the recording of the order of taking
“unless otherwise provided by law.” Formerly, the right to damages .
did not vest when a taking was made for a highway or town way, or
for ditches or drains, until the land had been entered upon or posses-
sion had been taken for the purpose of constructing the way, ditch or
drain.

§ 1149. Notice of Taking
